WASHINGTON — His influence 
at home fading, President Barack
Obama is looking abroad to China, 
the opening stop of a three-country 
trip that will test his ability to play a 
commanding global role during his
final two years in office.

Once Obama was treated like a su-
perstar on the world stage. But the
president will arrive in Beijing on 
Monday under far different condi-

tions, with his 
most powerful
days behind
him.

At home,
Republicans 
are still rejoic-
ing at having
pummeled 
Obama’s 
party in the 
midterm elec-
tions, relegat-
ing Democrats
to the minor-
ity in both
chambers of
Congress. His
counterparts 
in Asia surely
have noticed.

The trip
also marks one of Obama’s final
chances to deliver on his goal to am-
plify America’s influence in Asia 
and the Pacific. In China, Myanmar
and Australia, leaders may render a
judgment on whether Obama’s lofty 
ambitions in the region have been
sidetracked by crises in Eastern Eu-
rope, Africa and the Middle East.

“This is going to be a tough trip for
the president,” said Ernest Bower,
an Asia expert at the Center for Stra-
tegic and International Studies in
Washington. He said Asian leaders 
were viewing Obama’s visit with this 
question in mind: Who is the presi-
dent after the midterm elections?

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President salutes troops with White House concert

 WASHINGTON — The White House on 
Thursday evening hosted hundreds of U.S. 
troops and their families, treating them to 
a concert that featured Mary J. Blige and 
country music legend Willie Nelson.

President Barack Obama said that ser-
vicemembers who voluntarily go into harm’s 
way to keep the country safe and protect its 

cherished freedoms have the respect and 
admiration of a grateful nation.

He spoke movingly of having met Luis 
Avila, who was badly wounded in an explo-
sion during his fifth tour of duty in Afghani-
stan in 2011.

He suffered a traumatic brain injury, and 
in the weeks that followed, heart attacks and 
a stroke. Doctors at one point recommended 
he be taken off life support.

Obama spoke of how, with the support of 

his wife, Claudia, Avila was brought back 
at least in part through hours and hours of 
music therapy.

“Through the music he loved,” Obama 
said, “[Beethoven’s] ‘Ode to Joy,’ military 
marches, even some Beatles,” Avila slowly 
began to register responses.

“He’s even playing, as I understand it, a 
little bit of golf,” Obama said as he opened 
the evening’s show.

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US nuclear defense force aging

OAK RIDGE, Tenn.  — Pipes, tanks and 
other equipment rust in the humid South-
ern air. Leaky roofs leave puddles on factory 
floors. Abandoned buildings are scattered 
across an 800-acre site contaminated with 
hundreds of tons of mercury.

If this were a factory making cars in De-
troit or steel in Pennsylvania, it would have 
long ago been shuttered. But this is the Y-12 
National Security Complex, a linchpin of the 
Energy Department’s nuclear weapons com-
plex, responsible for making thermonuclear 
assemblies for hydrogen bombs.

The 1940s-era plant is part of a weapons 
program that has become increasingly costly 
to operate because of aging equipment, deteri-
orating facilities and soaring overhead costs.

At its root, it is bloated and mismanaged, 
say former Energy Department officials, out-
side experts and members of Congress.

The nation’s nuclear weapons stockpile has 
shrunk by 85 percent since its Cold War peak 
half a century ago, but the Energy Depart-
ment is spending nine times more on each 
weapon that remains. The nuclear arsenal 
will cost $8.3 billion this fiscal year, up 30 
percent over the last decade.

The source of some of those costs: skyrock-
eting profits for contractors, increased secu-
rity costs for vulnerable facilities and massive 
investments in projects that were later can-
celed or postponed.

“We are not getting enough for what we are 
spending, and we are spending more than 
what we need,” said Roger Logan, a senior nu-
clear scientist who retired in 2007 from Law-
rence Livermore National Laboratory. “The 
whole system has failed us.”

Facing obsolescence

The Defense Department’s fleet of sub-
marines, bombers and land-based missiles 
is also facing obsolescence and will have to 
be replaced over the next two decades, rais-
ing the prospect of further multibillion-dollar 
cost escalations.

Now the Obama administration is moving 
forward with a plan to modernize the stra-
tegic weapons system over the next decade, 
an effort the Congressional Budget Office 
estimates will cost $355 billion. That comes 
as the Pentagon is under pressure to reduce 
its budget, and outside experts warn that the 
modernization could reach $1 trillion over the 
next 30 years.

“Simply stated, there is no plan for success 
with available resources,” said Norman Au-
gustine, a former Pentagon and defense in-
dustry official who is leading a review of the 
Energy Department’s bomb program.

U.S. nuclear weapons strategy rests on a 
triad of delivery systems — bombers, subma-
rines and land-based missiles — developed 
early in the Cold War to deliver warheads 
anywhere in the world.

Triad museum pieces

The three legs of the triad were designed to 
ensure that even in a massive surprise attack, 
at least one leg would survive to deliver a re-
taliatory strike.

Today, elements of the systems are virtual 
museum pieces. An example is the B-52. One 
of the massive gray bombers recently sitting 
on a tarmac at the Global Strike Command at 
Barksdale Air Force Base in Louisiana rolled 
off Boeing Co.’s assembly line in 1960 .

Under current plans, B-52s will probably 
fly another 26 years. By the time the bomber 
retires, it will be 80 years old — older than any 
strike aircraft ever flown in military service.

The other legs of the nuclear triad are 450 
1960s-era Minuteman III missiles based in 
silos in Wyoming, Montana and Nebraska and 
14 Ohio-class submarines from the 1980s that 
are also nearing the end of the design life of 

their nuclear propulsion systems.
The nuclear warheads that those vehicles

carry are maintained at the legacy sites of
the Manhattan Project. Although it is signifi-
cantly smaller than in its Cold War heyday,
the Energy Department industrial complex
stretches from South Carolina to California,
with more than 40,000 employees.

The department has three scientific design 
laboratories, a site for underground experi-
ments the size of Rhode Island and an as-
sembly factory on the flatlands of West Texas,
despite the fact the government hasn’t de-
signed, built or tested a new nuclear warhead 
in decades.

When the U.S. stockpile reached its peak in
1967 with 31,255 warheads and bombs, it cost
$7 billion annually in today’s dollars to build 
and maintain nuclear weapons.

In that year, the government had seven re-
actors humming to make plutonium; it built 
submarine reactors, refined large quantities
of plutonium and uranium and manufactured
new weapons. Almost once a week, it set off a 
bomb underground in Nevada.

Today, it does none of those things, but
simply maintains the existing 4,804 weapons
at $1.3 billion more than in 1967. The costs
would be even higher if items such as sub-
marine reactors, included in the 1967 budget, 
were added.

Deterrent increasingly
expensive to maintain
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US lawmakers: Have NATO buy French ships

 KAISERSLAUTERN, Germa-
ny — U.S. lawmakers are again 
urging France to renege on sell-
ing two warships to Russia, pro-
posing that NATO buy or lease 
the ships instead.

Such a move would show Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin 
“that our rhetorical resolve is 
matched by our actual resolve and 
that this alliance will not toler-
ate or abet his dangerous actions 
in Europe,” a bipartisan group 
of congressmen said in a letter 
Tuesday to NATO’s new secre-
tary-general, Jens Stoltenberg.

The U.S. and other allies have 
repeatedly pressed France to 
cancel delivery of two high-tech 
assault ships to Russia in re-
sponse to Moscow’s annexation of 
Crimea and continued meddling 
in Ukraine.

France has agreed to postpone 
delivery but has balked at cancel-
ing the contract outright. Such a 
move would leave France with 
roughly $1.6 billion in unneeded 
hardware and on the hook for re-
imbursing Moscow.   

“Sensitive to the financial bur-
den that France may incur should 
it rightly refuse to transfer these 
warships to Russia, we renew our 
call that NATO purchase or lease 
the warships as a common naval 
asset,” the lawmakers wrote.

The first of the two Mistral-
class amphibious assault ships 
is ready for delivery and would 
already be in Russian hands had 
France not bent to international 
pressure. Moscow now expects to 
take delivery of the warship  Fri-
day, according to Russian state-
run broadcaster RT. 

Each Mistral can carry 16 
heavy or 35 light helicopters plus 
a third of a mechanized regiment, 
with 70 vehicles and 450 soldiers 
ferried to land by onboard barges 
or hovercraft. Each ship is also 
outfitted with a field hospital.

 Eliot Engel, D-N.Y., the House 
Foreign Affairs Committee’s 
ranking minority member, was 

joined by Republicans Mike Rog-
ers, of Michigan,  and Mike Turn-
er and Steve Chabot, of Ohio, and 
Democrats Bill Keating, of Mas-
sachusetts; Steve Cohen, of Ten-
nessee; and Gerry Connolly, of 
Virginia in endorsing the plan, 
originally proposed to Stolten-

berg’s predecessor as NATO chief 
in May.

The congressmen wrote to 
NATO’s new secretary-general 
that they “would have liked to keep 
this note a short one of congratu-
lations as you assume an awesome 
responsibility, but circumstances 

require timely and decisive action 
on this urgent matter.”

A NATO official on Friday con-
firmed that the secretary-general 
had received the letter. 

 “This is an issue between the 
nations involved,” the official 
said, speaking on customary 

condition of anonymity. “Hav-
ing said that we expect all allies
to take national decisions within 
the greater context of the current
status of relations between NATO 
and Russia.”

3 missile targets shot 
down in Hawaii test

 HONOLULU  — The U.S. mili-
tary has shot down three missiles 
nearly simultaneously during a 
test off Hawaii.

The Missile Defense Agency 
said Thursday that a short-range 
ballistic missile target and two 
cruise missile targets were fired 
from the Pacific Missile Range 
Facility on Kauai.

The agency said the Pearl 
 Harbor-based destroyer USS John 
Paul Jones intercepted the ballis-
tic missile by firing an SM-3 guid-
ed missile. The destroyer fired 
two SM-2 missiles to shoot down 
the low-flying cruise missiles.

Defense contractor Raytheon 
Co. says the SM-3 is designed to 
destroy ballistic missile threats by 
colliding with them in space. The 
SM-2 missiles help naval ships de-
fend the airspace around them.

Marine veteran Milo Imrie 
passed a note through his at-
torney to the man he assaulted, 
apologizing for his behavior 

and wishing he could take it all back.
In  California’s San Mateo County court-

room July 25, Imrie received a second 
chance, freed after serving 11 months 
in solitary confinement and returning to 
plead no contest. He and his victim, lifelong 
friend Mike Newsom, embraced. A judge 
sentenced him to probation.

A year ago, the image of Imrie as a free 
man would have surprised many, from the 
nine guards it took to wrangle him into a jail 
cell to the family who witnessed his descent 
into darkness after the horrors he witnessed 
in Afghanistan. The Point Richmond, Calif., 
resident has made a remarkable turnaround 
from a life nearly destroyed by trauma and 
substance abuse.

“Nobody knows how or why war trauma-
tizes our best and brightest young people, 
and yet they have to pay the price two or 
three times over, “ said David J. Paul, Im-
rie’s uncle, a former Air Force officer and 
professor for the California State University 
system. “Milo’s paid in double measure al-
ready, and for his service, I am grateful. He 
is a young man of immense potential.”

 Imrie credits nearly a year spent in soli-
tary confinement, on suicide watch, at the 
Santa Clara County, Calif., main jail as the 
catalyst for his turnaround.

“I grew up more during that 11 months 
than I did over the rest of my life,” Imrie 
said. “The way I perceived the world 
changed drastically. It felt like waking up.”

After his release, Imrie, who once was 
declared incompetent to stand trial in the 
assault case, sought treatment for  post-
traumatic stress disorder and discovered a 
reason for joy and sense of purpose — the 
responsibility of caring for dogs at a Rich-
mond, Calif., animal shelter.

“Work has been very therapeutic for 
Mr. Imrie,” psychiatrist Ashiq George and 
therapist Hazel Diane Ayson said in a let-
ter from the Department of Veteran Affairs. 
“He is a most deserving and impressive 
young man, and we support any efforts to 
give him a second chance at life.”

When trouble began
Imrie’s troubles began in Helmand prov-

ince,  Afghanistan. During a seven-month 
period, 25 of his comrades with the Marines’ 
3rd Battalion, 5th Regiment were killed and 
200 were wounded. An  improvised explo-
sive device blew up an Afghan interpreter 
walking near him. At the time, family mem-
bers said, Imrie, a lance corporal, carried 

around survivor’s guilt about the death be-
cause he had spotted something suspicious 
on the ground but did not act on the hunch.

On another occasion with the “Dark 
Horse” battalion, officers ordered Imrie’s 
dog killed out of fear the animal’s barking 
would alert enemies.

Imrie was honorably discharged in Janu-
ary 2012, but soon afterward grief hit him 
hard when his beloved grandmother, Mary 
Brookings Imrie-McGowan, died. Only 
months later, he lost his mother, Margaret 
Bort Imrie, to cancer. In June 2012, his er-
ratic behavior led to his forced withdrawal 
from the University of California, Santa 
Barbara.

Friends and roommates at UCSB said 
he showed strange behaviors like walking 
across town with no shoes on and leaving 
pancakes burning on the stove while staring 
off into nothing. Then, the behavior turned 
violent, with Imrie acting out or blacking 
out after drinking, then waking up the next 
day with no recollection of his behavior.

“He experienced new onset of depression, 
psychotic and PTSD symptoms,” Ayson and 
George wrote. “He also began using drugs 
and alcohol as a way of coping. This is com-
mon among combat veterans.”

A visit gone awry
Mike Newsom thought it was going to 

be like old times when Imrie came for a 
visit Dec. 12, 2012, to Newsom’s Woodside, 
Calif., home. Instead, he said, his friend 
pulled a gas can out of his trunk and asked 
if there was enough fuel inside to set him-
self on fire.

Newsom said he grabbed the can, closed 
and locked the trunk and went to wash gas 
off his hands.

“I was trying to level with him to make 
sure he knew I care about him, and started 

talking about getting him help,” Newsom 
said. “And he said, ‘You don’t really under-
stand the situation. I have to kill you and 
me both.’ I was looking straight at him, and 
there was no one there I recognized.”

A worried Newsom grabbed the handles 
of every knife in 
a nearby wood 
block, went outside 
and hurled them 
onto the roof.

When Newsom 
turned to recover a 
knife that fell from 
the roof, Imrie hit 
him across the 
upper back with 
a shovel. Newsom 
took off running 
down a hill, over 
a fence and into a 
nearby house to 
call police.

Officers found 
Imrie on a nearby 
golf course asking 
random people for gasoline. He was com-
bative and went for one of their guns.

Imrie was charged with multiple felonies 
for the assault. He remembered none of it, 
and still recalls only flashes of that night.

“I felt so torn. I should have seen it com-
ing, that he needed help,” Newsom said. “I 
was mad because I lost my best friend and 
sad because his world had been shattered.”

Deemed incompetent to stand trial and 
exhibiting schizophrenic and suicidal ten-
dencies, Imrie says he began his road to 
recovery while in solitary confinement. 
It helped, he said, to be alone with his 
thoughts,  with no one around to blame for 
his actions.

“Solitary confinement made me realize 
that the only real thing in that cell that was 

making me unhappy was myself,” Imrie
said. “If I met myself, I wouldn’t like me.”

 Imrie was deemed releasable from jail
in late 2013, returning to Richmond in time
to join his family for the holidays. Several
months later, he appeared in court across 

from Newsom, to
whom, through
his attorneys,
he wrote a note 
apologizing.

“This huge
weight just came
off my shoulders,” 
Newsom recalled.
“I think at this
point, we’re able
to put this behind 
us.”

For Imrie, find-
ing his calling at
the Milo Founda-
tion, a domestic
animal sanctuary,
was sheer coinci-
dence. Founder

Lynne Tingle had named the foundation
after her deaf and blind Australian shep-
herd puppy that passed away 15 years be-
fore Imrie ever walked through the door.

“Milo started volunteering at the Milo
Foundation soon after he was bailed out of
jail,” said Tingle, executive director of The 
Milo Foundation. “Eventually, I decided he 
was such a great asset and so very helpful
that we should hire him.”

 “I see the golden rule in effect — the idea
that if you do good, good things will hap-
pen,” Imrie said. “ ‘The American dream’
should be ‘the American deal’ — that if 
you are willing to work hard, we will find
a place for you. We will not let you fall so 
far away.”

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Nelson opened, followed by John Fo-
g erty, Blige, and rapper Common, who 
with music director Don Was accompa-
nying on stand-up bass, offered a power-
ful poem. Latin singer Romeo Santos and 
Daughtry, performing via satellite from a 
USO concert in Yokota Air Base, Japan, 
also performed.

YOKOTA AIR BASE, Japan — 
A pair of giant yellow robots pow-
ering up at Yokota Air Base will 
triple cargo capacity at the U.S. 
military’s busiest air transport 
hub in the Pacific, officials say.

The 68-foot-tall machines — 
dubbed HAL and Dave after the 
computer and astronaut in the sci-
ence-fiction film “2001: A Space 
Odyssey” — are capable of sorting 
and storing hundreds of pieces of 
cargo inside a four-story ware-
house at the base in suburban 
Tokyo.

They will increase the air hub’s 
indoor cargo storage capacity 
from 99 pallets to 265, 374th Air-
lift Wing Vice Commander Col. 
Clarence Lukes Jr. said .

The robots — or “elevated 
transfer vehicles” — use sensors 
to weigh and create 3D images of 
cargo as it arrives. Pallets stamped 
with barcodes feed the robots and 
load planners critical information, 
according to Dean Labdon, man-
ager of the “mechanized material-
handling system” at Yokota.

“If you are looking for cargo, 
you can pull up a picture of it and 
see how much it weighs, what’s in 

it and where it’s headed,” he said.  
“I can sit at my computer and build 
a complete load for an aircraft.”

The robots configure outbound 
cargo depending on which aircraft 
are on the flight line and where 
they’re headed. When an aircraft 
is getting ready to depart, the ro-
bots retrieve cargo from storage 
and send it out to loading bays in 
sequence, Labdon said.

Electronic screens above the 
bays show airmen which aircraft 
each pallet is headed for and the 
order in which it should be load-
ed, Yokota air terminal manager 
Ernie Weber said.

“The system stores the pallets 
based on where they need to go, 
be it Okinawa, Korea or wher-
ever,” Weber said. “It separates 
pallets containing hazardous ma-
terials, and it remembers where 
things are. If we have an aircraft 
that is headed to California, it will 
bring out all the cargo bound for 
California.”

The Yokota robots are based on 
civilian systems used by freight 
companies such as DHL Express 
and FedEx and similar to ma-
chines already at working at Nar-
ita and Haneda airports in Tokyo 
and at Ramstein Air Base  in Ger-
many, Weber said.

During construction, 150 air-
men, 11 U.S. civilians and 80 Japa-
nese workers are training to work 
with the robots, he said. Until the 
robots come online, loading air-
craft at Yokota will remain labor 
intensive, with airmen stacking 
cargo using forklifts and, often, 
storing it outside under plastic 
sheeting for protection from the 
elements.

The robotic system — which 
looks a bit like a large vending ma-
chine — allows load planners to do 
everything on a computer, Weber 
said. The system should help cut 
the load time for a 747 freighter 
from 4 ½ to 6 hours  to just over an 
hour.

Arizona State University engi-
neering professor Braden Allenby 
said the cargo-sorting robots are 
part of a trend toward more auto-
mation in the military.

In Afghanistan, the Marine 
Corps has used robotic helicop-
ters to deliver cargo to isolated op-
erating bases. Private companies 
such as Amazon are experiment-
ing with drones to get packages to 
customers.

Allenby said the technology to 
build robotic air freighters and to 
load and unload them with robotic 
trucks is developing rapidly. The 
major challenge is getting buy-in 
from logistics managers.

“The technology probably won’t 
be a problem,” he said.

It might be possible to hack ro-
botic logistics systems, but the 
military would be less concerned 
about terrorists tampering with an 
aircraft’s load and more focused 
on sophisticated adversaries such 
as China or Russia, which might 
try to disrupt an entire logistical 
system, Allenby said.

Yokota is the U.S. Pacific Com-
mand’s busiest cargo hub. More 
than a third of PACOM cargo and 

110,000 passengers go through the 
base each year, Weber said, add-
ing that the extra cargo capacity 
would be useful in an emergency 
like the earthquake and tsunami 
that hit Japan in 2011, or if the 
U.S. effort to rebalance military 
forces to the Pacific became more 
intense.

In the past two years, the num-
ber of flights has risen by almost 
a third, Weber said, but cargo 
volumes have remained steady 
because smaller military aircraft 
have replaced large commercial 
freighters.

The new robots can send cargo 
earmarked for ground shipment 
to another new warehouse the size 
of two football fields with enough 

cool storage to hold several frozen
elephants and a vault where clas-
sified or valuable items can be
secured.

Yokota is also adding a massive 
gantry crane that can help unload 
items weighing as much as 70,000 
pounds. When the Navy recently 
flew in a 58,000-pound replace-
ment propeller shaft for one of its
vessels at Yokosuka, an expensive 
rented crane was needed to hoist it 
onto a truck, Weber said.

Yasuyuki Kobayashi, a Sanki
Engineering quality-control man-
ager, said the $32 million project is 
due to be operational in January.

New equipment 
to triple Yokota 
cargo capacity

NEW YORK  — The residents 
of Belle Harbor Manor spent four 
miserable months in emergency 
shelters after Superstorm Sandy’s 
floodwaters surged through their 
assisted-living center on New 
York City’s Rockaway peninsula.

Now, the home’s disabled, el-
derly and mostly poor residents 
have a new headache: The Fed-
eral Emergency Management 
Agency has asked at least a dozen 
of them to pay back thousands of 
dollars in disaster aid.

Robert Rosenberg, 61, was 
among the Belle Harbor Manor 
residents who recently got notic-

es from FEMA informing them 
that they had retroactively been 
declared ineligible for aid checks 
they received two years ago in 
the storm’s immediate aftermath. 
The problem, the letters said, was 
that the money was supposed to 
have been spent on temporary 
housing, but that never happened 
because the residents were moved 
from one state-funded shelter to 
another.

FEMA gave Rosenberg until 
Nov. 15 to send a refund check for 
$2,486 or to file an appeal.

“We’re on a fixed income. I 
don’t have that kind of money!” 
said Rosenberg, who suffers 
from a spinal disability and other 
chronic health problems. He 
said he spent the aid money long 

ago on food and clothing, both of 
which were in short supply after 
the storm.

The demand letters are part 
of a broader FEMA effort to re-
cover millions of dollars in aid 
payments that went to ineligible 
households, either because of er-
rors, a misunderstanding of the 
rules or outright fraud.

The Associated Press reported 
in September that FEMA was 
scrutinizing 4,500 households it 
suspected had received improper 
payments. At that time, 850 had 
been asked to return a collec-
tive $5.8 million. The other cases 
were still under review.

The AP on Tuesday asked for 
updated numbers on the number 
of storm victims who had been 

asked to return money, but FEMA 
didn’t immediately provide them.

Data obtained through a previ-
ous public records request, how-
ever, showed that as of July 30, 
the agency was considering a re-
coupment action against 35 resi-
dents of assisted living facilities 

in the same part of Queens that
is home to Belle Harbor Manor. 
Collectively, those residents had 
received $108,598, with most of
that money intended to cover tem-
porary housing. Five residents 
had also received aid to cover de-
stroyed belongings. 

NYC adult home residents 
asked to repay FEMA aid

Ebola-treating nurse to remain a voice against quarantines

PORTLAND, Maine  — The 
U.S. nurse who defied quarantine 
attempts after treating Ebola pa-
tients in West Africa is looking 
forward to stepping out her front 
door — “like normal people.”

Kaci Hickox’s plans for the end 
of the deadly disease’s 21-day 

incubation period include a din-
ner out with her boyfriend, but 
she told The Associated Press 
she’s worried about what type of 
a reception she’ll get after being 
hailed by some and vilified by 
others for battling state-ordered 
quarantines in New Jersey and 
Maine.

Most people have been support-
ive, she said, but others have been 

hateful. She received a letter from 
one person who said he hoped she 
would catch Ebola and die.

“We’re still thankful we’ve had 
a lot of great support in this com-
munity, but I’d be lying if I said 
that it didn’t make me a little bit 
nervous thinking about people 
from the other side of the debate 
and how they might react to me,” 
she said.

Monday will mark the 21st day 
since Hickox’s last exposure to 
an Ebola patient, a 10-year-old 
girl who suffered seizures before 
dying alone without family.

On Tuesday, Hickox will no lon-
ger require daily monitoring for 
Ebola symptoms, and even those 
who sought to isolate her agree 
that she will no longer be a threat.

Hickox said she doesn’t intend 

to stop speaking out on behalf of 
public health workers, nor would
she let her experience deter her
from returning to West Africa.

“Something like quarantine is
not going to scare me from doing
the work that I love,” she said
from her home in Fort Kent in
northernmost Maine. 

“I would return to Sierra Leone
in a heartbeat.”

ST. LOUIS  — Seizures of home-
made methamphetamine labs are 
down by nearly half in many Mid-
western states, but use of the drug 
remains high as people increas-
ingly turn to cheaper, imported 
Mexican meth.

Meth lab busts and seizures are 
down 40 percent or more in states 
that traditionally lead the country 
in that category, narcotics experts 
told The Associated Press.

Enforcement and stricter laws 
are partly responsible, but the 
meth now coming through Mexi-
can cartel pipelines is so cheap 
and pure that it is supplanting 
meth made in homes. The cartels 
have even expanded their meth 
reach to rural areas and small 
towns.

“The great news is that meth 
from Mexico doesn’t explode, 
doesn’t burn down your house 
and your neighbor’s home, 
doesn’t contaminate your prop-
erty, doesn’t kill children the 
way meth labs have done here in 
the U.S. for decades,” said Jason 

Grellner, the chief narcotics offi-
cer in Franklin County, M o.

Meth lab seizures peaked na-
tionally in 2004, when nearly 
24,000 labs were seized. The 
Drug Enforcement Administra-
tion reported 11,573 seizures last 
year, up 363 from 2012.

The Mexican cartels have long 
controlled the market for ille-
gal drugs such as cocaine and 
heroin. Meth was trickier. For 
years, many U.S. users have cho-
sen to make their own, first in 
homemade labs that often caught 
fire or ruined houses. The Drug 
Enforcement Administration’s 
website lists thousands of homes 
contaminated by meth.

When federal and state law-
makers began implementing laws 
limiting the sale of key meth in-
gredient pseudoephedrine in the 
mid-2000s, it became difficult to 
obtain enough for large batches.

Meanwhile, Mexican car-
tels have increased their meth-
 making, using the organic 
compound phenylacetone — 
banned in the U.S. but obtainable 
in Mexico, according to the DEA 

— rather than pseudoephedrine.
The purity of Mexican meth in-

creased from 39 percent in 2007 
to essentially 100 percent today, 
said Jim Shroba, special agent in 
charge for the DEA’s St. Louis of-
fice. The price  during that same 
period has fallen sharply, from 
$290 per pure gram to around 
$100 per pure gram.

Marijuana is by far the most 
seized drug in the United States, 
with DEA statistics showing 
268,000 kilograms seized in 2013. 
That compares  with 22,500 ki-
lograms of cocaine, 3,990 kilo-
grams of meth and 965 kilograms 
of heroin.

At first, the Mexican meth was 
aimed mainly at big cities and 
suburbs. Indiana’s meth suppres-
sion commander, Niki Crawford, 
said it is increasingly showing up 
in her state’s mid-sized cities.

“We all know that if we get 
a handle on meth labs, we will 
still have meth addicts who will 
work very hard to get their drug,” 
Crawford said. “This is where the 
Mexican cartel meth will fill the 
void.” 

US use of cheaper meth 
made in Mexico on rise

Judge strikes down 
Ariz. immigration law

PHOENIX  — Arizona’s frus-
trations over federal enforcement 
of the state’s border with Mexico 
spawned a movement nearly a 
decade ago to have local police 
confront illegal immigration. 
Now, the state’s experiment in 
immigration enforcement is fall-
ing apart in the courts.

A ruling Friday that struck 
down the state’s 2005 immigrant 
smuggling law marks the latest in 
a string of restrictions placed by 
the courts on Arizona’s effort to 
get local police to take action on 
people living in the U.S. illegally. 
The smuggling law, like similar 
state statutes, was tossed because 
a judge concluded it conflicted 
with the federal government’s 
immigration powers.

“There may be some broad 
sympathy within a constituency 
for these laws, but that constitu-
ency isn’t enough to overcome the 

problems those laws pose,” said 
Peter Spiro, a Temple University
law professor who specializes in
immigration law.

For years in Arizona, many of-
ficials resisted suggestions that 
local and state police agencies
confront illegal immigration, long
considered the sole province of
the federal government. But the
notion gained political traction as
voters grew frustrated over the
state’s status as the nation’s then-
busiest immigrant smuggling hub
and over what critics said was 
inadequate border protection by
Washington.

A small number of the state’s
immigration laws have been
upheld, including a key section
of Arizona’s landmark 2010 im-
migration enforcement law that
requires police to check people’s 
immigration status under certain
circumstances. But the courts
have slowly dismantled other Ari-
zona laws and policies. 

Pittsburgh researcher 
 guilty of poisoning wife 

 PITTSBURGH  — Jurors who 
convicted a University of Pitts-
burgh researcher of first-degree 
murder in the cyanide poisoning 
death of his wife say they didn’t 
find his explanations believable 
and were moved by a 911 call.

Dr. Robert Ferrante, 66, who 

hung his head when the verdict 
was read in court Friday, faces
a mandatory life sentence in the
April 2013 death of his wife,  neu-
rologist Dr. Autumn Klein, 41.

“I think he had incredible
coaches,” juror Helen Ewing said. 
“I think he had a year to think 
about what story he wanted to
tell.”

JOINT BASE LEWIS-Mc-
CHORD, Wash. — The last two 
Americans being held captive 
by North Korea have returned 
home.

Kenneth Bae and Matthew 
Miller landed Saturday night at 
a Washington state military base 
after a top U.S. intelligence offi-
cial secured their release from the 
reclusive Communist country.

Bae, surrounded by fam-
ily members, spoke briefly to the 
media after the plane carrying 
him and Miller landed about 9 
p.m.

 He thanked President Barack 
Obama and the people who sup-
ported him and his family. He 
also thanked the North Korean 
government for releasing him.

“It’s been an amazing two 
years, I learned a lot, I grew a lot, 
I lost a lot of weight,” said Bae, 
a Korean-American missionary 
with health problems. Asked how 
he was feeling, he said, “I’m re-
covering at this time.”

His family has said he suffers 
from diabetes, an enlarged heart, 
liver problems and back pain.

U.S. officials said Miller, of 
Bakersfield, Calif., and Bae, of 
Lynnwood, Wash., flew back with 
James Clapper, the director of na-
tional intelligence. Clapper was 
the highest-ranking American to 
visit Pyongyang in more than a 

decade.
Members of Bae’s family  met 

him when he landed. His mother 
hugged him after he got off the 
plane. Miller stepped off the U.S. 
government aircraft a short time 
later and was also greeted with 
hugs.

Their release was the latest 
twist in the fitful relationship be-
tween the Obama administration 
and the young North Korean lead-
er, Kim Jong Un, whose approach 
to the U.S. has shifted back and 
forth from defiance to occasional 
conciliation.  A senior administra-
tion official said Obama approved 
the mission last week and U.S. of-
ficials spent the next several days 
planning the trip. Clapper spent 
roughly a day on the ground and 
met with North Korean security 
officials — but not with Kim, the 
official said aboard Air Force 
One as Obama prepared to head 
to Beijing.

Clapper went with the sole 
purpose of bringing home the 
two detainees, although the U.S. 
anticipated that other issues of 
concern to the North would come 
up during Clapper’s discussions, 
said the official, who wasn’t au-
thorized to comment by name 
and demanded anonymity .

Analysts who study North 
Korea said the decision to free 
Bae and Miller now from long 
prison terms probably was a bid to 
ease pressure in connection with 
its human rights record. A recent 

U.N. report documented rape, tor-
ture, executions and forced labor 
in the North’s network of prison 
camps, accusing the government 
of “widespread, systematic and 
gross” human rights violations.

North Korea seems worried 
that Kim could be accused in the 
International Criminal Court, 
said Sue Mi Terry, a former se-
nior intelligence analyst now at 
Columbia University.

Bruce Klingner, a former CIA 
analyst now at The Heritage 
Foundation, agreed that efforts to 
shine a spotlight on the country’s 
human rights record “startled 
the regime and led to frantic at-
tempts to derail the process.”

BEIJING — The top U.S. dip-
lomat described “real gaps” Sat-
urday in waning negotiations to 
limit Iran’s nuclear program, but 
steadfastly denied that any deal 
struck would also bring a prom-
ise of stronger cooperation be-
tween Washington and Tehran on 
fighting Islamic militants.

Despite the urgency to end 
years of negotiations by a loom-
ing Nov. 24 deadline, Secretary of 
State John Kerry said that there 
was no linkage between the nu-
clear talks and even an indirect 
U.S.-Iran partnership to combat 
the Islamic State group that has 
ravaged much of Iraq and Syria.

He was referring to reports 
last week, which first surfaced in 
The Wall Street Journal, describ-
ing a recent letter from Presi-
dent Barack Obama to Iranian 
Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali 
Khamenei suggesting a shared 
interest in fighting Islamic State 
militants — but which would be 
largely contingent on Tehran 
agreeing to the nuclear deal.

“There is no linkage whatso-
ever of the nuclear discussions 
with any other issue,” Kerry told 
reporters in Beijing, where he 
was attending the annual Asia 
Pacific Economic Cooperation 
conference.

“I want to make that absolutely 
clear. The nuclear negotiations 

are on their own. They are stand-
ing separate from anything else,
and no discussion has ever taken 
place about linking one thing to
the other  … that I am aware of,” 
Kerry said.

He would not confirm or deny
the existence of the letter, which
would represent a rare communi-
cation between the leaders of two 
nations that have been foes for a 
generation. More than any other
White House in years, the Obama
administration has sought to
thaw relations with Iran since 
last year’s election of President 
Hassan Rouhani, who is seen as
a moderate leader and has made 
clear he wants to ease harsh eco-
nomic sanctions the West has im-
posed against Tehran to punish 
its nuclear program.

Iran for years evaded interna-
tional inspections in secretly built 
nuclear plants. It is now demand-
ing global recognition for its right 
to generate nuclear power for en-
ergy, medical and other benign 
purposes. But  Britain, China, 
France, Germany, Russia and the
U.S.  fear Tehran is trying to build 
nuclear weapons. As a result, the
U.S., European Union and the 
United Nations imposed the  sanc-
tions  that sent Iran’s economy into 
a tailspin. The two sides are now 
negotiating a potential agreement
to limit Iran’s nuclear production 
and ensure more transparent 
inspections in return for rolling
back some of the sanctions . 

1M Catalans vote in 
mock independence poll 

BARCELONA, Spain — Cat-
alonia’s government said more 
than 1 million voters participated 
Sunday in an informal vote on 
whether the wealthy northeast-
ern region should secede from 
 Spain.

The regional Catalan govern-
ment pushed forward with the 
vote despite Spain’s Constitu-
tional Court ordering its suspen-
sion on Tuesday after it agreed 
to hear the Spanish govern-
ment’s challenge that the poll is 
unconstitutional.

The Catalan government said 
that more than 1.1 million of the 

5.4 million eligible voters had 
voted by 1300 local time at poll-
ing stations manned with more 
than 40,000 volunteers. Results 
are expected Monday morning.

 The ballot asks voters two 
questions: Should Catalonia be 
a state, and if so, should it be 
independent?

Polls show that the majority of 
Catalonia’s 7.5 million inhabitants 
want an official vote on indepen-
dence, while around half support 
breaking centuries-old ties with 
Spain.

Catalonia’s push for indepen-
dence comes two months after 
the Scots voted to remain in the 
United Kingdom .

Last 2 Americans held by
North Korea back in US

US: Iran nuke deal 
not linked to battle 
with Islamic State

BERLIN — As Germany cel-
ebrated the 25th anniversary 
of the fall of the Berlin Wall on 
Sunday, Elke Rosin recalled how 
lucky her family had been.

Her pet parakeet and a few 
personal belongings were all that 
Rosin managed to grab before 
her family fled from East to West 
Berlin 53 years ago. Hours after 
their frantic escape, the commu-
nist authorities in East Germany 
sealed off the border and began 
building the wall.

“We all got away and nobody 
died,” said Rosin, 70.

Others weren’t so fortunate. 

During its 28-year existence, at 
least 138 people died at the wall, 
and hundreds more were jailed 
for trying to escape.

German Chancellor Angela 
Merkel honored their memory 

and paid tribute to those who 
helped bring down the wall, call-
ing its collapse an example of the 
human yearning for freedom.

On the night of Nov. 9, 1989, 
thousands of East Berliners 
streamed through the once-
closed border crossings after 
communist authorities caved in 
to mounting pressure and relaxed 
travel restrictions that had pre-
vented their citizens from going 
to the west for decades.

“It was about reclaiming free-
dom, about being citizens, not 
subjects,” Merkel said at the main 
memorial site for the Wall on Ber-
nauer Strasse.

The protests in East Germany 
were spurred by changes that had 
already taken place elsewhere in 

Eastern Europe, she said, citing 
the examples set by democracy 
movements in Poland, Czechoslo-
vakia and Hungary.

“The fall of the Wall has shown 
us that dreams can come true,” 
said Merkel, who grew up in East 
Germany. “Nothing has to stay 
the way it is, however big the hur-
dles are.”

Activists staged a small dem-
onstration during the memorial 
event, holding up a banner with 
the words “No wall around Eu-
rope” to protest the treatment 
of refugees trying to reach the 
continent.

A million people were expected 
to attend  Sunday’s festivities in 
Berlin, which included an open-

air party at the city’s Brandenburg
Gate and the release of hundreds
of helium-filled balloons strung 
along a  9-mile stretch of the for-
mer border.

Merkel noted that Nov. 9 is a 
significant date in German  his-
tory also for being the day when, 
in 1938, Nazi paramilitaries 
launched a pogrom against the
country’s Jewish population in 
what became known as Reichs-
kristallnacht — the “Night of Bro-
ken Glass.”

“That was the opening note
for the murder of millions,” said
Merkel, adding that on Nov. 9 
each year, “I feel not just joy but 
the responsibility that German 
history burdens us with.”

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“They’ll be trying to discern whether he 
has the commitment and political capital to 
follow through,” Bower said.

Even before the election, Obama’s commit-
ment to the region and his ability to boost U.S. 
clout there was in doubt in many capitals. U.S. 
allies such as Japan and South Korea have 
pressed for a greater American presence, 
partly to counter China’s growing influence. 
Yet Obama’s mission against the Islamic State 
group and his government’s Ebola response 
have diverted U.S. military and financial re-
sources elsewhere.

“The president remains deeply commit-
ted to his Asia rebalancing strategy, and its 
implementation will remain a top priority 
throughout the second term,” said his national 
security adviser, Susan Rice.

During his three days in China, Obama 
planned to give a speech about U.S. ties to Asia 
at the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation 
summit and meet with President Xi Jinping.

U.S. presidents often immerse themselves 
in foreign affairs during their last years in of-
fice, when the focus on the next presidential 
race saps the energy from their domestic ef-
forts. After last week’s elections, White House 
officials spoke optimistically about Obama’s 
prospects for clinching trade deals in Asia 
and elsewhere now that Republicans are set 
to control Congress.

Under Obama, U.S. trade negotiators for 
years have been pursuing the Trans-Pacific 

Partnership, a major trade pact being nego-
tiated with 11 nations. The talks repeatedly 
have blown past their deadlines, and other 
nations have been wary about Obama’s abil-

ity to push a deal 
through Congress, 
where Democrats 
are sensitive to 
the concerns of 
labor unions.

But with Re-
publicans in 
charge, Obama’s 
prospects may 
have increased — 
so the argument 
goes. Republicans 
tend to support 
trade deals as a 
way to boost the 
U.S. economy, 
and GOP lead-
ers have spoken 
positively about 
giving Obama the 
power to submit 
a final deal to an 
up-or-down vote, 
preventing last-

minute amendments that could sink it.
China is not part of the talks, and is pur-

suing its own free trade deals in the region. 
What’s more, Chinese leaders have viewed 
Obama’s focus on Asia with suspicion, fearing 
an attempt to contain China’s growth and in-

fluence in the region.
In a sign of the political climate facing 

Obama in China, state-run media have been 
mocking him in the days before his visit.

“Obama always utters ‘Yes, we can,’ which 
led to the high expectations people had for 
him,” read an editorial in the English-lan-
guage Global Times. “But he has done an 
insipid job, offering nearly nothing to his sup-
porters. U.S. society has grown tired of his 
banality.”

Another reminder of the tensions in the 
region came hours before Obama left on Sat-
urday when North Korea released two Ameri-
can detainees after Obama’s spy chief made a 
secret mission to Pyongyang to secure their 
release.

In his meetings with Xi, Obama plans to 
address human rights issues, officials said, 
including the treatment of journalists as well 
as pro-democracy protests in Hong Kong. Cli-
mate change, a big concern in smog-filled Bei-
jing, and China’s aggressive behavior toward 
its neighbors are also on Obama’s agenda.

Douglas Paal, who headed Asia policy 
under President George W. Bush at the Na-
tional Security Council, said Chinese leaders 
have signaled that this visit will determine 
whether to keep working with Obama or just 
wait him out.

“If he comes in and tries to be tough with 
them, they’ll see that as putting a period on co-
operation with Obama,” Paal said. He added, 
“They see Hillary Clinton coming.”

China pledges $40B
for new ‘Silk Road’

 BEIJING — Chinese Presi-
dent Xi Jinping is promising $40
billion to help Asian nations im-
prove trade links in a new effort 
to assert Beijing’s ambitions as a
regional leader.

Xi made the pledge in a meet-
ing with leaders of Pakistan,
Bangladesh and five other Asian
nations ahead of this week’s Asia-
Pacific economic summit, state 
media reported Sunday.

 Beijing has launched a series
of initiatives this year aimed at 
increasing its influence in what it
sees as U.S.-dominated regional
and global trade, finance and se-
curity structures.

The latest effort, the “Silk Road
Fund,” will finance infrastructure
and cooperation in industry and
finance to link Asian economies,
Xi said in the meeting Saturday
with leaders of Bangladesh, Cam-
bodia, Laos, Mongolia, Myanmar,
Pakistan and Tajikistan.

“Efforts by a single or several
countries are far from adequate,”
said Xi, according to China’s offi-
cial Xinhua News Agency. “Only 
by building extensive partner-
ships where all will think and
work in unison can we expect to
achieve positive results.”

WAR ON TERRORISM

BAGHDAD — The U.S.-led 
coalition conducted a series of 
airstrikes targeting a gathering 
of Islamic State leaders near the 
northern Iraqi city of Mosul, a 
senior U.S. defense official said 
Saturday.

The airstrikes Friday night de-
stroyed a convoy consisting of 10 
Islamic State armed trucks, said 
the defense official, speaking on 
condition of anonymity to describe 
military operations.

He confirmed that coalition 
aircraft conducted a series of air-
strikes “against what was assessed 
to be a gathering of ISIL leaders 
near Mosul,” using another acro-
nym for the Islamic State group.

“We cannot confirm if ISIL 
leader Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi was 
among those present,” he said. 
“We have no further informa-
tion to provide regarding these 
strikes.”

The Islamic State group has 
proclaimed al-Baghdadi as ca-
liph, or supreme leader, of the vast 
areas of territory in Iraq and Syria 
under its control and demanded 
that all Muslims pledge allegiance 
to him.

Al-Baghdadi, an ambitious Iraqi 
militant believed to be in his early 
40s, has a $10 million U.S. bounty 
on his head. Since taking the reins 
of the group in 2010, he has trans-
formed it from a local branch of 
al-Qaida into an independent 
transnational military force, po-
sitioning himself as perhaps the 
pre-eminent figure in the global 

jihadi community.
Despite the airstrikes by the 

U.S.-led coalition, Sunni militants 
have continued to carry  out deadly 
bombings targeting Iraqi security 
forces and civilians.

A suicide truck bomber struck 
the convoy of a top Iraqi police of-
ficer, killing eight people, includ-
ing the ranking official, authorities 
said Saturday, in an attack that 
bore the hallmarks of militants 
from the Islamic State group.

The late Friday attack happened 
when the suicide bomber drove his 
bomb-laden truck into the convoy 
of police Lt. Gen. Faisal Malik al-
Zamel, who was inspecting forces 
in the town of Beiji north of Bagh-
dad, police said. 

The blast killed al-Zamel and 
seven other police officers while 
wounding 15 people, hospital offi-
cials and police officers said.

 On Saturday, a series of bomb-
ings in and around the capital of 
Baghdad killed at least 43 people, 
with the deadliest blast hitting the 
city’s sprawling Shiite district of 

Sadr City, where a car bomb tore 
through a commercial area, kill-
ing 11 people and wounding 21.

There has been an uptick in the 
number of bombings blamed on 
Sunni militants in the capital and 
mostly targeting Shiites, feeding 
sectarian tensions  as the security 
forces of the Shiite-led govern-
ment battle the Sunni militants 
of the Islamic State group to the 
west and north . More recently, the 
attacks targeted Shiite pilgrims 
marking Ashoura, the highlight of 
the sect’s religious calendar.

No one immediately claimed re-
sponsibility for the attack in Beiji, 
155 miles north of Baghdad, but 
suicide bombings have been the 
signature style of Sunni militants 
for more than a decade in Iraq.

Shiite Prime Minister Haider 
al-Abadi, recognizing al-Zamel’s 
standing, led mourners at al-
Zamel’s funeral on Saturday, and 
a top army officer, Gen. Abdul-
Wahab al-Saadi, vowed to avenge 
his death.

“Beiji will be the graveyard of 
Daesh,” said a clearly moved al-
Saadi on state television. Al-Saadi, 
the army’s chief of operations in 
the province of Salahuddin, was 
using the Arabic acronym for the 
Islamic State group.

Al-Saadi and al-Zamel have 
been leading the ongoing battle to 
rid Beiji, which is located in Sala-
huddin, of Islamic State fighters 
who swept into the city last sum-
mer. “We have cleansed many of 
Beiji’s neighborhoods, and we will 
shortly announce its complete lib-
eration,” al-Saadi said.

BEIRUT — Syrian govern-
ment helicopters and warplanes 
carried out a series of airstrikes 
overnight on a northern town 
controlled by the Islamic State 
group, killing at least 21 people, 
activists said Sunday.

The air raids struck the town 
of al-Bab in Aleppo province 
late Saturday and lasted through 
early Sunday morning. 

The Aleppo Media Center ac-
tivist collective and the Britain-
based Syrian Observatory for 
Human Rights both reported the 
attacks.

Observatory Director Rami 
Abdurrahman said there were 10 
strikes in total, including seven 
so-called barrel bombs dropped 
from helicopters. He said at least 
21 people were killed and more 
than 100 wounded.

The Aleppo Media Center 
put the death toll at 30, with 85 
wounded. Differences in casualty 
figures are common in the chaot-
ic aftermath of attacks in Syria.

President Bashar Assad’s air 
force routinely bombs towns held 
by the Islamic State group, as 
well as areas controlled by main-
stream rebel groups.

A U.S.-led coalition also is 
conducting an aerial campaign 
against the Islamic State group 
and other extremists in Syria. 
Washington says it does not 
coordinate its airstrikes with 
Damascus.

Much of the multination’s co-
alition has recently focused its 
firepower on Islamic State fight-
ers attacking the predominantly 
Kurdish town of Kobani on Syr-
ia’s northern border with Turkey. 

The extremists launched an of-

fensive against the town, which is
also known as Ayn Arab, in mid-
September. After making initial
gains in Kobani, the Islamic State
group’s assault has slowed to a
bitter grind.

Abdurrahman, the director
of the observatory, said Sunday
that more than 1,000 people have 
been killed in the battle of Ko-
bani, including 609 Islamic State 
militants. 

The toll also includes 363 fight-
ers from the Kurdish militia 
known as the YPG, as well as 24
civilians and more than a dozen
Syrian rebels.

In southern Syria, meanwhile,
Islamic rebel brigades and the al-
Qaida-linked Nusra Front seized
the town of Nawa from forces
loyal to Assad, the observatory
said.

“Nusra and the rebels con-
trol the whole town and the area
around it,” Abdurrahman said.
“The Syrian regime pulled out 
because they are weak there.”

Activists say more than 200,000 
people have been killed in Syria
since protests against Assad spi-
raled into violence in 2011.

The United Nations envoy to 
Syria, Staffan de Mistura, met 
with Syrian Foreign Minister
Walid al-Moallem on Sunday in 
Damascus, the SANA state news
agency reported. 

It said the two men discussed
several issues, including the en-
voy’s recent initiative on estab-
lishing local cease-fires as a way
to try to halt the fighting in the
country.

A Syrian state newspaper on
Saturday criticized de Mistura for
pursuing his idea of local truces,
saying he deviated from the “lim-
its of the international mission”
with which he was entrusted.

MANAMA, Bahrain — Bah-
rain’s foreign minister urged 
world leaders Sunday to do more 
to cut off funding for terrorist 
groups and prevent them from 
profiting from illegal businesses.

Sheik Khalid bin Ahmed Al 
Khalifa made the comments at 
the start of a meeting in the Bah-
raini capital, Manama, aimed at 
bringing together financial ex-
perts to improve the fight against 
extremist fundraising.

He urged delegates to set a path 
to ensure that financial institu-
tions and charities cannot fun-
nel funds to terrorist groups, and 
to “put an end to their ability to 
smuggle goods and extort funds 
from commercial enterprises.”

The head of the U.S. Treasury 
Department’s effort to under-
mine the Islamic State’s finances, 

David Cohen, last month estimat-
ed the group was earning about 
$1 million a day from black mar-
ket oil sales alone. 

It also generates cash from 
criminal enterprises such as ex-
tortion, bank robbery and kid-
napping for ransom. Only a small
amount of its funding is believed 
to come from outside donors.

The one-day gathering follows 
a meeting in Paris in September
in which diplomats from around 
the world pledged to fight Islamic
State militants “by any means
necessary.”

It includes representatives from
several Arab nations and Western
countries including the United 
States, Britain and France, as 
well as China and Russia. 

International bodies such as
the World Bank and the Inter-
national Monetary Fund also 
participated.

A few years ago, the central campus of 
Cornell University in Ithaca, N.Y., was fac-
ing a problem familiar to urban areas. An 
infestation of white-tailed deer had pushed 

the community to the limits of its tolerance. Without 
natural predators, the deer reproduced until their 
numbers were limited only by the availability of 
food.

Gardens were being eaten. Lyme disease was 
spreading. Collisions with cars threatened human 
lives. Ecologists warned that the proliferation of 
deer was probably changing wild habitat enough to 
place songbirds at risk. Invasive plants began to fill 
the voids left by excessive grazing. By 2009, Cornell 
needed to find a solution that would satisfy everyone, 

including animal rights activists.
Typically, a deer boom is 

dealt with through hunt-
ing. Often, sharpshooting 

riflemen or archers are 
brought in to bait the 
animals into zones 
where shots can 
safely be taken. 
Cornell’s adminis-
trators took a dif-
ferent approach: 
They chose to ex-

periment with ster-
ilizing many of the 

wild deer on campus 
while allowing periodic 

hunting on nearby land — 
and the result was something 

that nobody anticipated.
 Surgical sterilization of wild animals has 

worked in some cases. Small bands of wild horses in 
Montana and Nevada have been reduced by choos-
ing the most dominant stallions and performing 
vasectomies on them. Because horses maintain ha-
rems, in which a dominant male fights to maintain 
an exclusive ability to mate with many females, only 
a few stallions needed to be neutered to significantly 
reduce the birth rate. 

The harem factor

However, white-tailed deer do not maintain ha-
rems. Bucks and does form temporary pairs for a 
few days in order to mate. Bucks can travel for miles 
to seek out does in heat, which means that a large 
number of females would need to be targeted for 
sterilization.

The method of contraception chosen by Cornell 
was tubal ligation, in which a doe’s fallopian tubes 
are either blocked or severed. That prevents egg cells 
from reaching the uterus. Unlike chemical forms of 
birth control, tubal ligation is typically permanent 
and avoids the expense of capturing the same deer 
each year to maintain their infertility. At a cost of 
roughly $1,200 per deer, 77 does were captured and 
sterilized though tubal ligation. (Without the help of 
the Cornell University College of Veterinary Medi-
cine, the costs would have been higher.)

A team of biologists led by Paul Curtis, an asso-
ciate professor and extension wildlife specialist at 
Cornell, began to closely track changes in the deer 
population. Initially, the results looked promising: 
The birth rate went down. Yet the total number of 
deer remained steady over five years. Something 
strange was going on.

“Sterilization definitely did decrease fawn num-
bers, and doe numbers also declined,” Curtis said. 
“However, these population reductions were offset 

by increasing buck numbers. There were about 100 
deer on campus when we started, and there were 
still about 100 deer (five years later).”

Something was attracting an abnormal number of 
mature bucks. Cornell’s biologists realized that the 
reproductive cycle of the ligated does was to blame.

Buck magnet invented

Under normal conditions, all female whitetails go 
into heat within several weeks of each other and 
become pregnant at around the same 
time. That annual event is 
called the rut. 

However, if a doe 
is not im-
preg-
nated 
dur-
ing the 
rut, it 
will 
enter heat 
again the 
following 
month and again 
the month after that. 
Because the ligated does 
were unable to become preg-
nant, they continued to produce 
chemical signals of readiness 
to reproduce — signals that 
can attract bucks from miles 
away.

By preventing pregnancy 
in does, Cornell had acciden-
tally invented a population of 
buck magnets that regularly 
drew in new deer from the sur-
rounding area.

 After examining Curtis’ data, 
Cornell’s administration rethought 
its nonviolent approach to deer 
population control. The tubal liga-
tion program was halted, replaced 
by a program of nuisance deer removal 
using a combination of professional trapping 
and hunting by volunteer archers.

“In winter 2013, our camera survey indicated 
there were 100 to 105 deer on campus. After the nui-
sance deer removal in 2014, the camera estimate was 
about 58 deer remaining on campus,” Curtis said.

“Because the bow hunters are volunteers, 
this program is essentially cost-neutral,” 
Blossey said.

Some of the meat from the 
culled deer is taken home 
by the hunters to be 
eaten; some is do-
nated to anyone 
who wants it.

 If some 
form of sur-
gical ster-
ilization or 
contracep-
tion is eventu-
ally successful 
among free-rang-
ing populations of 
wild deer, it could change 
the way that urban and suburban communities deal 
with excessive deer numbers.

Tufts University in Massachusetts is studying the 
use of a contraceptive vaccine in white-tailed deer. 
The method involves stimulating the deer’s immune 
system to prevent pregnancy. Earlier experiments 

with captive deer have been successful. 
While it will be years until the results are clear, the 

ongoing challenges in the wild include high cost (it 
costs about $1,300 each time a deer is captured and 
given a shot) as well as the difficulty of monitoring 
large numbers of individual deer and getting them 
booster shots.

Amy Miller, the teller at Citi-
zens Bank in Kittanning, told the 
newspaper the bills weren’t print-
ed on “money paper. Compared 
to the other twenties in my bag, it 
was really white.”

Geibel said the money was 
printed on resume paper.  

 Woman gets 16 years 
for university scam

CA SAN FRANCISCO — A 
San Francisco woman 

was sentenced to more than 16 
years in prison for running what 
prosecutors say was a sham uni-
versity that served as a front for 
an immigration scam.

Susan Xiao-Ping Su, founder 
and president of the phony Tri-
Valley University, was also or-
dered during a hearing Friday to 
forfeit $5.6 million and pay more 
than $900,000 in restitution.

She was convicted in March 
of visa fraud and other charges. 

Multiple Tri-Valley employees 
testified that the school had no 
graduation or admission require-
ments and that Su instructed her 
staff to fabricate transcripts and 
other documents.

Federal prosecutors said Su 
was selling visa-related docu-
ments that allowed foreigners, 
mostly Indian nationals, to live in 
the U.S. 

Guinea pigs found
abandoned in ditch

OR ALOHA — An Oregon 
sheriff’s spokesman 

said a 19-year-old woman dumped 
more than two dozen guinea pigs 
into a ditch because she didn’t 
know what to do with them.

The Oregonian reported that 
Washington County Sheriff’s Sgt. 
Bob Ray said the woman from the 
west Portland suburb of Aloha 
was arrested Wednesday for in-
vestigation of first-degree animal 
neglect and animal abandonment. 
Ray said the animals had tags that 
linked them to the woman.

The spokesman said the sher-
iff’s office got a call Monday from 

an animal hospital that took the
guinea pigs in and is caring for
them. Southwest Animal Hospital
receptionist Kate Brownlie said
guinea pigs were found  the previ-
ous weekend. Some were babies
and may have been born in the
ditch. Some have died. 

 Sumatran orangutan
dies at Atlanta zoo

GA ATLANTA  — A 43-
year-old Sumatran

orangutan has died at Atlanta’s
zoo.

Zoo Atlanta said Alan was the
oldest male Sumatran orangutan 
living in the North American
population of apes managed by
the Orangutan Species Survival 
Plan when he died Friday.

The official cause of his death
won’t be known until the results of
a necropsy come back in several
weeks. Orangutans are considered
geriatric after age 35, and Alan
also suffered from heart disease.

Damon Wayans Jr. had only done brief 
work in animation — as Thunder in the 
2010 movie “Marmaduke” — before 
being cast in “Big Hero 6.” His char-

acter, Wasabi, is the voice of reason (or panic de-
pending on how you look at it) for a group of nerds 
who create their own super powers.

Wayans found the recording sessions a collab-
orative process.

“They told me, ‘We want it to be your voice, we 
want it to be your comedy and do the weird stuff 
that you do and riff and take it in any direction.’ 
They provide you with such a great foundation, 
such good writing, such good stories, such great 
characters so it’s easy to riff off of those,” Wayans 
says during an interview at the Walt Disney Ani-
mation Studios. “It was very much that experience 
of a podcast, like I could go any-
where that my voice could take me 
in my weird strange mind.”

And his mind can make some 
crazy leaps, especially when it 
comes to comic book heroes. When 
he’s not working in front of an audi-
ence, Wayans is an avid comic book 
collector and is in the process of 
creating his own comic.

He won’t talk about his own cre-
ation, but he offers some clues on 
what he likes when it comes to su-
perheroes. One of the things Way-
ans likes best about “Big Hero 6” 
is that the main characters are nor-
mal human beings who are super-
heroes in their own minds.

“They’re not from a Planet Farki-
non or somewhere that gives them 
their powers. It wasn’t a spider bite. 

It was just their will and their ingenuity combined 
with their costumes. I really love that. I love, it 
kind of being about you’re superhero of your mind 
first,” Wayans says.

Wayans’ character facilitates a lot of the comedy 
in the movie. The lighter moments, such as when 
Wasabi argues the merits of caution, are there to 
take the edge off the danger the group faces. 

Wayans loves that his character is the anchor 
who keeps reminding the group of the dangers 
they face. “He’s the guy who says, ‘Look, we are all 
nerds. We are good at what we do and that’s being 
scientists. Why are we trying to save the world?’ 
The beauty of the character is that his love for his 
friends helped him overcome his fears,” Wayans 
says.

Being part of an animated project means years 
of commitment because actors record their lines 
in scattered sessions. There was so much time be-

tween when he auditioned and was 
told he got the role — while filming 
his recent cop buddy comedy “Let’s 
Be Cops” — he almost forgot about 
the job. He stays busy. He joined 
the cast of “New Girl” and contin-
ues to work on his comic book and 
do stand-up comedy. He always 
knew he was going to be a stand-up 
comedian. That’s because he looks 
and sounds like his father, Damon 
Wayans. He calls the family name 
a double-edged sword.

“You have the comfort of the 
name and people are interested in 
seeing you. But I always felt like 
they were interested in seeing me 
because they knew I wasn’t going 
to be as good,” Wayans says. “Once 
they realized you have talent, then 
the name really helps.”

New Zealand prosecu-
tors on Friday backtracked by 
dropping a murder-for-hire 
charge against Rudd, saying 
there wasn’t enough evidence 
to proceed.

New Zealand authorities made 
an embarrassing about-face  Nov. 
7 when prosecutors dropped a 
murder-for-hire charge against 
AC/DC drummer Phil Rudd, 
saying there was not enough 
evidence to proceed.

But the 60-year-old member 
of the popular Australian band 
still faces a serious charge of 
threatening to kill, which comes 
with a maximum prison term 
of seven years. He also faces 
charges of possessing metham-
phetamine and marijuana.

Police had initially accused 
Rudd of trying to arrange for 
a hit man to carry out two kill-
ings, and had charged him with 
attempting to procure murder, 
which comes with a maximum 
10-year sentence. But when pros-
ecutors took over the case, they 
quickly dropped the charge.

“The file was obtained today 
and reviewed,” Tauranga 
Crown Solicitor Greg Hollister-
Jones said in a statement  Nov. 7, 
adding he had “made the deci-
sion that there was insufficient 
evidence to proceed with the 
charge of attempting to procure 
murder.”

Rudd’s lawyer Paul Mabey 
said the damage to his client had 
been incalculable and he was 
considering possible remedies.

“The charge alleging an at-
tempt to procure murder should 
never have been laid,” Mabey 
said in a statement, adding “Mr. 
Rudd has suffered unnecessary 
and extremely damaging public-
ity as a result of widespread and 
sensational reporting of a very 
serious allegation, which on any 
basis was never justified.”

Mabey said Rudd would de-
fend the other charges against 
him.

Bill Hodge, a law professor 
at the University of Auckland, 
said the events suggested police 
had overreached.  Hodge said 
Rudd could have a good case 
for seeking financial damages 
if the case against him fell apart 
altogether, but he may have lit-
tle recourse if convicted on the 
threatening to kill charge.

Police on  Nov. 7 declined in-
terview requests.

 Rudd was released on bail 
 Nov. 6 pending a second court 
appearance later this month. He 
has yet to enter a plea.

AC/DC released a statement 
saying band members had “only 
become aware of Phil’s arrest as 
the news was breaking.”

“We have no further comment. 
Phil’s absence will not affect the 
release of our new album ‘Rock 
or Bust’ and upcoming tour next 
year.” “Rock or Bust” is due to 
be released on Dec. 2 and will 
be the band’s first new studio 
album in six years . 

New Star Wars film   
wraps, gets name

 The new Star Wars film has a 
title. Walt Disney Pictures an-
nounced  Nov. 6 that the movie 
previously known only as “Epi-
sode VII” has been dubbed 

“The Force Awakens.” Disney 
also said that principal photog-
raphy has wrapped up on the 
J.J. Abrams-directed sequel six
months after it began.

The shoot was one of the most 
closely followed productions in
recent memory, with constant ru-
mors emanating from the tightly 
guarded set. Shooting shut down
for several weeks in July after
Harrison Ford broke his leg dur-
ing filming at the Pinewood Stu-
dios outside London.

“Star Wars: The Force Awak-
ens” will be released December 
2015.

Night owls help boost fast-food sales

CHICAGO — Fast-food restau-
rants are staying open later, pro-
viding sustenance to night owls 
and a rare source of growth for 
the beleaguered industry.

Late-night customer traffic 
at fast-food places jumped 12 
percent in the year ended in Au-
gust, according to data from Port 
Washington, N.Y.-based NPD 
Group. That compares with a 0.2 
percent gain for total traffic.

The increase follows a push in 
the past few years by more res-
taurants to stay open until the wee 
hours and to offer special menus 
designed to appeal to nocturnal 
customers. Checkers and Rally’s 
are introducing deep-fried grilled-
cheese strips, while Jack in the 
Box Inc. is selling chicken nug-
gets slathered with cheese, bacon 
and ranch — part of a “Munchie 
Menu” that starts after 9 p.m.

Attracting a late-night crowd 
has brought both risks and re-
wards to restaurants, said Darren 

Tristano, executive vice president 
at research firm Technomic in 
Chicago. While the crowds can be 
rowdy or drunk — putting more 
demands on security — custom-
ers come hungry and often don’t 
apply the same restraint in order-
ing food as they might during the 
day.

“They’re looking for food to sop 
up all the beer, wine and spirits 
they’ve been drinking all night,” 
he said. “It’s impulse-driven — 
things that are crave-able.”

Yum Brands’ Taco Bell chain 
helped spur the industrywide 
shift to late-night menus in 2006 
when it introduced the “Fourth 
Meal” campaign. It was part of the 
company’s strategy to give people 
more reasons to come to Taco Bell 
besides lunch and dinner.

Participating Taco Bell loca-
tions are open until 3 a.m. on 
Friday and Saturday nights, with 
some operating until as late as 4 
or 5 a.m. About 95 percent of U.S. 
Taco Bell stores are open  late at 
night. That’s helping spur sales 
at the chain, which expects to ex-

pand to at least 8,000 locations in 
the U.S., Chief Executive Officer 
David Novak said during a con-
ference call in July.

“We have great progress now 
at breakfast. We have happy 
hour. We have the Fourth Meal,” 
Novak said. “We see this as a 
power brand that can be lever-
aged throughout the day.”

The Fourth Meal  menu includes 
760-calorie nachos and a 540-
 calorie Crunchwrap Supreme 
filled with beef and cheese sauce. 
Taco Bell promoted the offerings 
with a 60-second ad during last 
year’s Super Bowl that showed el-
derly friends escaping from their 
retirement home.

Jack in the Box, a burger chain 
based in San Diego, also has em-
braced the late-night approach. 
The company introduced the 
Munchie Meal last year, offering 
combos for $6 between 9 p.m. and 
5 a.m. They come with two tacos, 
fries, a drink and a choice of four 
entrees, including a fried chicken, 
bacon and hash brown sandwich 
topped with ranch — that meal 

has 1,756 calories. 
Late-night and breakfast or-

ders fueled the chain’s same-store 
sales growth of 2.4 percent in the 
third quarter, Jack in the Box 
CEO Leonard Comma said dur-
ing a conference call in August. 
The company plans to continue 
investing in advertising and new 
items for late at night, he said.

The total U.S. fast-food indus-
try is expected to increase sales 
1.4 percent to $198.9 billion this 
year, after growing just 0.7 per-
cent in 2013 and 0.8 percent in 
2012, according to research firm 
IBISWorld.

For now, though, late-night fast-
food sales are just a “small piece 
of the pie,” said Bonnie Riggs, a 
restaurant analyst at NPD. And 
staying open longer hours isn’t a 
cure for the restaurants’ struggles 
to compete with fast-casual chains 
like Chipotle Mexican Grill.

The late-night expansion also 
comes at a price. Longer hours 
can bring fights, higher labor 
costs and the potential for more 
burglaries, Tristano said.

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This Congress can take the lead on Ukraine

Since the White House has shown 
that it won’t take the lead in thwart-
ing Russian President Vladimir 
Putin’s plan to permanently divide 

Ukraine, Congress should assert its role 
as a co-equal branch of government. The 
change in the Senate leadership in the 
next Congress will make that easier, but 
the Senate should act now, not wait until 
January.

Further delay in supplying Ukraine with 
defensive weapons will give Putin time to 
consolidate his position and lay plans for 
further aggression. Delay also raises the 
prospect of an even more serious challenge 
— this time to NATO in the Baltic States, 
where Putin is already inventing pretexts 
to make trouble.

Sens. Carl Levin, D-Mich., and Robert 
Menendez, D-N.J., have led the way in 
arguing for providing defensive weapons. 
Levin, the chairman of the Armed Ser-
vices Committee, called for taking the step 
in a July floor speech. “As part of [our] ef-
fort we should provide Ukraine with defen-
sive weapons — such as antitank weapons 
— that can help Ukraine reclaim its terri-
tory and deter Russian aggression, without 
being needlessly provocative to the Rus-
sians,” he said. Menendez, the chairman 
of the Foreign Relations Committee, put it 
plainly in a September NPR interview: “If 
a tank is coming at you and you’re firing 
with a peashooter, you’re not going to be 
able to stop that tank.”

But senators, even the most powerful, 

cannot prevail on an issue like this one 
when acting independently. Only a large, 
well-staffed, bipartisan team can get the 
job done. What’s needed is a bipartisan 
Senate task force on Ukraine.

At present, I count 47 senators — Demo-
crats and Republicans — who are on re-
cord supporting lethal defensive weapons 
for Ukraine. That is a high starting num-
ber, given the profound nature of the ques-
tion and the opposition of President Barack 
Obama. Few of the remaining 53 have spo-
ken publicly on the issue, but surely among 
them are enough to comprise a large ma-
jority when added to the 47. And it’s likely 
that newly elected Republican senators will 
be more supportive of defensive weapons 
for Ukraine, given that about two-thirds of 
current backers are Republican; certainly, 
the likely replacement of Harry Reid by 
Mitch McConnell as majority leader en-
sures the Senate will chart its own course, 
not that of the White House. By bringing 
their numbers to bear and working in con-
cert, supporters will be much better posi-
tioned to prevail by assertively advancing 
the Menendez weapons bill and companion 
appropriations and using parliamentary 
leverage when necessary.

There is precedent for this. In the 1980s, 
Democratic and Republican senators 
formed a task force on Afghanistan to deal 
with executive resistance to sending mod-
ern weapons to the fighters taking on the 
Soviet army. Claiborne Pell, D-R.I., the 
chairman of the Senate Foreign Relations 
Committee, and Daniel Patrick Moynihan, 

D-N.Y., were among its active members, as
was one of the Senate’s most senior current
members, Orrin Hatch, R-Utah.

The task force on Afghanistan induced
the executive branch to greatly increase
humanitarian assistance and, most im-
portant, supply modern defensive weap-
ons, including antiaircraft weapons, to the
Afghans fighting the Soviet Army. The
weapons changed the calculus in Moscow, 
and ultimately the Soviets withdrew. Sena-
tors should reflect on that outcome and 
the means used to achieve it. Then they 
should apply the lesson today. Of course,
we should bear in mind that when the Sovi-
ets withdrew from Afghanistan, the Unit-
ed States also departed, leaving a vacuum
with unfortunate consequences. We must
not repeat that mistake in our support of 
Ukraine. Support must be long-term, as
was our support of Western Europe follow-
ing World War II.

To succeed, senators supporting lethal
defensive weapons must have a full team
on the field every day, not just a few super-
stars who speak out now and then. They
need a bipartisan Senate task force on 
Ukraine, backed up by adequate staff con-
stantly at work.

Congress can have the last word. The
Senate should take the lead. Until it does,
the White House will continue to win by
default.

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The GOP’s path to the White House

America is a tale of two elector-
ates. On Tuesday, the GOP won 
big. The next election is likely 
to involve a very different group 

of voters, and Republicans need to real-
ize that what worked in 2014 won’t work in 
2016. If Republicans aren’t wise, this vic-
tory could be short-lived.

The biggest difference between the elec-
torate of 2014 and the one coming in 2016 
is who didn’t vote Tuesday. According to 
the United States Elections Project, an es-
timated 83 million Americans voted Tues-
day; two years ago, in the last presidential 
election, about 129 million people turned 
out. Who are the missing 46 million voters? 
They’re mostly from the Democratic base, 
who typically don’t vote in midterms but 
reliably show up for presidential contests.

According to exit polls, this year’s elec-
torate was 12 percent black, 8 percent His-
panic and 13 percent between ages 18 and 
29. On Tuesday, those groups voted Demo-
cratic by 89 percent, 63 percent and 54 
percent, respectively.

If the presidential election of 2012 is any 
guide to 2016, and it’s certainly a good basis 
for planning, here is what Republicans can 
look forward to: The black vote will be 13 
percent of the electorate, up 1 percent-
age point from 2014. The Hispanic vote is 
projected to be 11 percent, up three points 
from 2014. And the youth vote will be about 
19 percent, up six points from 2014.

In other words, the Democrats are 
coming.

Republicans, who have won the popular 
vote in just one presidential election since 
1992, need to do things differently if they 
want to win the White House again. It’s one 
thing to win a rejection election against the 
party in charge; it’s another to prove to the 
voters that you have ideas and are ready to 

govern.  While U.S. demographic changes 
are important, nothing attracts voters 
more than an appealing ideology.

The first thing Republicans need is a spe-
cific and positive agenda. Everyone knows 
the GOP stands against President Barack 
Obama, and it was rewarded for that Tues-
day. But to win in a presidential year, GOP 
presidential candidates, who will define 
the image of the party, need to be the can-
didates with ideas. Growth-oriented re-
form of the individual tax code, corporate 
tax reform, a replacement for Obamacare, 
anti-poverty measures that work, export-
ing energy, a military buildup — all of 
those areas can be part of a campaign that 
gives voters a reason to vote for someone 
rather than against someone else.

Along the way, Republicans must com-
municate and act in a more open and 
inclusive manner. Statements about “self-
deportation” for illegal immigrants, for 
example, alienate voters who would oth-
erwise be open to Republican ideas. It is 
high time for the GOP to move forward on 
immigration reform. Immigration isn’t the 
only issue that Hispanics care about, but 
a willingness to move forward on reform 
will be instrumental in letting immigrants 
know they are important to and welcome in 
the party. A compromise needs to be found 
that respects the rule of law while allowing 
people who came to the United States seek-
ing opportunity to find it.

George W. Bush, who supported immi-
gration reform, won 44 percent of the His-
panic vote in 2004. Mitt Romney received 
27 percent in 2012. If Republicans don’t 
win at least roughly 35 percent of the His-
panic vote, it’s hard to imagine them win-
ning the White House again.

Republicans made inroads with young 
voters Tuesday, losing them by 9 points 
compared with 23 points in 2012, but not 
because 18- to 29-year-olds like Republi-

cans. It’s because they turned away from 
Democrats. Those voters are increasingly
up for grabs.

One way to win over more young voters
is to stop scaring them away. Interesting-
ly, gay rights have become somewhat of a
gateway issue for young people. Younger
Republicans are increasingly open to gay
marriage, presenting the GOP with a gen-
erational split. Even if that split remains,
the party needs to find points of consensus,
such as ending workplace discrimination
against gays. People simply won’t vote
for you if they think you don’t like them. 
The GOP needs to modernize its appeal or 
too many young voters will roll their eyes
when they see a Republican presidential
candidate coming.

By my count, approximately a dozen
Republicans are considering running for
president, including six governors, a for-
mer governor, three senators, a former
senator and one physician. I hope I didn’t
leave anyone out.

As the primary proceeds, the candi-
dates need to keep their eyes on the prize.
A conservative ideology will be a winning 
ideology if it’s presented in a manner that
unifies and uplifts. Competition is healthy
in all things, and that includes presiden-
tial politics. There is nothing wrong with 
a good ideological battle to vet and settle
intra-party differences. But if Republicans
engage in that fight in a manner that alien-
ates large portions of a general electorate
that will be out in full force in 2016, this
month’s victory is sure to be fleeting.

It’s good to block Obama. It’s better to
lead America in a new direction.

KAISERSLAUTERN, Ger-
many — A week after two hard-
fought championship games 
took place on the same field, the 
DODDS Europe football all-star 
game played Saturday at Kai-
serslautern High School offered 
a worthy remix of that stirring 
final four.

The South all-stars took a 20-
14 victory over the North in the 
annual postseason classic, the 
fourth consecutive year it’s been 
held since its 2011 relaunch.

While ostensibly a North versus 
South affair, this year’s edition 
was also drawn heavily along di-
visional lines. On the North, stars 
of Division I champion Ramstein 
teamed up with contemporaries 
from archrival Wiesbaden a 
week after ending the Warriors’ 
title reign in 17-0 shutout fash-
ion. Meanwhile, newly-crowned 
Division II champion Ansbach 
and runner-up Hohenfels joined 
forces for the South in the wake 
of the Cougars’ 30-20 comeback 
victory in the European champi-
onship game.

But after spending the better 
part of the week as teammates, 
the lingering animosity between 
the rivals had mostly dissipated 
by Saturday’s kickoff.

“We put our differences to the 

side, called a truce,” Hohenfels’ 
Trey Briscoe said. “Let’s be pro-
fessional and team up and get this 
over with.”

With neither offense producing 
scoring drives in the early going, 
the game’s first points came via 
defense. Ramstein senior Ben 
Ciero broke up a screen pass in 
the South backfield, bobbled and 
ultimately secured the intercep-
tion and returned it for a touch-
down that gave the North a 7-0 
lead with just over three minutes 
to play in the first half.

The North edge didn’t hold for 
long. Less than a minute later, 
Vilseck running back Marquez 
Monley bounced outside near 
midfield and raced down the side-
line for the game’s first offensive 
score. 

A fumble recovery by his Fal-
con teammate, Gabe Lewis, set 
up another South possession, and 
the squad made good on it, too. 
The homestanding Kaiserslaut-
ern duo of quarterback Bridger 
Hawkins and wide receiver Ant-
wan Haynes connected for a 10-
yard touchdown pass to put the 
South ahead at the break.

The South built on its 13-7 
halftime lead late in the third on 
a 4-yard run by Hohenfels se-
nior David Vidovic. But like the 
South in the first half, the North 
was ready with the response. 
Wiesbaden speedster Anthony 

Little broke loose for an 80-yard 
touchdown run, cutting the South 
lead to 20-14 entering the final 12 
minutes.

That’s the way it would end. 
After trading possessions, the 
North took over around its own 
30 with just under two minutes 
to play and its collective eyes on 
a tying or go-ahead touchdown 
drive. A 40-yard run by Wies-
baden quarterback Tim Cuthbert 
put the North in range, but the 
last in a string of costly fumbles 
squandered the drive and iced 
the game for the South.

While DODDS Europe’s four 
finalists were well-represented, 
each 32-player squad enjoyed ca-
pable reinforcements from else-
where in the organization. The 
South roster was loaded with talent 
from all four losing DODDS-Eu-
rope semifinalists: Kaiserslaut-
ern and Patch in Division I, and 
Naples and Vicenza in Division II. 
The North squeezed players from 
Division I Lakenheath and Divi-
sion II playoff squads Bitburg, 
Rota and SHAPE onto a roster 
dominated by Ramstein Royals 
and Wiesbaden Warriors.

“It was a great experience,” 
Wiesbaden junior running back 
Keyshaun Green said. “It was 
actually intense, the rivalry be-
tween the South and the North.”

Ex accuses Busch 
of assaulting her

DOVER, Del. — NASCAR 
driver Kurt Busch has been ac-
cused of domestic assault by 
his ex-girlfriend, and police in 
Delaware said Friday they are 
investigating.

The Dover Police Department 
said the allegations were brought 
to the department Wednesday. 
Busch’s ex-girlfriend, Patricia 
Driscoll, 36, said the allegations 
involved an incident inside his 
motorhome at a race at Dover In-
ternational Speedway in Septem-
ber. The couple broke up about a 
week before.

Driscoll has filed court docu-
ments asking that a judge order 
Busch to stay away from her and 
not contact her. She also is asking 
that Busch undergo a psychiatric 
evaluation and be evaluated by a 
certified domestic violence treat-
ment agency.

The documents, filed Wednes-
day, say Busch was despondent 
the night of Sept. 26 after his poor 
performance at the qualifying 
session.

“He was verbally abusive to her 
and said he wished he had a gun 
so that he could kill himself,” the 
documents say.

Driscoll said Busch, 36, called 
her names and accused her of 
“having spies everywhere and 
having a camera on the bus to 
watch him.” He then jumped up, 
grabbed her face and smashed 
her head three times against the 
wall next to the bed, Driscoll says 
in the documents.

Driscoll says she pushed Busch 
away and ran from the bedroom, 
going to a nearby bus to put an 
ice pack on her head and neck. 
She said the incident caused her 
severe pain, difficulty breathing 
and bruising on her neck.

A hearing in the case is sched-
uled for Dec. 2.

An attorney for Busch said 
he was cooperating with the 
investigation.

“This allegation is a complete 
fabrication by a woman who 
has refused to accept the end of 

a relationship and Mr. Busch
vehemently denies her allega-
tions in every respect,” attorney 
Rusty Hardin said in an emailed
statement.

Watson wins HSBC 
Champions in playoff

SHANGHAI — Bubba Wat-
son captured his first World Golf 
Championship with a stunning
turnaround Sunday when he 
holed a bunker shot for eagle on
the 18th hole to get into a playoff,
and then made a 20-foot birdie
putt to beat Tim Clark and win 
the HSBC Champions.

Champions was the wildest one of
them all.

Watson had a two-shot lead 
with three holes to play until he
appeared to throw it all away. He 
missed the 16th green with a lob
wedge and made bogey, and then 
took two shots to get out of a bun-
ker on the par-3 17th and made 
double bogey to fall one shot be-
hind a five-way tie for the lead.

Sergey Kovalev roughed up 
Hopkins from the opening bell,
sending the aging fighter to the
canvas — and possibly into retire-
ment — with the fight he needed 
to serve as validation that he’s the 
class of the 175-pound division.

Kovalev used his punishing
knockout power to abuse Hopkins
for 12 rounds, winning a unani-
mous decision early Sunday to
stake his claim as the best light 
heavyweight.

Kovalev, who missed the birth 
of his son because he was training
for the fight, has three versions of 
the 175-pound belt after taking
two from the 49-year-old Hopkins
in the decisive victory.

Owens leads Air Force 
on ground; Army wins

LAS VEGAS — Jacobi Owens 
returned to his hometown and 
rushed for 135 yards and a touch-
down on 18 carries to lead Air 
Force to a 48-21 victory over 
UNLV on Saturday.

Air Force (7-2, 3-2 Mountain 
West) scored on eight of its 13 
drives, while two of them were 
kneel-down possessions to end 
the first half and the game.

The Falcons’ high-powered 
rushing game led an offensive 
charge that saw them outgain 
UNLV 542-339 with 386 yards 
coming on the ground. Owens 
went to Centennial High School 
in Northwest Las Vegas.

 Kale Pearson completed five 
of six passes for 115 yards and a 
touchdown, while he also ran for 
67 yards on 15 carries and anoth-

er score for the Falcons.
Air Force mainly used its high-

ly potent triple-option attack to 
trudge through UNLV’s defense, 
methodically grinding out scores 
on all four of its first-half drives . 

Army 35, UConn 21: At New
York, with Army clinging to a 28-
21 lead, Chris Carnegie returned
his second interception 99 yards 
 for a touchdown to lift the Black
Knights to their first victory at 
Yankee Stadium since 1960.

“We’re going to enjoy it —
standing out there signing ‘New
York, New York’ with Frank Sina-
tra,” first-year Army coach Jeff 
Monken said.

Quarterback Angel Santiago
ran for 97 yards and two touch-
downs on 25 carries to lead a bal-
anced rushing attack for Army 
(3-6), which never trailed . 
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Still, don’t eliminate Auburn 
(7-2) just yet.

The pile of one-loss teams is 
quickly turning into a pile of two-
loss teams. The Tigers still have 
road games against Georgia and 
Alabama left to rebuild their re-
sume. And by the time the regu-
lar season is done, few teams will 
be able to match Auburn’s sched-
ule for degree of difficulty. If they 
can get a muddle of two-loss teams 
atop the SEC West standings, the 
tiebreakers could still fall the Ti-
gers’ way and get them a spot in 
the conference title game.

But for now, slot Auburn into 
the “needs help” category of play-
off contenders.

Alabama won’t need any help. 
The Tide escaped Death Valley 
with a 20-13 overtime win against 
LSU to set up a showdown with 
No. 1 Mississippi State next week.

Sticking a pitchfork in ‘em: 
A two-loss team you can safely 
scratch off the list is Notre Dame 
(7-2).

Surging Arizona State (8-1) 
beat the Fighting Irish 55-31, 
thwarting Notre Dame’s come-
back attempt with a late spurt.

The Fighting Irish, 10th in the 
playoff rankings, were low on 
signature victories coming in. A 
close loss with a disputed ending 
at Florida State might have been 
the highlight of Notre Dame’s 
resume.

The Irish have Northwestern, 
Louisville and Southern Cali-
fornia left. At 10-2, Notre Dame 
could still get into a big New 
Year’s bowl, but the Irish will 
have a hard time making a case 
as one of the top four teams in the 
country.

Meanwhile, the Sun Devils, a 
team that lost 62-27 at home to 
UCLA in September, are rolling. 
If Arizona State, ninth in the lat-
est rankings, can win out, includ-
ing a Pac-12 title game, it’ll be a 
lock for a playoff spot. They’ll 
have to go through Oregon to get 
there, however.

The Ducks have won five 
straight since losing to Arizona 
and seemed to have fixed the of-
fensive line issues that hampered 
them early in the season. 

Quarterback Marcus Mari-
ota was not at his best in a 51-27 
win over Utah on Saturday, but 
he did nothing to hurt his Heis-
man Trophy hopes while keeping 
the Ducks (9-1, 6-1 CFP No. 4) in 
the thick of the College Football 
Playoff race. Oregon clinched the 
Pac-12 North and a spot in the 
conference championship game 
on Dec. 5 .

Conference conundrum: Bay-
lor entered Saturday 12th in the 
playoff rankings, not getting a 
lot of respect from the selection 
committee.

That could change now. The 
Bears were dominant in a 48-14 
victory at Oklahoma and could 
leave the committee with an in-
teresting decision after TCU 
pounded Kansas State 41-20 later 
Saturday.

The end of Kansas State’s five-
game winning streak created 
a three-way tie atop the Big 12 
standings with the Wildcats (7-2, 
5-1), TCU and No. 10 Baylor (8-1, 

5-1) with three games left in the 
regular season.

In the College Football Play-
off rankings, TCU is sixth, a spot 
ahead of Kansas State with Bay-
lor 12th. The new rankings come 
out Tuesday, and the final poll in 
four weeks will take into account 
conference championships .

The Bears beat TCU last month 
with a 24-point fourth-quar-
ter comeback. Still, the Horned 
Frogs were ranked ahead of Bay-
lor, which had no other victories 
against teams with winning re-
cords — until Saturday.

Baylor’s overall strength of 
schedule is still going to be pret-
ty light, thanks to a cushy non-
conference slate, but the Bears 
have answered their two biggest 
challenges.  

TCU has games left at Kansas 
and Texas before the regular-sea-
son finale Dec. 6 at home against 

Iowa State. None of those teams 
has a winning record.

Buckeye blast: If you wrote 
off Ohio State after quarterback 
Braxton Miller was injured, and 
then again after the Buckeyes 
lost to Virginia Tech, that was 
premature.

The Buckeyes won the Big Ten 
game of the year 49-37 at Michi-
gan State behind another stellar 
performance by Miller’s replace-
ment, J.T. Barrett, who accounted 
for five touchdowns.

Ohio State will still have to 
overcome that loss to Virginia 
Tech and a resume that will be 
short on standout victories, but a 
Big Ten title and 12-1 finish would 
put them in the mix.

“If I have to go fight for this 
team, what they’ve done — very 
impressive,” Meyer said. “That 
darn loss the second game, if that 
hurts us, I’ll take the hit for that.” 

Chances: Auburn will need help to qualify for playoffs after second loss

EAST LANSING, Mich. — Now it’s Ohio 
State’s turn to lobby for a berth in the college 
football playoff — a thought that seemed 
pretty far-fetched when the Buckeyes lost 
their quarterback and struggled through 
the first couple weeks of the season.

With J.T. Barrett performing brilliantly 
in place of an injured Braxton Miller, there’s 
no longer any doubt who the Big Ten’s top 
contender is in the national title race.

Barrett threw for three touchdowns and 
ran for two more in a sensational perfor-
mance, and No. 13 Ohio State scored almost 
at will against Michigan State’s vaunted 
defense, beating the seventh-ranked Spar-
tans 49-37 on Saturday night.

With one overwhelming offensive dis-
play, the Buckeyes re-established them-
selves as the Big Ten’s dominant team 
under coach Urban Meyer, avenged their 
loss to Michigan State in last year’s con-
ference title game, and boosted their case 
for a berth in the sport’s new four-team 
playoff.

“This is one for the ages,” said Meyer, in 
his third year as Ohio State’s coach. “That’s 
how much respect we had for our opponent 
going into it. We saw what they did. They 
had one loss and they were actually win-
ning that one game until it kind of got away 
from them somehow at Oregon. We played 
a top-10 team and really played our best on 

the road.”
Ohio State (8-1, 5-0) came into the game 

ranked No. 14 by the playoff committee. 
The Spartans (7-2, 4-1) were No. 8 and 
looked like the conference’s best hope to 
reach the playoff, but now they’ll almost 
surely drop out of consideration.

“The bottom line is we didn’t stop ‘em,” 
Michigan State coach Mark Dantonio said. 
“Disappointing. We had big hopes. At the 
end of the day, we didn’t get what we want-
ed. That’s the way life is. We’ll regroup and 

move on.”
Barrett became the starting quarter-

back for the Buckeyes before the season 
because Braxton Miller needed shoulder 
surgery, and Ohio State lost at home to Vir-
ginia Tech in early September. The Buck-
eyes have won seven straight since .

 “We definitely had something to prove,”
running back Ezekiel Elliot said. “People
were questioning our ability to come out
and play on the big stage. Just coming into
this game, no one believed in us.”

BATON ROUGE, La. — Alabama quar-
terback Blake Sims figured out LSU’s 
swarming defense just in time for the Crim-
son Tide to deal the Tigers yet another dev-
astating loss in raucous Death Valley.

Sims drove Alabama 55 yards in the 
final 50 seconds of regulation for a tying 
field goal, and threw a 6-yard touchdown 
pass to DeAndrew White in overtime to lift 
No. 4 Alabama to a 20-13 victory over No. 
14 LSU on Saturday night.

“He didn’t have one of his better games. 
It was tough,” Alabama coach Nick Saban 
said about Sims, who finished 20 of 45 for 
209 yards and two TDs without an inter-
ception. “He hung in there. He made some 
great plays when he had to. ... I’m really, 
really proud of way he hung in there.”

With the victory and Auburn’s upset loss 
to Texas A&M earlier in the day, Alabama 
(8-1, 5-1 Southeastern Conference, No. 5 
CFP) is alone in second place in the SEC 
West Division with a game against first-
place Mississippi State still on its schedule.

Amari Cooper had eight catches for 83 
yards and a 23-yard touchdown while setting 
Alabama career and single-season records 
for yards receiving, as well as the school’s 
single-season mark for catches with 79.

T.J. Yeldon’s fumble deep in Alabama ter-
ritory gave LSU (7-3, 3-3, No. 16 CFP) the 
ball on the Alabama 6 with the score tied at 
10 and 1:13 left, but the Tigers’ chances at a 
go-ahead touchdown diminished when of-
fensive guard Vadal Alexander was called 
for unsportsmanlike conduct, moving the 

ball back to the 21.
That set up Colby Delahoussaye’s 39-

yard field goal that gave LSU a 13-10 lead 
with 50 seconds left.

“The penalty changed the complexion of 
the game,” LSU coach Les Miles said, add-
ing that he was going to “investigate” the 

call when he reviews video of the game. “We
don’t get a 15-yard penalty down there ... we 
are talking about driving in for a 7-pointer.

If the Tigers had been able to hold on, 
they would have pulled into a four-way
tie for second place in the SEC West with
Alabama, Auburn (7-2, 4-2, No. 3 CFP) and
Mississippi (8-2, 4-2, No. 11 CFP).

But LSU’s defense, which dominated
much of the night to the delight of a sell-
out crowd of 102,321, was unable to make
one last stand after kickoff specialist Trent 
Domingue yanked his kick out of bounds, 
giving Alabama the ball on its 35 with 50 
seconds to go.

Sims scrambled for one first down, then 
hit several clutch passes, none bigger than
a 22-yarder to Christion Jones, who made a 
sprawling catch on the LSU 26. Sims then hit
White along the sideline at the 10 to set up
the tying kick, a 27-yarder by Adam Griffith
— who missed from the same distance, and
same right-to-left angle, in the first half.

“I’ve got a team that played a great game 
and played a tough game,” Miles said.
“That is a tough one. I’ve got a bad taste in
my mouth about that game.”

The comeback was reminiscent of Ala-
bama’s 2012 victory in Tiger Stadium, decid-
ed by a drive that ended with Yeldon taking
A.J. McCarron’s screen pass 28 yards for a
winning touchdown in the final minute. Ala-
bama is 26-9-2 in Tiger Stadium, with victo-
ries in three of its past four visits.

“I was happy that I had the opportu-
nity to be in that situation,” Sims said. “I
watched film on A.J. I saw the composure
that he had and I was just glad I was able to
do the same thing.”

FORT WORTH, Texas — Trevone 
Boykin had no need for any apologies this 
time.

Boykin did an acrobatic flip on the sec-
ond of his three touchdown runs and threw 
for 219 yards and another score to lead No. 
6 TCU to a 41-20 victory over No. 9 Kan-
sas State on Saturday night in a game with 
huge Big 12 and playoff implications.

A week earlier, Boykin was apologizing 
in the locker room for what he considered 
a subpar performance in a one-point win at 
West Virginia.

“We just talked about winning. We just 
talked about beating Kansas State,” coach 
Gary Patterson said. “All that stuff doesn’t 
matter. He’s a mature kid. He’s grown up 
and understands what you’ve got to do.”

Against Kansas State, the dual-threat ju-
nior set a career high with 123 yards rush-
ing on 17 carries and completed 23 of 34 
passes. Boykin had a 2-yard TD run and a 
10-yard scoring pass to David Porter in the 
first quarter that put TCU up 14-0 against 
Patterson’s alma mater, and afterward told 
his teammates what a great overall victory 
they had.

“I told him before the ballgame, maybe I 
shouldn’t have said anything to him, but I 
have a great deal of respect for him,” Kan-
sas State coach Bill Snyder said. “I’ve al-
ways thought he’s been a great player. You 
guys talk like he’s all of a sudden come to 
the forefront.”

Aaron Green, filling in for an injured 
B.J. Catalon, ran 18 times for 171 yards for 
the Horned Frogs (8-1, 5-1) in their first-
ever home game matching top-10 teams. 
Green had a 65-yard TD run in the third 
quarter.

Curry, Warriors end
Rockets’ win streak

HOUSTON — Golden State 
Warriors coach Steve Kerr can’t 
figure out how his team is still 
undefeated.

After a 98-87 victory over the 
depleted Houston Rockets on Sat-
urday night gave the Warriors 
their first 5-0 start in 20 years, 
Kerr laughed about his club’s 26 
turnovers.

“We were making plays that 
would make a sixth-grader blush,” 
the first-year rookie coach said. 
“It’s shocking to me that we have 
so much talent, and if they would 
just make the easier play, then the 
game would be simpler and we’d 
be in great shape.”

When asked how the Warriors 
were able to overcome an eight-
point halftime deficit and out-
score the Rockets 50-31 in the 
second half, Kerr simply said, 
“We have this guy named Steph 
Curry. He’s pretty good.”

Curry had 34 points and 10 re-
bounds in a matchup of undefeat-
ed teams, scoring 23 in a pivotal 
second half that was highlighted 
by a 22-4 run over the opening 7 
minutes of the third quarter.

“At halftime, it felt like a fu-
neral in here,” Curry said. “Guys 
were down and we couldn’t figure 
out why we couldn’t establish a 
rhythm.”

Curry shot 6-for-9 from three-
point range and finished with five 
assists and four steals.

The only unbeaten team in the 
NBA, the Warriors improved to 
5-0 for the first time since the 
1994-95 season, when Golden 
State finished 26-56 under coach 
Don Nelson.

Houston played without center 
Dwight Howard (flu-like symp-
toms) and power forward Ter-
rence Jones (bruised right leg), 
which made things much easier 
for the Warriors inside.

They outscored the Rockets 
56-32 in the paint, and Warriors 
center Andrew Bogut dominated 
the glass in Howard’s absence, 
pulling down 18 rebounds.

James Harden led the Rock-
ets (6-1) with 22 points, and 
point guard Isaiah Canaan had 
21 in place of Patrick Beverley 
(hamstring).

“We were stagnant. We didn’t 
move,” Houston coach Kevin 
McHale said. “We had too many 
turnovers, and we just ran out of 
gas.”

Pelicans 100, Spurs 99: An-
thony Davis scored the game-
winning basket and finished with 
27 points and 11 rebounds to help 
visiting New Orleans hold off San 
Antonio.

The Spurs went on a 15-4 run 
with Tony Parker and Tim Dun-
can on the bench to take a 99-98 
lead. Danny Green capped the 
run with three free throws with 
12 seconds remaining after he 
was fouled by Eric Gordon on a 
wild three-point attempt as the 

shot clock was about to expire.
Davis then drove past Aron 

Baynes for a layup with 6.6 sec-
onds left. Kawhi Leonard missed 
a pair of shots in the final sec-
onds, snapping the Spurs’ five-
game winning streak over the 
Pelicans.

Bucks 93, Grizzlies 92:  
Brandon Knight converted a 
three-point play with 1.1 seconds 
remaining to rally host Milwau-
kee, handing the Grizzlies their 
first loss of the season after six 
consecutive victories.

Memphis guard Mike Conley 
was fouled with 8 seconds re-
maining, but missed the first free 
throw and made the second to 
make it 92-90.

CAMP FOSTER, Okinawa — Justin 
Sego took the handoff through the right 
side of the line. 

Less than a minute remained in Satur-
day’s Far East Division I football cham-
pionship game, and Kadena’s senior back 
was putting his final exclamation point on 
the victory, indeed his career.

As he crossed the goal line, which 
capped the scoring in the Panthers’ 41-27 
victory over defending champion Kuba-
saki, a cool-of-the-evening feeling washed 
over Sego sensed he was wiping away any 
bitter memories of seasons past.

Enduring a freshman’s typical school of 
hard knocks. Playing as a sophomore on a 
team that lost several starters to conduct 
violations. Losing in overtime to the same 
Dragons in last year’s championship con-
test as a junior.

Redemption. No other feeling in the 
world like it, Sego said after the game.

“If you go through adversity, you just 
have to fight through it,” Sego said after he 
ran 30 times for 259 yards and scored four 
second-half touchdowns. “That’s all we’ve 
been doing at Kadena. We’ve been working 
for this for four years and we finally got it. 
It feels great.”

“This is the best way we could have 
capped the season for him,” coach Sergio 
Mendoza of the Panthers (6-2) said of Sego, 
describing his last carry for Kadena — the 
touchdown — as “awesome. He’s the best 
football player I’ve ever coached in my life 
and I’ve had some good ones.”

And it came after the Panthers, who 
lost to Kubasaki twice during the season, 
fell behind 27-21 with 2:17 left in the third 
quarter. Kadena scored 20 unanswered 
points  to put it away.

“This is one of the most gratifying wins 
in my experience, in my tenure,” Mendoza 
said. 

“Both teams came prepared to play, they 
had great plans and executed those plans 
on both sides of the ball,” Kubasaki coach 
Fred Bales said. “They were the better 
team tonight. They’re deserving champi-
ons. We certainly congratulate them.”

The Dragons (5-3) fired the first shot,

Jamario
Harris responded with a 25-yard TD pass 
to Barry Mitchell, who accounted for 132
yards total offense and two TDs.

Sego went to work in the second half,
scoring from 3 yards out , and then return-
ing an interception 60 yards for a score .

Maxwell cut it to 21-19 on a 36-yard scor-
ing run 2:09 later, then a fumble recovery
by Preston Snyder – his eighth of the sea-
son – set up Davis’ 49-yard touchdown run,
giving Kubasaki its last lead, 27-21.

Kadena scored twice in 37 seconds to go 
back up 35-27. Mitchell ran 23 yards for a
touchdown, then kicker Stephen Black’s
ensuing kickoff hit one of Kubasaki’s up
men and he fell on it to keep the ball in 
the Panthers’ hands. Sego then rushed 40
yards for a score with 8:03 left.

Sego finished the season with 1,519
yards and 16 touchdowns on 162 carries.

MARINE CORPS AIR STATION 
IWAKUNI, Japan — Just when it seemed 
M.C. Perry was on the verge of a come-
back victory, Daegu’s DeMarco Andrews 
stepped up when it mattered most.

The junior running back scored on runs 
of 65 and 63 yards in the last four minutes, 
rallying the Warriors to a record-setting 
60-50 win over the Samurai, their second 
straight Far East Division II football title.

“He absolutely took over that game. What 
a phenomenal player,” Daegu coach Ken 
Walter said of Andrews, who along with 
junior quarterback DeAndre Rosalie ac-
counted for 465 yards and 10 touchdowns 
in a game in which neither team seemed to 
be able to stop the other.

“That No. 6. Good night,” Samurai coach 
Frank Macias added of Andrews.

The 110 combined points shattered the 
record for a DODDS Pacific football title 
game; that also involved Daegu, which lost 
46-38 in the 2009 D-II championship to 
Zama.

Daegu (7-1), a four-time Far East champ, 
is tied with Kadena for most overall titles 
in either Division I or II.

The subject of titles and what teams 
have to do to achieve them was a topic of 
conversation before Saturday’s game, Wal-
ter said.

“We issued the boys a personal chal-
lenge, not just as a team, but individually, 
have you played your best game of football 
or have you yet to play your best game. 
They stood up and said they would respond 
to the challenge, and they did.”

Daegu scored every time it had the ball 
in the first half, leading 34-25 at intermis-
sion, then fumbled twice early in the sec-
ond half, allowing the Samurai to seize a 
brief 48-44 lead.

Following the fumbles, the Warriors 
“righted the ship,” Walter said. “No quit in 

either team. That’s (Samurai) a heckuva a 
team. They’re well coached. This is prob-
ably the best game I’ve been a part of.”

“We got mean and nasty in the trenches, 
but it just wasn’t enough,” said Macias, who 
was missing two starting running backs 
— Caeleb Ricafrente and Mick Carreiro 
— with injuries.

“We had to patchwork things. I’m proud 
of the boys giving 100 percent. But there 
was too much speed (in Daegu). Hat’s off to 
Daegu. They played a very good game.”

Andrews ran nine times for 228 yards 
and four touchdowns, giving him 1,353 
yards and 20 touchdowns on 72 carries this 
season. Rosalie had 68 yards and a score on 
nine carries, finishing with 695 yards and 
nine scores on 75 carries. He was also 5-
for-5 passing for 169 yards and four TDs.

Josh McCaw added 57 yards and a touch-
down on 10 carries and Jarvis Stokes ran 
four times for 66 yards. John McCarty and 
Hasan Hanslip each caught TD passes in 
excess of 60 yards.

The win overshadowed a stellar perfor-
mance by senior back Jarell Davis of the 
Samurai (5-2); he had 285 yards on 23 car-
ries and three TDs. Zack Brown had 165 
yards and three touchdowns on 21 carries, 
Jason DeGrace 82 yards on 19 attempts 
and Desmond Moore 52 yards and a touch-
down on six tries.

Davis is one of a handful of players who 
helped Perry restart its program after 
being shut down after the 2003 season. 
After playing a non-varsity schedule in 
2012 and ’13, the Samurai played as a var-
sity team this season.

Macias said from the start of the season 
he had no doubt the Samurai could reach 
the championship game. “The big un-
known was we had no common opponent,” 
he said. “I knew whoever we faced would 
be tough. And they were. It’s not going to 
set well but I’m happy where we are.”

The Tigers fell behind 
big against the Aggies, and 
couldn’t pull off the type of 
improbable win that has be-
come so common for them 
the last two seasons. Two 
fumbles involving Auburn 
quarterback Nick Marshall 
in the final 5 minutes, both 
in A&M territory, ended the 
Tigers’ comeback attempt.

Last week it was Georgia 
getting hammered by Florida that a put a dent in the SEC’s 
hopes of getting more than one team in the final four. Good 
luck trying to sell this as a “good loss” for Auburn. Texas 
A&M lost to Mississippi State, Mississippi and Alabama by a 
combined 142-51 before beating ULM 21-16.
