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BAGHDAD — The 300 U.S. ad-
visers authorized to assist the Iragi
security forces will find an army in
crisis mode, so lacking in equipment
and shaken by desertions that it may
not be able to win back significant
chunks of territory from al-Qaida
renegades for months or even years,
analysts and officials say.

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Afghan insider attack wounds 2

KABUL — Two coalition servicemembers
were wounded Monday when an Afghan po-
liceman opened fire during a meeting at a
provincial police headquarters, officials said.

A spokesman for the NATO-led coalition
said the incident is under investigation and
refused to identify the shooter, but Afghan of-
ficials said he was a policeman. The attacker
was killed during the exchange at the Paktia
provincial police headquarters in Gardez.

“This incident took place around 11:30 at
the front gate of the compound,” Azimullah,
a spokesman for the Paktia provincial police
chief, told Stars and Stripes.

“This policeman was on duty ,and as these
advisers arrived at the gate there was shoot-
ing and two advisers were wounded,” said
Azimullah, who like many Afghans uses only
one name. “The policeman was killed.

“We have started the investigation, but so
far we do not know the reason for the shooting
or who fired first.”

A spike in such insider attacks in 2012
prompted the NATO-led International Secu-
rity Assistance Force to enact stricter secu-
rity measures to protect themselves from the
Afghans they were working with.

In recent months, the number of insider at-
tacks has dropped significantly as protective
measures were continued and fewer inter-
national troops worked directly with Afghan

forces.

In February, two U.S. Special Forces sol-
diers were killed and four others were wound-
ed when a suspected member of the Afghan
security forces opened fire on them. In April,
an Associated Press journalist was killed
and another seriously wounded when a po-
lice commander opened fire on them inside a
heavily guarded security forces base in east-
ern Afghanistan.

The issue of safety for international advis-
ers will linger if Afghanistan agrees to a U.S.
plan that would keep thousands of American
troops in the country until the end of 2016.

Afghan election chief resigns his post

KABUL — Afghanistan’s chief electoral
officer resigned Monday in a bid to resolve
a political crisis over allegations of massive
fraud in the runoff presidential vote earlier
this month.

Zia ul-Haq Amarkhail told reporters Mon-
day that he denies any involvement in fraud
but he is stepping down “for the national
interest.”

One of the two candidates, Abdullah Abdul-
lah has said his campaign monitors had
recorded ballot box stuffing and other ir-
regularities. He suspended cooperation with
the vote counting process and demanded Am-
arkhail be suspended. The crisis has threat-
ened what Western officials had hoped would
be a peaceful transfer of authority.

Amarkhail defended the conduct of the
June 14 balloting and called on Abdullah to
resume relanons with the Independent Elec-
tion and honor an agreement he
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had signed to respect its decisions.

“I want to say that there has not been any
pressure on me to resign,” he said at a news
conference. “The only reason for my resigna-
tion is the national interest of my country so
now Dr. Abdullah should end his boycott and
... and should respect the code of conduct that
he had signed with the commission on the
first day.”

Abdullah is running against Ashraf Ghani
in the race to replace President Hamid Kar-
zai, who is constitutionally barred from seek-
ing a third term. The standoff has upended
the process after the Afghans received praise
for a relatively smooth first round of voting on
April 5, when millions of voters defied a Tal-
iban threat of violence and cast their ballots.

Whoever wins will lead the country as it
faces a major transition from the only leader
it has known since the 2001 U.S.-led invasion
that ousted the Taliban. He also will govern as
the U.S. and its allies wind down their combat
mission and international aid declines. Both
candidates have promised to sign a security
pact with the Obama administration that
would allow nearly 10,000 American forces to
remain in the country in a training capacity
and to conduct counterterrorism operations.
The delay in the announcement of a winner
would mean another delay in finalizing that
agreement.

Abdullah, a former foreign minister who
was the runner-up in Karzai’s disputed re-
election in 2009, won the first round but failed
to gain the majority needed to avoid a runoff.
He raised his allegations before any results
were released, saying he had to act pre-emp-
tively because reports by some 50,000 cam-
paign monitors deployed at the polls showed
Ghani coming from behind with an unrealis-
tic lead.

Program is revived
after budget woes

KAISERSLAUTERN, Germany — A
fledgling program bringing together U.S.
airmen from Europe and the United States
with their counterparts in western Africa
has been revived after a lull related to bud-
get constraints.

Last week, about 150 people from nine
countries participated in the African
Partnership Flight in Dakar, Senegal, a
program funded by U.S. Air Forces in Eu-
rope-Air Forces Africa.

The inaugural event was held in Ghana
in March 2012, but budget constraints
brought on by sequestration stalled fur-
ther such events until this past spring, said
Maj. James Renfro, a USAFE-AFAFRICA
international affairs specialist who serves
as the African Partnership Flight mission
commander. In March, Angolan, U.S. and
Zambian air forces met for a week in Lu-
anda, Angola.

The training last week, held mostly in-
side tents on a dirt soccer pitch at a mili-
tary base next to Dakar’s international
airport, involved Senegal, Togo, Ghana,
Benin, Mauritania, Niger, Nigeria, Burki-
na Faso and the U.S.

The U.S. contingent included loadmas-
ters, maintainers, a pilot, planners, cul-
tural advisers, public affairs specialists,
USAFE-AFAFRICA band members, and
two Air Force French linguists to assist
with translation. The contingent included
active-duty, Air National Guard and re-
serve members.

“The concept now is we will do three of
these per year,” Renfro said. “A lot of these
countries are requesting us to come in and
provide some kind of assistance.”

Though much of the instruction is led
by the Air Force, the program’s goal is to
strengthen relationships among countries
with air forces of varying capabilities op-
erating on a continent more than three
times the size of the U.S.

“It’s to bring regional partners together
to build regional cooperation and interop-
erability,” Renfro said in a phone interview
from Senegal. “We want to facilitate them
discussing among themselves.

“Sometimes you find people that have
known other people from neighboring
countries for many years; then you find
those who have never talked to anybody
from a neighboring country.”

The hope is that those open lines of com-
munication and better familiarization will
enable those countries to respond together
to natural disasters or other crises, offi-
cials said.

Developed in 2012

AFAFRICA developed the African Part-
nership Flight concept in 2012 as a way to
support U.S. Africa Command and its se-
curity cooperation program, Renfro said.

While many countries in Africa have
their own air force, “the real challenge is
their capabilities vary from nation to na-
tion,” said Capt. Frank Hartnett,a USAFE-
AFAFRICA spokesman.

Chief Master Sgt. Bill Wunderlin, a load-
master instructor from the California Air
National Guard, was teaching loadmaster
procedures with a colleague last week.
Their lessons were initially focused on C-
130 aircraft — until they learned that only
two of the participating nations, Nigeria

and Niger, have C-130s, Wunderlin said.
“One country has one C-130 and the other
has about 10, but what I was told was about
half of their fleet’s operating,” he said.
Lesson plans were adjusted to reflect
instruction that can be applied across air-
frames. Most of the participants came from
air forces that fly helicopters and smaller
transport planes, Wunderlin said.

The students also told instructors what
they wanted to talk about, he said. One re-
quest: how to load an aircraft tug on a Sen-
egalese helicopter.

One workshop, about building a cargo
pallet, showed students how plywood shor-
ing spreads out compression, preventing
aircraft floorboard damage.

“They were like, ‘That’s what we need to

do because we’ve been hauling equipment
in S5 gallon fuel drums without any of this
stuff underneath it,” Wunderlin said.

Other workshops

Other workshops included mission plan-
ning, aeromedical evacuation, base defense
and ground and flight safety.

Capt. Brandon Schrader, a C-130 pilot
from the 934th Airlift Wing out of Minne-
apolis, Minn., took about 30 students on a
familiarization flight last week, showing
“them how we conduct a flight from start
to finish.”

The training goes both ways, he said.
Schrader found out that, in Africa, country
borders don’t always match “what we have
in our charts.”

“Speaking to local pilots, we had to ad-
just our flight plan due to border disputes
with some of the countries,” he said.

Networking during the exercise could
pay dividends down the road, Hartnett
said.

“You never know which nation you see
out there at the training site will be the na-
tion we’ll be asked to deliver supplies (to)
or assist in some way,” he said.

The hope, he said, is “that person you're
sitting across the table from today could
be the voice on the end of the line” when
a mission needs to be accomplished some-
time in the future.

Okinawa pays tribute
to both sides in fight

Thousands remember Japanese, Americans
who died during pivotal 82-day WWII battle

CAMP FOSTER, Okinawa — Kiyola
Ohara left the shade of her mother’s um-
brella and slowly knelt on the crisp green
grass before the sea of black granite.

The 8-year-old from Urasoe clasped her
hands and prayed silently while her mother,
Naomi, sat close by. When she was finished,
she gingerly adjusted the American flag in
front of the panel bearing Sgt. Elbert Lu-
ther Kinser’s name.

Kiyola was one of a small group of people
in Itoman on Monday to pay respects to the
12,520 American servicemembers who lost
their lives in the Battle of Okinawa, which
began April 1, 1945 and lasted for 82 days.
The heavy U.S. casualties in the battle,
the deadliest of the Pacific War, strongly
influenced President Harry S. Truman’s
decision to use atomic weapons against the
Japanese mainland six weeks later.

Every June 23, thousands of residents —
along with visitors and dignitaries — con-
verge on Okinawa Peace Memorial Park to
commemorate the Japanese dead from the
battle in a ceremony called Irei no Hi. Ap-
proximately 110,000 Japanese troops and
140,000 Okinawan civilians died during the
battle, although, the total number of civilian
deaths may never truly be known.

Ithas been years since any American sur-
vivors have attended, veterans groups said,
so it is up to today’s veterans, servicemem-
bers and Okinawans like Klyola to keep
the tradition going. For the past two years,
Kiyola and her mother have paid their re-
spects for Kinser, after meeting relatives
of the American Marine by chance in 2012
while on a trip to Florida.

Kinser was posthumously awarded the

Medal of Honor for jumping on a grenade
during the battle to save his men. A Marine
base on Okinawa bears his name.

Naomi Ohara’s grandfather also perished
in the battle. Her father, then 7 years old,
barely escaped with his life.

“I was always curious about [the Ameri-
can] part [of the memorial],” Naomi Ohara
said. “There are never any flowers here. I
always wanted to meet someone from this
side.”

Kiyola was lost for words when asked
what she was feeling while she prayed for
Kinser, but Naomi Ohara said that they
felt sadness and grief. They were happy to
add a visit to Kinser’s panel to their yearly
mourning routine at the park.

“Okinawa has a heart for both sides,”
Naomi Ohara said. “Life is a treasure. ...
This is mandatory for all of my kids.”

About 4,600 people attended Monday’s
ceremony, which was marked by blaz-
ing heat and stifling humidity. Among the
visiting dignitaries were Japanese Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe, U.S. Amt dor to

countries today.

“We're no longer divided,” he said.

Kennedy kept her remarks short. She
spoke softly and read Stephen Spender’s
poem “The Truly Great.”

“Today, we remember the sacrifices of
those brave Americans who gave their lives
here 69 years ago so that we, their children
and grandchildren, could live in a free and
peaceful world,” she said. “And nearby, we
also honor the memory of the 240,000 peo-
ple who lost their lives in this terrible battle
which this beautiful island and

Japan Caroline Kennedy and Lt. Gen. John
Wissler, commander of the III Marine Ex-
peditionary Force.

Prior to the ceremony, Kennedy and
Wissler laid a wreath in the American sec-
tion of the Cornerstone of Peace memo-
rial, which features thousands of inscribed
names. For Wissler, the day took on added
meaning. His father, Pfc. Edward Wissler,
fought there, including at the bloody Sugar
Loaf Hill.

“They’re all heroes and we’re eternally
grateful for their contributions to peace,”
Wissler said.

He acknowledged the pain the war caused
Okinawans and the Japanese war dead be-
fore turning his attention to the close stra-
tegic partnership between the two allied

its communities.

“The strength of the U.S.-Japan alliance
today is a tribute to all of them,” Kennedy
said. “Built on the devastation of war by
countless acts of courage, reconciliation,
perseverance and friendship, our two coun-
tries work together to ensure peace and
prosperity around the world. Visiting this
place, on this day, we renew our commit-
ment to that cause.”

The ceremony that followed was som-
ber. Abe spoke of the importance of peace
and pledged to reduce the military burden
placed on Okinawa, which is home to rough-
1y 30,000 U.S. troops.

Hirokazu Nakaima took
it a step further and urged the suspension

Futenma within five years.

“A drastic reduction is necessary in the
burden caused by the presence of military
bases,” he said.

The importance of the ceremony and
honoring the sacrifices made 69 years ago
wasn’t lost on the handful of American ser-
vicemembers and members of VFW Post
9723 in attendance, many of whom were
Vietnam veterans. Out of 16 million Ameri-
cans who served in World War 11, approxi-
mately 1 million are alive today, according
to The National WWII Museum. They are
dying at a rate of 555 per day. It is estimated
by 2036, there won’t be any left alive.

“There are just none of them left,” said
post Dennis Pr , who
has been pamclpatmg for 40 years “It’s
been a long tlme since a survivor attended
the ceremony.”

Today’s veterans looked at the rows of
names and vowed to stand vigil after the
Vietnam generation passed the torch.

“Without those brothers of mine who
fought in this campaign, I wouldn’t be here,”
said Jackeline Fountain, an Army veteran
of the Gulf War and the Balkans. “I am that
next generation that feels compelled to con-
tinue on.”

Interceptor defeats ballistic missile during defense exercise

A ground-based interceptor launched
into space from California defeated an in-
termediate-range missile during a test of
the Ballistic Missile Defense System, Pen-
tagon officials announced.

Servicemembers at the U.S. Army’s
Reagan Test Site on Kwajalein Atoll, in the

Marshall Islands, launched the ballistic
missile Sunday, according to a Pentagon
statement. The Aegis-equipped destroyer
'USS Hopper detected and tracked the mis-
sile, then relayed the data to ground-based
commands.

About six minutes after the missile
launch, the ground-based interceptor was
launched from Vandenberg Air Force Base,

Calif. A three-stage booster rocket system
propelled the interceptor into space, where
it honed in on the target’s trajectory. The
interceptor defeated the missile using only
the force of the collision, according to the
statement.

Soldiers from the 100th Missile De-
fense Brigade, located at Schriever Air
Force Base, Colo., remotely launched the

interceptor.

Program officials will spend months
evaluating Sunday’s performance, accord-
ing to the statement.

The test was the 65th successful inter-
cept since 2001 out of 81 attempts for the
Ballistic Missile Defense System, Penta-
gon officials said.

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VA opens burn pit registry

The Veterans Affairs Airborne
Hazards and Open Burn Pit Reg-
istry is now available to help ser-
vicemembers and veterans report
exposures to airborne hazards
— such as burn pits, oil well fires
and other forms of pollution — and
document their health problems.

Advocacy groups for service-
members who believe they have
developed illnesses from working
and living near burn pit disposal
sites in Iraq and Afghanistan no-
ticed Thursday they could log in
and register on the VA’s public
health website, according to a re-
port in the Military Times.

Eligible veterans and ser-
vicemembers include those who
served in:

mOperation Enduring Free-
dom/Operation Iraqi Freedom/
Operation New Dawn.

mDjibouti, on or after Sept. 11,
2001.

W Operations Desert Shield or
Desert Storm.

mSouthwest Asia theater of op-
erations on or after Aug. 2, 1990.

“This is a great stepping stone
in a long journey, the initial ac-
knowledgment that people are
sick and that illnesses related to
burn pits do exist,” Rosie Lopez-
Torres, co-founder of Burn Pits
360, told the Times. Her husband,
retired Army Capt. LeRoy Tor-
res, developed a rare lung disor-
der after serving in Iraq.

President Barack Obama in
January 2013 signed into law
a bill requiring VA to establish
the registry for those exposed to
potentially toxic fumes. The VA
initially balked, saying the effort
was redundant since it already
tracked servicemembers through
an injury and illness surveillance
system.

VA officials acknowledge that
troops may suffer from illnesses
related to environmental expo-
sures and have established a
surveillance program for service-
members exposed to hexavalent
chromium, a known carcinogen,
at a water treatment facility near
Basra in 2003. They also there is
not enough scientific evidence to

Japan fails to end its ban on US defense

TOKYO — Japan’s coalition
government did not agree by the
end of the nation’s legislative ses-
sion on a resolution that would
have allowed its forces to defend
the United States in combat, gov-
ernment officials said Friday.

The impasse represents a set-
back — at least temporarily — to
Prime Minister Shinzo Abe’s push
to reinterpret the nation’s pacifist
constitution and allow Japan to
engage in collective self-defense
with its closest allies.

Ending the ban on collective
self-defense would allow Japan to
engage in several activities it can-
not undertake under the current
interpretation of the constitution,
according to advocates among
Abe’s ruling Liberal Democratic
Party. For example, Japan’s Self-
Defense Forces cannot legally
rescue the country’s citizens when
they are held hostage in a foreign
country, defend a U.S. ship under
attack on the high seas when Japan
is not directly attacked or partici-
pate in international mine-sweep-
ing operations, LDP officials say.

During the past month’s talks,
leaders within New Komeito, the
junior partner in Abe’s majority
coalition, have voiced opposition
to several of the scenarios brought
up by the LDP as either unnec-
essary or feasible under current
law.

Opinions vary within the party,
which made it impossible for an
agreement to be reached during
the parliamentary session that
ended Sunday, said New Komeito
leader Natsuo Yamaguchi, accord-
ing to party spokesman Masaaki
Nishimura.

New Komeito’s voter base
comes substantially from the Soka
Gakkai Buddhist organization,
‘whose membership opposes end-
ing the collective self-defense ban.
However, New Komeito leaders

have also stated that they will not
leave the governing coalition over
the issue, indicating an eventual
compromise.

Party officials have told Japa-
nese media outlets privately that
they hope to delay any agreement
on collective self-defense until
after local elections scheduled for
next spring.

“The New Komeito party fully
understands the significance of
collective self-defense,” said Ka-
zuya Sakamoto, a professor at
Osaka University who specializes
in international politics and U.S.-
Japan relations. “However, as the
party that advocates for pacifism,
they want to be as prudent as pos-
sible on the use of force.

“Although an agreement was
not made within the current Diet
session, I believe it will happen in
the not-so-distant future,” Saka-
moto said

UsS. ofﬂclals have qualified
their language to avoid the ap-
pearance of meddling in domestic
affairs, but they have long sup-
ported Japanese participation in
international operations.

President Barack Obama said
during an April visit to Japan that
he supported the government’s
consideration to allow collective
self-defense.

Japanese officials have con-
firmed that they’d talked with U.S.
officials in Washington about how
ending the ban might affect the
U.S.-Japan security alliance.

However, Abe still faces oppo-
sition from those concerned that
easing Japan’s pacifist restraints
would lead it down a slippery slope
and into a war in which the nation
is not directly threatened.

Meanwhile, Abe’s method of
reinterpreting the constitution,
rather than amending it, contin-
ues to draw criticism from some
academics, as well as the frag-
mented opposition within the Diet.
Amending the constitution, which
was written largely by the United
States after World War II, would

require two-thirds approval by
both Diet houses and majority ap-
proval by referendum.

Instead, Abe has asked his cabi-
net to sign off on reinterpretation
through a resolution, which would
be followed by changes to several
laws through majority Diet votes.

On May 15, a government panel
of legal experts filed a report that
laid the groundwork for a rein-
terpretation, relying on close ex-
amination of the constitution’s
wording, supreme court deci-
sions from the 1950s and other
precedents.

Bowe Bergdahl had progressed
enough in his reintegration into
American life to move out of the
Texas military hospital where he
was being treated.

“Sgt. Bowe Bergdahl’s medical
status has changed from inpatient
care at Brooke Army Medical
Center to continued reintegration
and medical care as an outpatient
on Joint Base San Antonio-Fort
Sam Houston,” Army officials
said in a statement Sunday.

Bergdahl, held by the Taliban-
allied Haggani network for nearly
five years, will gradually encoun-
ter more people as he continues
in outpatient treatment.

Officials did not specify wheth-
er he was yet in contact with
Army troops other than medical
providers.

Officials said Bergdahl was liv-
ing on post, but wouldn’t divulge
his living arrangements in order
to “safeguard the reintegration
process.”

Bergdahl is being readied to re-
sume serving in the Army.

“Debriefings and counseling
from Survival, Evasion, Resis-
tance and Escape (SERE) psy-
chologists continue to ensure he
progresses to the point where he
can return to duty,” according to

the Army statement.

With a two-star general con-
ducting a new investigation into
how he disappeared in June 2009,
it is possible Bergdahl could face
disciplinary action when he re-
turns to duty.

The Army announced last week
it had appointed Maj. Gen. Ken-
neth R. Dahl, who commanded
combat troops in Afghanistan, to
lead the inquiry.

Dahl will draw on the findings
of an earlier investigation in 2009,
but he won’t interview Bergdahl
until the reintegration team says
the sergeant is ready, the Army
said.

Bergdahl arrived in Texas on
June 13 after nearly two weeks of
initial recovery at a military hos-
pital in Landstuhl, Germany. U.S.
special operations forces picked
him up in a controversial prison-
er swap from Taliban custody on
May 31 in eastern Afghanistan.

Controversy has centered on
the findings of the earlier investi-
gation that Bergdahl intentionally
walked off his outpost in Paktika
province.

Since his release, troops who
served with him said a number
of fellow soldiers were killed or
wounded in searches and other
operations that stemmed from his
disappearance.

Email scammers
now posing as
USFK commander

WASHINGTON — The com-
mander of U.S. Forces Korea
appears to be one of the newest
military victims caught up in
what investigators call the ro-
mance scam.

Online scammers have sent out
emails to women impersonating
Lt. Gen. Curtis “Mike” Scapar-
rotti and pointed potential targets
to a false Facebook profile page,
which features the general’s name
misspelled and some profile pho-
tos gleaned from the Web.

Army Chief of Staff Gen. Ray
Odierno, retired Gen. Stanley
McChrystal and some service-
members killed in combat have
also had their identities stolen
and used in similar ruses in the
past.

The email, obtained by Stars
and Stripes, touts Scaparrotti’s
“key leadership positions” in the
military, including the current
USFK command position and a
post at U.S. Central Command,
and claims that, “Once you let
me into your life, you’ll find me
very interesting, fun, and a good
man to have as a friend and a
companion.”

Recipients are assured to “feel
free with me” and then asked
about their jobs, where they live,
and whether they own a home.

The ploy is all too familiar to
U.S. Army Criminal Investiga-
tion Command, which receives

hundreds of reports each month
of online con artists hijacking
servicemember identities and
using them to defraud unsus-
pecting people — usually women
— who are hoping to find love and
romance on the Internet.

“The majority [of the romance
scammers] are operating out of
cyber cafes and homes in West
African countries. ... There are
hundreds of them doing this,”
said Chris Grey, spokesman for
CID in Quantico, Va.

Often they route their email
accounts through other locations
around the world, making them
virtually untraceable, and work
out of Internet cafes that allow
anonymous patrons to pay for a
connection by the hour, accord-
ing to CID.

Impersonating a military of-
ficer is a crime but stealing the
identity of enlisted servicemem-
bers — some who died in Afghan-
istan and Irag — is a common
tactic of African scammers that
is not illegal.

The fact that the romance
scams usually involve perpe-
trators and victims who are not
in the military or not even U.S.
citizens has also complicated the
cases for the Army. As cases have
multiplied, the FBI and the Fed-
eral Trade Commission have got-
ten involved in cracking down on
the Internet fraudsters.

“Catching them is nearly im-
possible, so we figured education
is the best course of action,” Grey

The CID has a special Web
page dedicated to the warning
signs of the romance scam.

Perpetrators  typically ap-
proach potential victims with
emails that make spelling and
grammar errors, profess love too
quickly, or ask victims to send
money, sometimes through the
mail to Africa, according to the
agency.

In the Scaparrotti email, the
writer asks for revealing finan-
cial information and tells the re-
cipient together they can “reach
greater heights in life than we
even expect to.” Then the scam-
mer warns that the correspon-
dence should be kept secret.

“Please be informed that for
security reasons due to the na-
ture of my job, you have to keep
our constant communication very
confidential to you,” it says. “We
will be exchanging emails regu-
larly and chat a little when I have
some time or little break from
work. The nature of my job is so
demanding and requires lots of
my time.”

Grey said many are taken in
by the email come-ons and the
stories of victims are often heart-
breaking. Some are defrauded out
of thousands of dollars — in one
case, a women lost $78,000 — be-
fore realizing it was a sham, Grey
said. Others refuse to admit they
have been scammed at all and still
want to meet up with the Internet
personas whom they loved.

“In the last two to three years,
I have personally talked to thou-
sands of women,” he said.

The Scaparrotti email was sent
to a female law student in Brazil,
who contacted Stars and Stripes.

The woman said the scammers
approached her on Facebook and
then sent an unsolicited email.

“I have some experience of life
and know nothing extraordinary
comes for free,” she wrote in an
email translated from Portu-
guese. “After analyzing the facts
I wondered, how can a senior of-
ficial of the U.S. military be inter-
ested in a woman whose life he
knows nothing about.”

Victims also include the ser-
vicemembers whose identities are

stolen. One way to avoid the scam
is to keep a close eye on personal
and professional information on-
line, according to CID.

“We put out warnings all the
time for people to protect their
identities,” Grey said.

If romance scammers do steal
a servicemember’s identity, CID
can go to social media and online
dating sites and ask that fake pro-
files be taken down. Some web-
sites have even created screening
procedures for members claim-
ing to have served. But the scam-
mers are relentless. Even after
profiles are pulled down, the
reality is “within 15 minutes, 15
more will pop up” because it is so
profitable, Grey said.

On Monday, the Scaparrotti
Facebook page was still up and
USFK was not immediately avail-
able for comment. But Grey said
CID agents who had taken up the
case would contact the command
and work to have the fake profile
taken down.

Memo on drone killing
released by US court

NEW YORK — A federal ap-
peals court on Monday released a
previously secret memo that pro-
vided legal justification for using
drones to kill Americans suspect-
ed of terrorism overseas.

The memo concluded that
the killing of an al-Qaida leader
who had been born in the United
States had legal justification. It
said the authority to use lethal
force abroad may apply in ap-
propriate circumstances to a U.S.
citizen who is part of the forces
of an enemy organization. It said
the killing was justified as long as
it was carried out in accord with
applicable laws of war.

The 2nd U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals in Manhattan released
the memo, portions of which are
blacked out, after the American
Civil Liberties Union and The
New York Times filed a Freedom
of Information Act lawsuit.

The memo pertained spe-
cifically to the September 2011
drone-strike Kkilling in Yemen of
Anwar Al-Awlaki, an al-Qaida
leader who had been born in the
United States.

Privacy advocates wary

BALTIMORE — The Army is
planning to launch two blimps
over Maryland this fall to watch
the Eastern Seaboard for incom-
ing cruise missiles.

It’s what else they might be able
to see from up there that worries
privacy advocates.

The Army says the aerostats —
blimps tethered to the ground in
Harford and Baltimore counties
— will carry technology capable
of detecting, tracking and target-
ing cruise missiles and rockets
up to 340 miles away. That means
they can cover an area from
North Carolina to the Canadian
border.

The helium-filled aircraft,
which have been deployed in
Afghanistan and Iraq, are on
their way to Aberdeen Proving
Ground. Officials plan a three-
year exercise to test the system’s
effectiveness in the National Cap-
ital Region.

“People have been using bal-
loons for military purposes since
the Civil War,” said Maj. Beth

Smith, a spokeswoman for U.S.
Northern Command and NORAD.
“There’s a couple that are flying
right now. We use them all the
time, and they work great.”

But the American Civil Liber-
ties Union of Maryland, which
has pushed the state General
Assembly for legislation to limit
the deployment of drones in the
state, is raising concern about
the surveillance technology to
be mounted on the aerostats, and
whether it might be trained on
private citizens.

The Electronic Privacy Infor-
mation Center has sued the Army
for details of the equipment and
its capabilities.

“It’s designed to be a system
that can surveil a large area,”
said Ginger McCall, an attorney
for the Washington-based center.
“That would have profound im-
plications for the way that people
would choose to live their lives.”

The Joint Land Attack Cruise
Missile Elevated Netted Sensor
System, or JLENS, comes at a
time of rising concern over gov-
ernment eavesdropping. The past
year has brought a succession of

revelations about the collection of
telephone and email data by the
National Security Agency.

The Army says the aerostats
to be tested over Aberdeen Prov-
ing Ground will be outfitted only
with radar, not cameras. Smith
says the system will be “looking
outward,” for external threats.

“There’s no intent to spy on any
Americans with this,” she said.
“It’s an exercise.”

Privacy advocates note a dem-
onstration last year by defense
contractor  Raytheon, which
boasted in a news release that
it had successfully equipped a
JLENS aerostat with electro-op-
tical infrared sensors, “enabling
operators to watch (a) live feed of
trucks, trains and cars from doz-
ens of miles away.”

As part of the demonstration,
Raytheon reported, operators
were able to observe actors plac-
ing a mock roadside bomb in the
Utah desert.

It’s that kind of technology that
concerns David Rocha, an attor-
ney with the ACLU of Maryland.

“We don’t really care about
radar being aimed into the At-

lantic Ocean to detect cruise
missiles,” Rocha said. “There’s
no privacy implications in cruise
missiles. But they have said that
this same technology can also de-
tect vehicles on the ground, and
that they’re not ruling out mount-
ing other surveillance technology
on this platform. And that does
raise huge concerns.”

McCall warns of
creep.”

“Often times a new technology
that’s very invasive will at first be
proposed as a military technol-
ogy,” she said.

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Kerry: New parliament critical to Iraq’s future

BAGHDAD — The fate of Iraq
may be decided over the next
week, the top U.S. diplomat said
Monday, and largely depends on
whether its leaders keep their
commitment to meet looming
deadlines to seat a new govern-
ment before a Sunni insurgency
sweeps away hopes for lasting
peace.

It was a dire message to lead-
ers of Iraqg’s bitterly divided Shi-
ite, Sunni and Kurdish political
coalitions who have lived through
more than three decades of dicta-
torship, sanctions and wars. And
it sought to hold the officials to
a government transition that the
U.S. believes will stave off the
threat of a new civil war by giving
more power to Iraq’s minorities.

“This is a critical moment for
Iraq’s future,” Secretary of State
John Kerry said at a press confer-
ence in Baghdad. “It is a moment
of decision for Iraqg’s leaders and
it’s a moment of great urgency.”

Kerry offered few details of his
closed-door meetings in Bagh-
dad. He said each of the officials
he met with — including Shiite
Prime Minister Nouri al-Maliki
— committed to seat a new par-
liament by July 1 as the constitu-
tion requires.

“The very future of Iraq de-
pends on choices that will be
made in the next days and weeks,
and the future of Iraq depends
primarily on the ability of Iraq’s
leaders to come together and take
a stand united against ISIL,”
Kerry said, referring to the in-
surgency known as the Islamic
State of Iraq and the Levant.
“Not next week, not next month,
but now.”

He also said no country — in-
cluding the U.S. — should try
to pick new leadership for Iraq.
“That is up to the people of Iraq,”

Al-Maliki is facing growing
calls for his resignation as dis-
gruntled Sunnis say they do not
believe he will give them a great-
er voice in the government.

After suffering together
through more than eight years of
war — which killed nearly 4,500
American troops and more than
100,000 Iragis — Washington
and Baghdad are trying to shelve
mutual wariness to curb the very
real prospect of the Mideast na-
tion falling into a fresh bout of
sectarian strife.

Sunnis frustrated with being
cut out of power are increasingly
joining the ISIL, a bloody insur-
gency that has been emboldened
by battlefield successes in neigh-
boring Syria’s civil war.

Parliament Speaker Osama al-
Nujaifi, one of Iraq’s top-ranking
Sunnis, told Kerry that the insur-
gents pose “a threat to the entire
world.” Al-Nujaifi is from Mosul,
Iraq’s second-largest city, which
was overrun earlier this month
by militants.

Of the insurgents, al-Nujaifi
said “we have to confront it
through direct military opera-
tions, political reforms so that
we can inject a new hope into our
own people so that they can sup-
port the political process and the
unity of Iraq.”

IraqiofficialsbriefedonKerry’s
talks with the Iraqi prime minis-
ter said al-Maliki urged the Unit-

The government’s dire situa-
tion was evident Sunday at the
Baghdad Operations Command,
the nerve center of the capital’s
security operations, run jointly
by the Interior and Defense min-
istries. Standing in front of an il-
luminated map, spokesman Brig.
Gen. Saad Maan gestured toward
the broad swaths of land outside
the city’s boundaries that are now
considered hostile territory.

“We treat all these areas sur-
rounding us as hot zones,” he
said. Though Maan said that se-

Lt. Gen. Rasheed Fleih, head of
the Anbar Operations Command,
in the critical western province
bordering Syria, put on a stoic
front Sunday, saying in a televised
statement that “security forces
are reviving” and that volunteers
are being deployed to the area.

But the addition of tens of thou-
sands of volunteers to the security
forces has been chaotic.

Many are joining under the
banners of militias, though Maan
argued that they will not be able to
function as such. When they sign
up, they will be given a “week or

less” of training and be deployed
where they are needed, he said.

“The basic problem with the
Iraqi military is that it’s a sectar-
ian force,” said James Jeffrey, a
former U.S. ambassador to Iraq.

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Obama urges family-friendly work policies

WASHINGTON — President
Barack Obama encouraged more
employers to adopt family-friendly
policies by hosting a daylong sum-
mit Monday, even though the U.S.
government doesn’t always set the
best example.

The United States is the only
industrialized nation that doesn’t
mandate paid leave for mothers of
newborns, although Obama says
he’d like to see that change.

“Only three countries in the
world report that they don’t offer
paid maternity leave — three
— and the United States is one of

them,” Obama said in his weekly
address. “It’s time to change that.
A few states have acted on their
own to give workers paid family
leave, but this should be available
toeveryone because all Americans
should be able to afford to care for
a family member in need.”
Obama’s initiative comes in a
midterm election year focused in
many respects on female voters,
and the White House was devot-
ing all its star power to the event.
Obama was to speak at midday
and have a meeting with busi-
ness leaders. Vice President Joe
Biden and his wife, Jill, planned to

open the event, first lady Michelle
Obama was to deliver a closing
speech and several other admin-
istration officials participated on
panels.

California, Rhode Island and
New Jersey have a system of paid
leave, but it’s unclear how Obama
would fund a national system.
Obama has not endorsed legisla-
tion that would create one funded
by a payroll tax, and he pledged
in his 2008 presidential campaign
not to raise taxes on families mak-
ing under $250,000 a year.

Obama adviser Valerie Jarrett
said in a conference call with re-

porters Sunday that the president
is trying to start a national conver-
sation to explore the issue.

“Cost is an issue for any federal
program, and we need to make
sure we do this in a way where we
are not raising taxes on middle-
class families,” she said. “But we
also know what a good investment
in our workforce it would be if
they had paid leave, and that in-
vestment will pay great returns.”

While some companies offer
paid family leave to attract work-
ers, the 1993 Family Medical
Leave Act requires only that em-
ployers provide unpaid leave for

medical and family reasons.

When Obama came to the White
House, he instituted six weeks of
paid leave for his workers when
they have a child, get sick or in-
jured or need to care for an ailing
family member, using his author-
ity to set his staff’s compensation
under the personnel code.

Obama said in an interview
broadcast Monday on CNN’s
“New Day” that he took a month
off when his older daughter, Malia,
was born. He called it “one of the
most precious memories that 'l
ever have.”

City mayor: Somali refugees strain services

SPRINGFIELD, Mass. — A
Massachusetts mayor is calling
for an end to refugee resettlement
in his city, saying Somali families
are putting pressure on already
strained services in Springfield,
aonetime industrial center where
nearly a third of the population
lives below the poverty line.

Mayor Domenic Sarno is the
latest U.S. mayor to decry refu-
gee resettlement, joining coun-
terparts in New Hampshire and
Maine in largely rare tensions
with the State Department, which
helps resettle refugees in com-
munities across America.

The mayor is drawing criticism
from those who say this country
has a moral obligation to help
the outcast and refugees who say
they’re being scapegoated for
problems the city faced long be-
fore their arrival.

“Why not talk about the prob-
lems in the city? Mohammed
Abdi, 72, said through an inter-
preter. “Why not talk about the

houses that are unstable and in
bad conditions? Why only talk
about the Somalis and Somali
Bantus?”

Sarno, leader of the state’s
third-largest city, first demanded
last summer that the U.S. govern-
ment stop sending refugees.

After recent inspections found
Somali families living in over-
crowded, pest-infested apart-
ments without electricity and
sometimes heat, he stepped up
complaints, saying resettlement
agencies are bringing in “warm-
weather” refugees and dumping
them into cold climates, only to
leave them dependent on the city.

“I have enough urban issues
to deal with. Enough is enough,”
Sarno said in an interview. “You
can’t keep concentrating poverty
on top of poverty.”

Hard examples and evidence
for the mayor’s stance are scant.
The problems in the Somali hous-
ing have largely been attributed
to neglectful landlords.

The government does not track
the number of refugees who rely
on social services. The Spring-

field refugee population of about
1,500 — around 380 of them So-
mali — represents about 1 per-
cent of the city’s total of 153,000.

A 2014 report by the U.S. gov-
ernment found that Massachu-
setts ranked third in the nation
for refugee employment, with 73
percent of refugees enrolled in
state programs finding work.

Madino Idoor, 35, a Somali with
seven children, spent 12 years in
a refugee camp before coming to
the U.S. in 2004. She works two
Jjobs — one at Goodwill at Spring-
field and another as a dishwasher
at the Barnes Air National Guard
Base.

“I can work hard and provide
for my family,” Idoor said. “I do
not need for the mayor to worry
about me.”

She and others wonder why
the mayor is targeting an already
vulnerable population, an idea re-
iterated Friday in an editorial in
the Boston Globe newspaper.

“While Sarno raises valid
points about needing adequate
resources to accommodate new-
comers, his stance is far too
rigid and ignores both the moral
imperative to help refugees and
the benefits those refugees can
bring,” the editorial read.

About 67,000 Somalis have
come to the United States in the
past decade seeking refuge from
civil war. Most have settled in
Minnesota, California, Georgia
and Washington.

Jindal predicts rebellion
against Obama policies

WASHINGTON — Louisiana
Gov. Bobby Jindal on Saturday
night accused President Barack
Obama and other Democrats of
waging wars against religious lib-
erty and education and said that
a rebellion is brewing in the U.S.
with people ready for “a hostile
takeover” of the nation’s capital.

Jindal spoke at the annual con-
ference hosted by the Faith and
Freedom Coalition, a group led by
longtime Christian activist Ralph
Reed. Organizers said more than
1,000 evangelical leaders attend-
ed the three-day gathering.

Republican officials across
the political spectrum concede
that evangelical voters continue
to play a critical role in GOP
politics.

“I can sense right now a rebel-
lion brewing amongst these Unit-
ed States,” Jindal said, “where
people are ready for a hostile
takeover of Washington, D.C., to
preserve the American Dream for
our children and grandchildren.”

The governor said there was a
“silent war” on religious liberty
being fought in the U.S. — a coun-
try that he said was built on that
liberty.

“I am tired of the left,” he said.
“They say they’re for tolerance,
they say they respect diversity.
The reality is this: They respect
everybody unless you happen to
disagree with them.

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Syria hands over last of known chemical arms

NICOSIA Cyprus — The last of Syrla 'S

dged stockpile of ct 1 weap-

ons has been handed over to Western gov-

ernments for destruction, the organization

charged with overseeing the elimination of
such weapons said Monday.

The final 8 percent of the 1,300-ton
stockpile, which included mustard gas and
raw materials for making sarin nerve gas,
have been loaded onto Danish and Norwe-
gian ships in the Syrian port of Latakia,
said Ahmet Uzumcu, the director general
of the Organization for the Prohibition of
Chemical Weapons.

Speaking at a press conference in The
Hague, Uzumcu acknowledged that it is
possible Syria has avoided declaring some
part of its arsenal. “I can’t say that Syria
doesn’t have any chemical weapons any-
more,” he said. However, he added that is
true for any country that his organization
cooperates with, and Syria’s declared arse-

nal was close to estimates made by exter-
nal security analysts and experts.

Syria’s government agreed to surrender
its arsenal last fall when the U.S. threat-
ened punitive missile strikes after a deadly
chemical attack on a rebel-held suburb of
Damascus.

Following an investigation last month,
an OPCW fact-finding mission found evi-
dence chlorine gas may have been used as
a weapon in fighting between rebels and
Assad’s regime. An attack on the mission
prevented it from inspecting the alleged
attack site and reaching conclusions about
which side might have used it.

Chlorine is not considered a chemical
weapon, though using any toxic material as
a weapon is illegal under international law.

The chemical weapons shipped out Mon-
day are being transported to a second ship,
the U.S.-owned MV Cape Ray, which is
equipped with facilities to render toxic ma-
terial inert.

EU ministers demand Russia act to
halt flow of weapons into Ukraine

BRUSSELS — Several Euro-
pean foreign ministers on Mon-
day threatened to impose further
sanctions against Russia if it fails
to cooperate with Ukraine’s pro-
posed peace plan and doesn’t stop
the flow of arms and militants
across its border into eastern
Ukraine.

Russia is “conducting a propa-
ganda war with full speed ahead
and no signs of them closing the
border,” said Swedish Foreign
Minister Carl Bildt.

Armed militants and even tanks
continue to cross the border into
eastern Ukraine, he asserted.

“If the Russians say they don’t
know how to close borders, I don’t
think that’s a particularly cred-
ible statement,” Bildt said.

In a joint statement, the Euro-

pean Union ministers urged Rus-
sia to withdraw its troops massed
near the Ukrainian border and
revoke the parliamentary autho-
rization for the use of force on its
neighbor’s soil.

The EU also decided to ban im-
ports of most products from the
Crimean Peninsula, which Russia
annexed in April. Separately, the
ministers also gave the green light
for an EU mission to help reform
Ukraine’s police and judiciary.

The EU and the United States
have so far mainly ordered visa
bans and asset freezes for a num-
ber of officials but have refrained
from imposing broader economic
sanctions.

British Foreign Secretary Wil-
liam Hague said the EU will be
able to agree on further sanctions
against Russia at a summit of the
bloc’s 28 leaders Friday, if neces-
sary. “Those measures are ready
to take,” he said.

“We look to Russia to take actual
action to stop the flow of arms over
the border into eastern Ukraine,
to encourage illegal armed groups
to stop what they are doing there
now,” Hague said.

The meeting in Luxembourg
was attended by Ukraine’s new
foreign minister, Pavlo Klimkin,
who briefed his colleagues on the
peace plan proposed by President
Petro Poroshenko. It includes a
cease-fire in its battle against
pro-Russia separatists in eastern
Ukraine.

The plan also calls for an inclu-
sive political dialogue, suggests a
decentralization of power to give
regions more political authority
and foresees measures to protect
the language rights of Russian
speakers in eastern Ukraine.

Ukraine’s government is ac-
cusing the pro-Russia rebels of
violating the cease-fire by firing
on Ukrainian troops.

Polish president: US still important ally

WARSAW, Poland — The Unit-
ed States remains “a very impor-
tant ally” to Poland and that will
not change despite the leak of dis-
paraging remarks by the coun-
try’s top diplomat, the president
said Monday.

President  Bronislaw  Ko-
morowski spoke a day after the
magazine Wprost released a tran-
script in which Foreign Minister
Radek Sikorski said Poland’s al-
liance with the U.S. is worthless
and even harmful for the eastern
European country because it cre-
ated a false sense of security.

“The United States is our very
important ally and partner,”
Komorowski told reporters in
Warsaw.

Transcripts of bugged restau-

rant conversations between top
officials are rocking Prime Min-
ister Donald Tusk’s center-right
government and critics have
urged that it resign.

Earlier Monday, Tusk said he
will not dismiss officials whose
compromising conversations
were caught on tape in what he
called a “criminal” action by “ill-
intentioned people.”

Sikorski asserted Monday that
organized crime was behind the
secret recordings.

“The government was attacked
by an organized crime group,”
Sikorski said in Luxembourg.
“We don’t yet know who stands
behind it.”

He offered no proof for his
statement.

The magazine says the record-
ings came from a “businessman”
who did not do the taping and

were made in the private VIP
rooms of Warsaw restaurants.

In the transcript released by
Whprost, Sikorski used vulgar
terms while telling the former fi-
nance minister, Jacek Rostowski,
the Polish-U.S. alliance is not
helping Poland.

“The Polish-American alliance
isn’t worth anything. It is even
harmful because it gives Poland
a false sense of security,” Sikor-
ski said. “(We are) suckers, total
suckers.”

Earlier, Wprost released a con-
versation between Central Bank
head Marek Belka and Interior
Minister Bartlomiej Sienkiewicz
where they discussed how the
bank could help the governing
party win re-election in 2015, a
seeming violation of the bank’s
independence.

The group abducted another 20
women earlier this month from
the same area, the BBC reported.

Washington has been reluctant
to organize a rescue for political,
practical, logistical and organiza-
tional reasons. It also has to figure
out how to deal with the explosive
growth of much more dangerous
extremist groups that have con-
quered vast swaths of territory in
eastern Syria and western Irag
and are establishing a joint fun-
damentalist state in the heart of
the Middle East.

“There’d be the humanitarian
benefit” to attempting such a res-
cue in Nigeria, as well as a display
of U.S. power, prowess and resil-
ience,” said Seth Jones, associate
director of the International Se-
curity and Defense Policy Center
at the RAND Corp.

“And you’d also have the ben-
efit of dealing a major blow to a
Salafi terrorist organization with
ties to al-Qaida,” said Jones, who
formerly served in advisory roles
for Special Operations commands
in Afghanistan and at the Defense
Department.

Still, Jones said, he’d be against
it. “There are a lot of ways opera-
tions like this can go badly,” he
said. “If I were being asked, un-
less it was a pretty easy op, I'd
probably waive off.”

His stance is shared by Boko
Haram experts and a number
of U.S. military and civilian
officials.

ians, chances of success, strategic
benefits and the pressure to take
action. Malvesti, who formerly
served on the National Security
Council staff, identified the fac-
tors in a paper she wrote for the
Combating Terrorism Center at
West Point.

Special operation “operational
hazards” — collateral damage,
American casualties or mission
failure — can have long-stand-
ing effects on the nation, Malvesti
wrote.

“The Iranian hostage rescue
attempt is instructive in this re-
gard,” she wrote. The aborted
mission in 1980 not only cost the
lives of eight servicemembers
but it “also injured U.S. standing
on the world stage, highlighted
foreign perceptions of American
military impotence and raised
questions regarding (President)

Although an attempted rescue
of the girls would be popular in
many quarters, most other con-
siderations are problematic, ex-
perts and U.S. officials said.

Nigeria has a functioning gov-
ernment that the U.S. is trying to
influence, unlike Somalia, where
sovereignty isn’t much of an
issue because of its weak central
government.

Any potential rescue would
have to include the Nigerian mili-
tary in the lead — and its ability
to free the girls is “an open ques-

tion,” said Defense Secretary
Chuck Hagel.

But a successful rescue opera-
tion is probably beyond the ability
of any force, experts said.

“The truth is, all other hostage
rescues in Nigeria in the past
three years ... all the hostages
were killed on the spot,” said
Jacob Zenn, an analyst of Afri-
can and Eurasian affairs for The
Jamestown Foundation.

Among those was the attempt-
ed rescue by British and Nige-
rian commandos last year of a
British construction worker and
Italian colleague. Held for some
two years, they were shot to death
during the raid.

The girls have probably been
split up into six or more groups,
guarded by an unknown number
of Boko Haram fighters, perhaps
one for every 10 girls, experts

Joseph Kony, leader of the
Lord’s Resistance Army, which
operates in Uganda, Central Af-
rican Republic, the Democratic
Republic of the Congo and South
Sudan, kidnapped 30 girls in 1997,
Zenn said.

Aren’t some fetuses worth protecting?

he other day, I was standing at
the bus stop when I saw some-
thing that annoyed me. That’s not
unusual.

Lots of things annoy me about public
transportation, from healthy teenagers
who refuse to give up their seats to the el-
derly to people who try to pay their fares
with crumpled $5 bills, expecting change
(a giveaway that this is someone whose
Lexus is at the mechanic).

But there is the sort of annoyance that
just makes you shake your head and move
on, and then there is the sort of annoyance
that makes you want to wrestle the of-
fender to the ground and risk a conviction
for simple assault. On this particular day,
I contemplated what an orange jumpsuit
might do to my complexion.

There was a woman, so pregnant that
she should have paid for two fares, who
had a beer in one hand and a lit cigarette in
the other. I thought about taking a photo to
shame her on Facebook, but the skull-and-
flowers tattoo on her bare left calf made
me hesitate: This pregnant woman scared
me. My three weeks of self-defense classes
in 1983 were no match for her.

Why am I telling you this, other than to
coax some cheap chuckles? Just bear with
me.

This month, the Chester County, Pa.,
District Attorney’s Office announced it
was filing some charges under a rarely
used, somewhat controversial law that
criminalizes acts that result in the death
of a fetus.

Before the pro-choice purists start hy-
perventilating and reaching for their vagi-
nas in mass panic, I can assure them that
Roe v. Wade has not (yet) been overturned.

The prosecutor is using a law that holds
third parties who commit a crime against
a pregnant woman, thereby causing her
to miscarry, liable for the death of her un-
born child.

Because this comes uncomfortably close
to recognizing the humanity of the fetus,
legislatures that have passed such “fetal-
protection laws” have made sure to include
exceptions for the most common form of
killing a fetus: elective abortion. In other
words, a mother who decides to terminate
her pregnancy will generally not be held
criminally liable for that termination be-
cause Roe v. Wade is still the law of the
land.

Nonetheless, pro-choice groups have
been vocal in their opposition to these laws
and prosecutors because of that ubiquitous
slippery slope, the one that we don’t rec-
ognize in legalizing same-sex marriage or
marijuana, but that will send you squealing
like a greased pig into the pit of misogyny
and gender discrimination if you give dig-
nity to an unborn child killed by someone
other than her mother.

While some fetal-homicide laws do rec-
ognize the fetus as a “person,” most seem
to focus on protecting the rights of a preg-
nant woman who actually wants to keep
her child. Pennsylvania’s statute includes a
variety of crimes against unborn children,
including first- and second-degree murder.
“Unborn child” is defined as an individual
organism of the species Homo sapiens
from fertilization until live birth.

Pennsylvania’s law tracks fairly closely
the federal Unborn Victims of Violence Act
signed into law under George W. Bush in
2004, and which is informally known as
“Laci and Conner’s Law” after Laci Peter-
son, the pregnant woman murdered by her
husband, Scott Peterson.

Opponents of these laws feel that it’s

enough to charge someone with a crime
against the woman and ignore the more
troublesome, unseen child. They fear
people — like me, in fact — who think that
pregnant women who make reckless de-
cisions while custodians of a human life
they’ve helped to create should be held
criminally liable for damage to that child.

In the current climate, that’s unlikely to
happen. While there have been prosecu-
tions for the most egregious acts — smok-
ing crack, shooting heroin or trying to
commit suicide while pregnant — most of
these laws are aimed at seeking justice for
those who have long been denied it by a so-
ciety that shrinks back from the harshest
of truths: A pregnancy involves more than
one human being.

This frightens abortion-rights support-
ers, because they have spent several gener-
ations promoting the opposite idea, namely,
that a pregnant woman should have virtu-
ally complete autonomy over what happens
to her body during the nine months that
another life is forming within it.

Here is one example of that reasoning
from Farah Diaz-Tello, a lawyer with (what
irony!) National Advocates for Pregnant
Women, who argued in Mother Jones that
“charging a woman with manslaughter for
using drugs while pregnant is just a back-
door way of establishing legal personhood
for fetuses.”

And I would argue, so what’s wrong with
that?

Those without voices or status in soci-
ety deserve at least the minimum level of
respect, an understanding that their lives,
and their loss, matter.

And that’s regardless of what Mommy
Dearest might think.

Data show US manufacturing can thrive again

ost working-age Americans

have only heard about the

days when America’s factories

supplied goods to virtually the
entire world.

Now China, India and other low-cost
countries supply these goods. And before
China, in the 1970s and ’80s, it was Japan.

Indeed, two generations of Americans
have now come of age laboring under the
assumption that the United States can’t
compete with China and other low-cost
manufacturers. While that may have
been true a decade ago, it’s no longer true
today.

We recently completed an extensive re-
view of manufacturing costs in 25 top ex-
porting countries, which together account
for 90 percent of global manufacturing ex-
ports. We then ranked them, creating what
we call the “BCG Global Manufacturing
Cost-Competitiveness Index.”

What we found was that when the most-
important cost factors are considered
— such as total labor costs, energy, pro-
ductivity growth and currency exchange
rates — “low-cost” Brazil is now one of
the highest-cost manufacturing nations in
the world, Mexico is cheaper than China,
China is close to the United States (as are
most of the traditionally “low-cost” coun-
tries of eastern Europe), and the low-cost
leader in western Europe is none other
than the country that launched the Indus-
trial Revolution 250 years ago: the United

Kingdom.

The country with the lowest manufac-
turing costs, we found, was not China. It
was Indonesia. Indonesia was followed by
India, then Mexico and Thailand. China
came next, at No. S, followed closely by
Taiwan, and then the United States.

Significantly, we found that the conver-
gence in manufacturing costs between
China and the United States was due pri-
marily to the combination of rising labor
costs in China and higher productivity
levels and lower energy costs in the United
States. When transportation and other fac-
tors — such as product quality, intellectual
property rights and long-distance supply
chain issues — also are considered, for
many companies and product lines the al-
leged savings achieved by manufacturing
in China hardly seem worth it anymore.

For the record, the countries with the
highest manufacturing costs of the 25 we
studied were Australia, Switzerland, Bra-
zil, France, Italy and Belgium, all of which
have costs that are 20 percent to 30 percent
higher than U.S. costs.

The precise cost figures that we calcu-
lated provide just a current snapshot. More
important is the trend line.

Brazil, China, the Czech Republic, Po-
land and Russia all experienced significant
increases in relative manufacturing costs
since 2004. It was due to some combination
of sharp wage increases, lagging produc-
tivity growth, unfavorable currency swings
and dramatic energy cost increases.

Several countries that were relatively
expensive a decade ago, mostly in western
Europe, fell even further behind. Relative

to U.S. costs, average manufacturing costs
in Belgium rose 6 percent from 2004 to
2013; in Sweden, 7 percent; in France, 9
percent; in Italy, 10 percent. Due largely to
productivity gains, the UK held its own.

‘And the two countries making the great-
est gains in manufacturing competitive-
ness were the U.S. and Mexico. The key
reasons were stable wage growth, sus-
tained productivity gains, steady exchange
rates and the big energy cost advantage
the United States now enjoys, due to the
shale-gas boom.

Our findings have important implica-
tions for both companies and governments.
Many companies continue to see the Unit-
ed States as a high-cost manufacturer and
Latin America, eastern Europe and Asia,
especially China, as low-cost. In fact, the
new data show that what exists today is a
real competitive marketplace of manu-
facturing opportunities, with high-cost
and low-cost countries virtually every-
where. This changes the decision-making
process.

It also affects policymaking.

National leaders need to understand
that many factors affect manufacturing
competitiveness, including worker produc-
tivity, natural gas and electricity prices,
exchange rates and infrastructure. It's
not just labor costs. Only when they un-
derstand this can they formulate effective
policies.

Don’t repeat Iraq mistake in Afghanistan

s the Obama administration

grapples with how to respond to

the terrorist takeover of northern

Iraq, one consequence of the cri-
sis should be clear: There is an urgent need
to reassess the White House’s recently an-
nounced plans for Afghanistan — specifi-
cally, its pledge that all U.S. troops will be
withdrawn by the end of 2016, other than a
small contingent attached to our embassy
in Kabul.

Of course, Afghanistan is not Iraq; there
are key differences between the two coun-
tries. But there are also parallels and les-
sons from America’s experience in both
wars that we ignore at our peril.

As with Iraq three years ago, the White
House has justified the proposed Afghan
pullout as “ending” one of the wars it in-
herited. But as in Iraq, the planned exit
will do no such thing; rather, if carried
forward, the complete departure of U.S.
forces threatens to set the stage for the
unraveling of everything our military has
fought and sacrificed to achieve in Afghan-
istan, just as we now confront in Iraq.

In particular, the Obama administra-
tion’s plan for Afghanistan significantly
raises the risk that al-Qaida and its affili-
ates will be able to regenerate in the region
where the attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, were
plotted, with dangerous implications for
the security of the U.S. and its allies.

The United States has been able to de-
grade the terrorist threat in Afghanistan
and the neighboring tribal areas of Paki-
stan in recent years. But there is every rea-
son to think those gains will be reversed
unless we keep up the pressure. That will
be very difficult in the absence of a mili-
tary presence on the ground in Afghani-
stan — just as we have seen in Iraq, where
al-Qaida-linked networks were decimated
during the 2007-08 “surge,” only to return
with a vengeance after U.S. troops left in
late 2011.

Likewise, as in Iraq, the complete with-
drawal of our troops will remove a criti-

cal stabilizing factor from Afghanistan’s
still-fragile politics, create a vacuum that
encourages neighboring states to step up
unhelpful interference and heighten the
danger that the country will slide back into
civil war.

‘To make matters worse, the administra-
tion is also planning severe cuts in U.S.
funding for the Afghan National Security
Forces (ANSF) — compounding the risk
of a terrorist resurgence. Unlike oil-rich
Iraq, Afghanistan cannot afford to sustain
sufficient security forces on its own.

The number of authorized Afghan sol-
diers and police — which has grown to
approximately 352,000 since President
Barack Obama came to office — is slated
to be reduced to 228,500 by 2018. This
means cutting one-third of the Afghan
end strength that we have slowly and me-
thodically built up, and discharging more
than 100,000 military-age males onto the
streets. It flies in the face of common sense
to think the U.S. can simultaneously re-
move all of our own forces while dramati-
cally downsizing the ranks of our Afghan
allies without courting Irag-like disaster.

This in fact was the conclusion of a
congressionally mandated independent
assessment this year by the nonpartisan
Center for Naval Analyses, which bluntly
warned that the assumptions behind the
planned ANSF drawdown were “faulty”
and that proceeding with it will jeopardize
U.S. policy goals in Afghanistan.

The report also argues that “internation-
al support (to include the presence of [for-
eign military] advisors) will be required to
address the gaps in [ANSF] mobility, logis-
tics, air support, and intelligence gather-
ing through at least 2018.” ...

‘What makes the president’s timetable for
Afghanistan especially problematic is that,
by pulling the last troops from Afghani-
stan during his final days in office, he risks
bequeathing a disaster in the making to his
successor, hobbling the ability of our next
commander in chief to manage a vital re-
gion of the world from Day One.

The alternative to the administration’s

complete withdrawl is not to keep tens of
thousands of Americans in Afghanistan
fighting forever. This is a false choice; a
more cautious middle way is possible.

The number of U.S. forces in Afghani-
stan can be responsibly scaled back be-
tween now and 2016, as Afghan troops are
already increasingly bearing the burden
of the fight themselves and as Americans
withdraw from combat.

But rather than removing the entirety
of America’s military footprint from the
country on an artificial timetable, the Unit-
ed States can slow the pace of the draw-
down, leaving a residual coalition force on
a handful of bases around the country — as
our commanders on the ground reportedly
originally preferred. Decisions on the next
stages of transition can then be left to the
next administration, informed by condi-
tions on the ground.

At the same time, the Obama adminis-
tration should invest the political capital
necessary to sustain the current ANSF end
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strength.

While Washington’s actions or inactions
matter hugely, decisions by local leaders
in Afghanistan and Iraq will be decisive.
Afghans can learn from the missteps of
their counterparts in Baghdad — foremost
the need to govern inclusively and to seek a
long-term U.S. security partnership.

This year, Obama described the presi-
dency as a relay race, and in Afghanistan,
he still has the opportunity to leave his
successor a dramatically better situation
than he inherited — a presidential legacy
of which he and his national security team
can be rightfully proud. The alternative is
to rush to the exits and risk repeating in
Afghanistan mistakes that have contrib-
uted to the calamity we now face in Iraq.

World needs to take a dose of realism about Iraq

he swift victories of the Islamic

Statein Iraq and the Levantin Iraq

bring to mind the prescient words

of John Buchan in his famous 1916
spy novel “Greenmantle”: “There is a dry
wind blowing through the East, and the
parched grasses wait the spark.”

Buchan was writing about the wildfire of
revolt and secession running across the old
Ottoman Empire, which had for centuries
enjoyed suzerainty over much of the Mid-
dle East. Propped up through the late 19th
century by Britain and France, the sick
man of Europe was finally put out of his
misery after the First World War, his pos-
sessions divided by his erstwhile patrons.

Under the Sykes-Picot agreement, the
French share of the old Ottoman territory
was to include Mosul; Britain then discov-
ered the region had oil and placed it inside
British Iraq. A ferocious band of fanat-
ics aiming at a caliphate in both Iraq and
Syria captured the city last week, signal-
ing that the conveniently neat map drawn
by European imperialists at the height of
their power may finally be erased.

The caliphate remains a delusion; at
most, ISIL may help formalize the de facto
partition of Irag. But the flow of arms and
fanaticisms across porous borders raises
the specter of anarchy in many places that

were once exposed to European divide-
and-rule. Such evidently pre-modern phe-
nomena as tribalism and piracy, too, are
rampant from Somalia to Libya to Nigeria.

This should not force us into any nostal-
gia about the pseudo-Westphalian “peace”
of Asia and Africa. Clumsy deceit and ar-
rogance tainted, from the very beginning,
the secret Anglo-French plan to partition
Ottoman Syria and Mesopotamia after
World War I. The Syrians, who desired
unity, were divided. Mesopotamia’s various
communities — Sunnis, Kurds, Shiites, all
of whom wanted to preserve the autonomy
they enjoyed under the Ottomans — were
corralled into the new kingdom of Iraq.
Evidently, “London either was not aware
of, or had given no thought to, the popula-
tion mix of the Mesopotamian provinces,”
as David Fromkin wrote in “A Peace to
End All Peace.”

Such stability as existed in the Middle
East after formal decolonization was
achieved at a high price in blood and terror.
Only ruthless despots, helped by the secret
police and rival foreign powers, could keep
their non-melting pots of ethnic and reli-
gious communities from boiling over.

The Anglo-American invasion of Iraq
in 2003 shifted the country’s internal bal-
ance of terror, empowering the Kurds and
the Shiites at the expense of the Sunnis. In
2011, a politicized young population then
doomed the status quo everywhere else in

the Arab world, exposing societies from
Bahrain to Libya to fresh turmoil and, as
in Egypt, unreconstructed dictatorship.

These unanticipated effects of the Arab
Spring and a war waged ostensibly for free-
dom and democracy confirm that, far from
making history with decisive moves and
moral clarity, human beings are entangled
in many ambiguous histories. Their ac-
tions continually generate their own set of
unpredictable consequences.

However, the most commonplace re-
sponse among Western commentators,
if not a war-weary public, to the ongoing
remapping of the Middle East has been
narcissistic: shock and despair, followed
shortly thereafter by breast-beating and
accusations that American and European
leaders are not doing enough. Low-inten-
sity recriminations grow into a hysterical
clamor for airstrikes whenever some obvi-
ously bad guys are sighted.

There is almost no examination of the
antiquated assumptions of order and con-
trol that underpin laments about Western
apathy and indecisiveness. These mainly
derive in Britain and France from their
prettified imperial ventures, and in the
United States from the successful invasion
and occupation of Japan and Germany.

Both projects of geopolitical and human
engineering were attempted in historical
circumstances very different from ours. It
is sobering to remember that swords were

turned into plowshares in Japan and Ger-
many only after they had completed their
destructive work — that is, after turning
many countries into wastelands.

The world today is much less amenable
to rational manipulation than it was in
1918 or 1945. Globalized elites hold that
economic self-interest motivates humans
everywhere, and that the Internet, mobile
phones and cheap air travel are helping all
of us escape old, parochial identities.

The reality is that imbalances of power,
wealth and productivity are magnified
many more times in our age. One result
is that ethnic and religious loyalties, and
notions of honor and dignity, have become
more seductive than iPhones and elections.
Meanwhile, despots in nation-states such
as Iraq and Syria have lost the monopoly of
force even within their own territories.

The resulting mayhem won’t be ended
by the sole international power that enjoys
a global monopoly of force. At best, the U.S.
can contain some of the violence, and then
only, it turns out, with the help of region-
al powers — a despised old enemy (Iran)
and the erratic successor of the Ottoman
Empire (Turkey). Swords unsheathed as a
century-old dispensation collapses in the
Middle East can’t be alchemized into plow-
shares anytime soon.

The 41st Daytime Emmy
Awards might forever be remem-
bered as the one with the online
buffering.

The best in daytime talk, soap
operas and news gathered Sun-
day at the Beverly Hilton Hotel in
Beverly Hills, Calif., for the an-
nual ceremony, hosted by crude
funnywoman Kathy Griffin. The
#trendingtopic throughout the
night was the online elephant in
the room.

This year marked the first time
that the ceremony did not air on
TV. Unable to secure a broadcast
home, the long-running awards
show, which drew as many as 20
million viewers in its heyday, in-
stead was streamed live online —
which didn’t go unacknowledged.

Eric Martsolf, upon accepting
the night’s first award for sup-
porting actor in a drama for his
work as Brady Black on “Days of
Our Lives,” wondered if his sons
were “watching me on (their)
iPads, but I know (they’re) not.”

Griffin, during a comedy bit
later, calmed the rowdy audience
by saying, “It’s not even a real
show; it’s like Twitter. Relax.”

But awards, bestowed by the
National Academy of Television
Arts & Sciences, were indeed
handed out during the commer-
cial-free webcast.

CBS’ “The Young and the Rest-
less,” which led all contenders
heading into the ceremony, took
six trophies Sunday night, includ-
ing the top prize as best drama.

“The Ellen DeGeneres Show”
took the Emmy for entertainment
talk show.

“Good Morning America” won
best morning show, and Tele-
mundo’s “El Nuevo Dia” won best
morning show in Spanish.

In the legal showdown, “The
People’s Court” won its case.
Steve Harvey left with two tro-
phies: one as game show host
for “Family Feud,” the other for
“Steve Harvey,” for best informa-
tive talk show.

Syndicated veteran ‘“Jeopar-
dy!” was named best game show.
Elsewhere, Dr. Mehmet Oz tied
for best talk show host with Katie
Couric, whose daytime talker was
canceled after two seasons.

Given the ceremony’s platform,
achievements in the online space
rightfully received airtime.

The old GM haunts lifers Barra, Reuss

Ignition crisis a
bitter reminder of
pre-bankruptcy
company culture

The unfolding horror of the ig-
nition switch crisis is a bitter pill
for engineers and General Mo-
tors lifers like CEO Mary Barra
and global product chief Mark
Reuss, who chafed under the old
cost-driven culture that created
so many mediocre and poor ve-
hicles. The two engineers knew
they had a chance for a fresh start
for GM after bankruptcy.

“We got professional at ra-
tionalizing” why GM’s vehicles
weren’t better, Reuss said last
year, months before the current
crisis. “That was humiliating
to us as engineers. We knew we
could do better.”

He and Barra worked side by
side in those days and believed
they had turned the corner when
Consumer Reports chief of au-
tomotive testing declared last
year: “The new vehicles GM has
introduced post-bankruptcy have
been hits. Clearly, car people are
now in charge.”

Just when they thought they
were free, the old GM reached
out and dragged them back.

At least 13 dead — incompe-
tence, inattention and almost cer-
tainly some active wrongdoing to
hide evidence from even internal
watchdogs. The “history of fail-
ures” attorney Anton Valukas
report chronicles is almost cer-
tainly worse than they could have
imagined.

The fact that neither Barra,
Reuss nor any of GM’s other lead-
ers and top engineers knew about
the problem is not an acquittal.
It’s an indictment. It’s proof that
terms like “silos” and “fiefdoms”
are more than corporate buzz-
words. They can be Killers.

“Nobody took responsibility”
for figuring out what was wrong.
Barra said. “There was no dem-
onstrated sense of
urgency.”

Safety and qual-
ityareeverybody’s
responsibility, she
told GM’s 200,000
employees from
Detroit to Rio to
Shanghai. If they
see a problem
and aren’t satis-
fied with how it’s
being addressed,
they should email
her personally.

Assuming accountability like
that is admirable and risky. Barra
showed GM employees they’re
all responsible for safety by tak-
ing responsibility herself. GM’s
CEO never gets to claim igno-
rance again. The buck stops on
her desk.

But the key to regaining cus-
tomers’ trust and restoring em-

ployees’ pride in the company lies
in preventing problems, not fix-
ing them after the fact.

The root of this whole sad story
— before somebody ordered a new
part and hid the evidence, before
the first customer
complaint ~ was
undervalued, be-
fore the first ac-
cident — lies in
what engineers
call “failure mode
analysis.”

Simply put, that
means going over
every system and
asking, “What’s
the worst thing
that can happen
if this doesn’t
work?”

Somebody got the answer tragi-
cally wrong when they decided
the worst result of an engine
shutoff was a vehicle coasting to
the edge of the road as the driver
wrestles with the steering wheel.
They forgot to ask if the air bags
would still work.

GM has changed its failure

analysis procedure, Reuss said
Thursday. Barra, Reuss and
President Dan Ammann will all
participate in the decision to re-
call a vehicle. Before February
they did not. It should also be
impossible to change a part now
without letting the whole organi-
zation know.

“The system in place today pre-
vents that from ever happening
again,” Reuss said. “The people
who missed the defect may have
been too close” to the part or proj-
ect to see the whole picture and
understand what havoc the bad
ignition switches would wreak.

“Each one of us has the power
to make GM a better, more cus-
tomer-focused company,” Barra
told employees. “This is a test of
our character and our values. In
the end, 'm not afraid of the truth
and I know you aren’t either.”

If the new system works, and
if everybody at GM takes the
company’s recent failings as
personally as Barra and Reuss
appeared to Thursday, they may
have begun a new chapter in the
company’s history.

ing the stables. The platoon
conducts an average of 1,700 fu-
nerals per year between all five ser-
vice branches. The honor is reserved for all officers,
warrant officers, sergeants major (E-9, the highest
enlisted rank) and anyone killed in the line of duty,
Ford said.

“Priority is to those killed in action,” Ford said.

Saddles must be cleaned, horses too — whether
they like it or not. Like their human counterparts,
some are rather grumpy as they get hosed down.
After the showers the horses are dried off and
brushed down. Shoes are checked and horses are
dressed. Afterward the horses are brought outside
and hooked up to the caissons that carry the re-
mains. The whole process takes several hours.

Each horse has a distinct personality, and soldiers
have their favorites. Mickey is missing an eye. An-
other is known to be rowdy in the shower. Some hors-
es get along better than others, and certain horses
don’t like to follow others once they are hooked to the
caisson.

“Working with the horses is its own reward, and
being able to be part of a tradition so steeped in his-
tory is amazing, but the greatest honor of being able

The horses pull a caisson, a
replica of an early 20th-Century
wagon used for 7Smm cannons and
originally equipped with ammuni-
tion chests, tools and more. There are
five caissons in the fleet, and the Old Guard is in
the process of upgrading their carriages. The fifth
caisson is used for training purposes.

The caisson team is made up of seven horses, but
six horses pull caisson through the cemetery. Only
the left side of the team has riders — another aspect
steeped in tradition.

“The seventh horse is ridden off the team to allow
the section chief to move independently of the team
to ensure the routes are clear and passable, and to
coordinate with the marching troops prior to the fu-
neral service,” Ford said.

In battles, the horses on the right side were used

for carrying provisions and could re-
place a main horse if needed. Caissons
were used to haul the dead and wounded
from the battlefield in addition to carry-
ing ammunition. The field artillery used
a six horse hitch, and today the platoon
uses their equipment, tack, techniques
and their training methods laid out in the
artillery manual printed by the Army in
1942, Ford said.

“We perform the exact same funeral ser-
vice when two family members are in atten-
dance as we do when half of Maryland has

Jjourneyed to our cemetery, because the departed
has earned those honors,” Ford said.

Special funerals have a caparisoned, or “cap”
horse, where empty boots are positioned backward
in the stirrups. This horse would follow the caisson
with the casket and was usually led by a single foot
soldier. At Arlington, that happens when an Army
or Marine Corps officer was ranked a colonel or
above. The most famous cap horse at Fort Myer is
Sgt. York — named after the World War I soldier
Alvin C. York — who walked behind President Ron-
ald Reagan’s caisson.

According to the small museum in the stables
at Fort Myer, one of the earliest examples of a cap
horse in the United States was the funeral of George
Washington. His horse, carrying his saddle, holsters
and pistols, was led behind the procession. Abraham
Lincoln, however, was the first president to be hon-
ored with a caparisoned horse in a state funeral.

According to the museum, the use of a cap horse
originated in the ancient custom of sacrificing a
horse at the burial of a warrior. It symbolized that
a soldier had fallen as a warrior and would ride no
more. Eventually that evolved into the horse being
rider-less during funeral processions to symbolize
the fallen warrior.

“QOur actions in Arlington Cemetery tell the surviv-
ing family members that they are not alone in their
grief, they are not alone in their loss,” Ford said.

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US hinterlands woo Chinese firms

PINE HILL, Ala. — Burdened
with Alabama’s highest unem-
ployment rate, long abandoned by
textile mills and furniture plants,
Wilcox County desperately needs
jobs.

They’re coming, and from a
most unlikely place: Henan prov-
ince, China, 7,600 miles away.

Henan’s Golden Dragon Precise
Copper Tube Group opened a plant
here last month. It will employ
more than 300 in a county known
less for job opportunities than for
lakes filled with bass, pine forests
rich with wild turkey and boar
and muddy roads best negotiated
in four-wheel-drive trucks.

“Jobs that pay $15 an hour are
few and far between,” said Dot-
tie Gaston, an official in nearby
Thomasville.

What’s happening in Pine
Hill is starting to happen across
America.

After decades of siphoning jobs
from the United States, China is

creating some. Chinese companies
invested a record $14 billion in the
United States last year, according
to the Rhodium Group research
firm. Collectively, they employ
more than 70,000 Americans, up
from virtually none a decade ago.

Powerful forces — narrowing
wage gaps, tumbling U.S. energy
prices, the vagaries of currency
markets — are pulling Chinese
companies across the Pacific.
Mayors and economic develop-
ment officials have lined up to wel-
come Chinese investors. Southern
states, touting low labor and
land costs, have been especially
aggressive.

Inthe case of the Pine Hill plant,
tax breaks, some Southern hospi-
tality and a tray of homemade ba-
nana pudding helped, too.

“Get off the plane and the mayor
is waiting for you,” said Hong
Kong billionaire Ronnie Chan.

In March, Dothan, Ala., held a
two-day U.S.-China manufactur-
ing symposium, drawing dozens
of potential Chinese investors. On

sale were T-shirts reading: “Ni
hao, y’all” — combining the Chi-
nese version of “hello” with a col-
loquial Southernism.

Chinese executives wandered
around during a street festival,
experiencing Americana by snap-
ping photos of vintage ’60s muscle
cars. A Chinese company, in a deal
negotiated before the symposium,
announced it would bring a 3D
printing operation to Dothan.

Among other Chinese projects
in the United States that are creat-
ing jobs:

®In Moraine, Ohio, Chinese
glassmaker Fuyao Glass Industry
Group Co. is taking over a plant
that General Motors abandoned
in 2008 and creating at least 800

jobs. The site puts Fuyao within
four hours’ drive of auto plants in
Ohio, Kentucky and Indiana.

mIn Lancaster County, S.C.
Chinese textile ~manufacturer
Keer Group is investing $218 mil-
lion in a plant to make industrial
yarn and will employ 500. South
Carolina nudged the deal along
with a $4 million grant.

mIn Gregory, Texas, Tianjin
Pipe is investing over $1 billion in
a factory that makes pipes for oil
and gas drillers. The company ex-
pects to begin production late this
year or early in 2015. It will have
50 to 70 employees by the end of
this year and 400 to S00 by the end
of 2017.

The United States and China
have long maintained a lopsided
relationship: China makes things.
America buys them. The U.S.
trade deficit in goods with China
last year hit a record $318 billion,
and for three decades, numerous
U.S. manufacturers have moved
operations to China.

The flow is at least starting to
move the other way.

Murray routs Belglan to open ti

LONDON — Andy Murray ar-
rived on Centre Court to a stand-
ing ovation and left to another.

After ending Britain’s 77-year
wait for a homegrown men’s
champion at Wimbledon last year,
Murray got off to a strong start
Monday in his bid to become the
first to retain the title since Fred
Perry in 1936.

In keeping with tradition, Mur-
ray had the honor of playing the
opening match on Centre Court as
the defending men’s champion —
and looked right at home in beat-
ing David Goffin 6-1, 6-4, 7-5.

Murray broke the 105th-ranked
Belgian four times, saved the only
two break points against him and
sealed the contest with an ace, his
eighth of the match. It was Mur-
ray’s 450th tour-level match win.

Murray received a huge ova-
tion when he strode onto the court
where he beat Novak Djokovic in
last year’s final, soaking in the
applause and giving a wave to
the crowd — including those fans
who queued up for tickets over-
night for the rare chance to see a
reigning British champion.

“It was nice,” Murray said. “I
was nervous this morning, ner-
vous yesterday. Walking through
brings back a lot of good memo-
ries. I got a nice round of applause
and once you sit down in a chair
it’s time to get ready for this year

and move on from last year.”

Murray’s new coach, former
women’s champion Amelie Mau-
resmo, sat in the front row of the
guest box but showed little emo-
tion throughout the match. Mur-
ray said the two spoke over dinner
last week about the pressures
of returning to Centre Court as
reigning champ.

“One of the things she said is
she tried to take in the atmosphere
and the experience of walking out
as defending champion,” Murray
said. “You never know if you’ll get
the chance to do it again.”

Murray was on top of his game
from the outset, sailing through

the first set in 29 minutes, and
closing out the second with an
ace. Goffin was overpowered
for the first two sets but raised
his level in the third and pushed
Murray hard.

“In the second and third sets
I thought the standard was very
high,” Murray said. “He came
up with some unbelievable pass-
ing shots. I was glad to finish it in
three.”

Among other men’s winners
was sixth-seeded and 2010 run-
ner-up Tomas Berdych, who beat
Victor Hanescu 6-7 (5), 6-1, 6-4,
6-3. No. 11 Grigor Dimitrov, No.
12 Ernests Gulbis and No. 17
Mikhail Youzhny also advanced.

In women’s play, second-seeded
Li Na of China advanced with a
7-5, 6-2 win over Paula Kania of
Poland. Li, the 2011 French Open
champion, rallied to win the last
four games of the first set after
being down a service break at 5-3.

Five-time champion Venus Wil-
liams won her first singles match
at Wimbledon since 2011, posting
a6-4, 4-6, 6-2 victory over Maria-
Teresa Torro-Flor of Spain.

Williams lost in the first round
in 2012 and missed last year’s
tournament with a back injury.

Sloane Stephens, the 18th-
seeded American, had her streak
of reaching the second week at
six consecutive Grand Slam tour-
naments ended with a 6-2, 7-6
(6) loss to 109th-ranked Maria
Kirilenko of Russia.

Wie's first major mirrors career

Path to US Women'’s Open title had its share of ups and downs

PINEHURST, N.C. — The road Michelle
Wie took to a U.S. Women’s Open title was
unlike any other, and suddenly insignifi-
cant. Whether this was a long time coming
was the least of her cares.

The biggest star in women’s golf had her
name on the biggest trophy.

She never looked happier.

“Ohmy God, I can’t even think straight,”
Wie said Sunday after a two-shot victory
over Stacy Lewis to claim her first major.

The final three holes at Pinehurst No. 2
were filled with ups and downs that Wie
knows as well as anyone in golf. She re-
sponded with a performance worthy of the
hype that had been heaped on her since she
‘was a teenager.

With a three-shot lead on the 16th hole,
Wie nearly threw it all away with one poor
decision, only keeping the lead by making
a nervy S-foot putt for double bogey. And
right when it looked as though this would
end badly, the 24-year-old from Hawaii re-
sponded with the putt of her life that made
her a Women’s Open champion.

Facing a 25-foot birdie putt on 17 that
was fast and dangerous, Wie pumped her
fist when it fell, then pounded her fist twice
to celebrate the moment.

“That kind of emotion, that kind of pres-
sure ...

was a 15-year-old am-
ateur at Cherry Hills,

next day because of injuries.

She had been one of the biggest stars in
women’s golf since she was 13 and played
in the final group of a major. Her popular-
ity soared along with criticism when she
competed against the men on the PGA
Tour while still in high school and talked
about wanting to play in the Masters.

That seems like a lifetime ago.

The 6-foot Wie is all grown up. She is a
Stanford graduate, popular among pros of
both genders, and now a major champion.

“I can’t believe this is happening,” Wie
said.

It almost didn’t.

Just like her so much of her life, the path
included a sharp twist no one saw coming.

Wie started the final round tied with
Amy Yang, took the lead when Yang made
double bogey on No. 2 and didn’t let anyone

catch her the rest of the day.

In trouble on the tough fourth hole, she
got up-and-down from 135 yards with an
8-iron into 3 feet. Right when Lewis was
making a big run, Wie answered by ripping
a drive on the shortened par-5 10th and hit-
ting a cut 8-iron into 10 feet for eagle and a
four-shot lead.

She had not made a bogey since the first
hole — and then it all nearly unraveled.

From a fairway bunker on the 16th, hold-
ing a three-shot lead, she stayed aggressive
and hit hybrid from the sand.

“I'was kind of a dummy for not laying up
‘when I was in that situation,” she said. “And
it kind of bit me in the butt. But I laughed it
off. Stuff like that does happen.”

The only time panic began to set in was
‘when no one could find her ball. It finally
was located after a three-minute search,
buried in a wiregrass bush. She quickly
and wisely took a penalty drop behind her
in the fairway to limit the damage, chipped
to about 35 feet and ran that putt some S
feet by the hole.

Miss it and she would be tied.

Bent over in that table-top putting stance,
she poured it in to avoid her first three-putt
of the week. Smiling as she left the green,
she hit 8-iron to 25 feet and delivered a putt
that will surely rank among the highlights
in U.S. Women’s Open history.

Wie finished at 2-under 278, the only
player to beat par in the second week of
championship golf at Pinehurst. Martin
Kaymer won by eight shots last week at 9-
under 271, the second-lowest score in U.S.
Open history.

“I think that without your downs, with-
out the hardship, I don’t think you appreci-
ate the ups as much as you do,” Wie said,
the gleaming trophy at her side. “I think
the fact that I struggled so much, the fact
that I kind of went through a hard period
of my life, the fact that this trophy is right
next to me, it means so much more to me
than it ever would have when I was 15.

“I feel extremely lucky.”

Anthony
opts to hit
free agency

NEW YORK — Carmelo Anthony is put-
ting himself on the free agent market.

Anthony has informed the New York
Knicks of his long-expected plans, two
people with knowledge of the details said
Sunday.

Anthony had a Monday deadline to ter-
minate the final year of his contract. He
filed the paperwork on Friday, one of the
people told The Associated Press on the
condition of anonymity because no official
announcements were made.

Anthony has repeatedly said he planned
to explore free agency this summer. Team
president Phil Jackson told the All-Star for-
ward after the season he may want to delay
the decision and play out the final year of
his deal, which would have paid him $23.3
million, but Anthony is going ahead with
his previous plans.

He told the Knicks he was sticking to his
intentions during a recent meeting in Los
Angeles with Jackson, general manager
Steve Mills and new coach Derek Fisher,
and has now made it official.

He will be eligible to negotiate with
teams starting July 1.

Teams such as Chicago, Houston, Dal-
las and Miami have been mentioned as
potential suitors for Anthony, a two-time
Olympic gold medalist who led the NBA in
scoring in 2012-13.

Report: Politics had no role
in Sandusky probe

HARRISBURG, Pa. — A report released
Monday detailing the handling of the Jerry
Sandusky child molestation case faults
police and prosecutors for long delays in
bringing charges but found no evidence
that politics affected the investigation.

The report, commissioned by Demo-
cratic Attorney General Kathleen Kane
and written by former federal prosecutor
Geoff Moulton, by a former federal pros-
ecutor blamed a three-year time lapse in
filing charges on communication prob-
lems, an e of a 1998 i
about the former Penn State coach and a
failure to take certain investigative steps
early on.

“The facts show an inexcusable lack of
urgency in charging and stopping a se-
rial sexual predator,” said Kane, who had
vowed to conduct a review of the investiga-
tion while running for office. “The report
documents that more investigative work
took place in just one month in 2011 than
in all of either 2009 or 2010.”

Moulton said his review, including inter-
nal emails by state prosecutors, “revealed
no direct evidence that electoral politics
influenced any important decision made in
the Sandusky investigation.”

“The
mix of looks at the World Cup of soccer is
welcomed, and it can allow for new ideas
and product concepts to come to life.”

Latin Americans cheer
each other — for now

RIO DE JANEIRO — Latin
Americans are cheering for each
other at the World Cup. But that
camaraderie will disappear in
a few days when the knockout
games arrive.

For now, there’s Latin fusion.

Brazilian Samba is drowned
out by Mexican Mariachi or
by Cumbias from Colombia.
Mexicans roam around in giant,
drooping sombreros. Argentines
wear masks depicting Maradona,
Lionel Messi or Pope Francis.
Uruguayans lug around thermos
bottles of hot water for their fa-
mous herbal tea, called
mate.

“It’s not Brazil's fault,” said
Martinez, who works as a casino
croupier. “It’s the fault of Argen-
tina with the wrecked economy
we have. But this is a once-in-a-
lifetime thing, so you do it.”

The next two World Cups in
Russia and Qatar will be too
far away, not to mention lan-
guage problems. Though Brazil-
ians speak Portuguese, Spanish
speakers can usually communi-
cate with them — or guess what’s
being said.

“I feel very at home here,” said
Cristhian Recalde, who traveled
from Guayaquil, Ecuador, with
his brother Roger.

“I spent 1¥2 years in Europe —
in Spain. They speak

Fans from neighboring
countries have swarmed
into Brazil — in buses, vans, and
at least one on a bicycle all the
way from Mexico.

Argentines blanketed Rio’s Co-
pacabana beach, spilling out of
trucks and motorhomes parked
from one end to the other along
the 2.5-mile promenade. Most
arrived without tickets. About
50,000 were encamped in Rio, and
the Argentine embassy expects
100,000 for the final group match
against Nigeria on Wednesday in
Porto Alegre.

Fans have hugged, drank,
danced in costumes and belted out
a cappella renditions of national
anthems at the kickoff. Stadi-
ums have been deafening, driven
partly by passionate Latinos.

“The influx of Latin American
supporters is above our expecta-
tions,” said Roberto Alzir, a top
Rio de Janeiro state security of-
ficial in charge of policing the
World Cup.

There have also been a few ugly
street scenes, one with Brazilians
and Argentines in Belo Horizonte
hurling beer bottles and insults
at each other. In Rio, about 100
Chileans fans rampaged through
the Maracana media area, and at
least 10 Argentine fans were de-
tained after jumping fences at the
famous stadium to see their team
play Bosnia-Herzegovina.

“When they said the World Cup
would be in Brazil, we started
packing,” said Argentine Juan
Jose Martinez, who drove 36
hours in a van non-stop from
Cordoba, Argentina, with friend
Pedro Luis Esquivel and two
others.

It’s been costly. Argentina’s re-
cent debt crisis has seen the peso
plunge in value against Brazil’s
real.

Munching on a fast-food burger
and fries, the two estimated the
price for the meal in Brazil was
four times that in Argentina.

“We know the reputation of Ar-
gentines is not to so good around
Latin America,” said Martinez,
the casino croupier. He blamed
that on residents of the capital
Buenos Aires, who like big-city
dwellers in New York or Paris,
can be disliked in the rest of the
country.

Mexican brothers Francisco
Sanchez and Alfredo Machuca,
from the U.S.-Mexico border city
of Matamoros, said they would
support any Latin American team
if Mexico were eliminated.

“But to be honest, we identify
more with people in Colombia
than others from the south like
Uruguay, Argentina or Brazil,”
Sanchez said.

Dutch score win over Chile

Paris Saint-Germain midfield-
er Marco Verratti is set to return
in midfield for Italy and left wing
back Mattia De Sciglio is ready
to play after missing the open-
ing two matches due to an injured
thigh muscle.

Uruguay is a familiar opponent
for Italy. The Azzurri beat the
South American side in a penalty
shootout in the third-place match
of last year’s Confederations Cup.
Italy goalkeeper Gianluigi Buf-
fon stopped three penalties in
the shootout, which followed an
entertaining 2-2 draw in which
Edinson Cavani scored both goals
for Uruguay.

Italy is just as familiar for Uru-
guay, though.

We’ll play on the coun-
ter attack.

“Italy’s loss to Costa Rica sur-
prised us,” Caceres added. “It
would have been better for us if
the Azzurri had won. That way a
draw would be enough for both
teams.”

Algeria
ends win

LISBON, Portugal — Portugal fans
searching for explanations for their team’s
disappointing World Cup performances
are finding plenty of possible culprits.

A last-gasp 2-2 draw against the United
States on Sunday, following a 4-0 thrash-
ing by Germany, has left the Portuguese
on the verge of a first-round exit from the
tournament in Brazil.

Returning home after the group stage
would be a stunning upset for team ranked
fourth in the world by FIFA. That possibil-
ity comes after Spain, Portugal’s Iberian
neighbor, saw its World Cup title defense
come to an end after just two games.

The finger-pointing in Portugal began
Monday. Targets for criticism included the
team’s perceived over-dependence on star
Cristiano Ronaldo, poor physical prepara-
tion, misguided organization for the tourna-
ment, coach Paulo Bento’s failure to bring
new players into the team, and a squad that’s
thin on quality midfielders and strikers.

Ronaldo gave a candid assessment after

the game in Manaus, where Silvestre Va-
rela’s equalizer in added time kept alive
Portugal’s slender hopes of advancing.

“We’re probably just an average team.
I'd be lying if I said we were a top team,”
Ronaldo said. “Portugal was never a fa-
vorite (at the World Cup). I honestly never
thought I would be World Cup champion.”

The Real Madrid player recalled Por-
tugal’s troubled qualification for the tour-
nament, which it reached via the playoffs.
“We have to be humble and know what
we’re capable of,” he said.

Ronaldo also indicated he is below his
best form. “Recently I haven’t been how I
had hoped,” he said.

Radio station Renascenca described
Portugal’s performance a “fiasco” and

ublic 1 from the
Portuguese Football Federation. Callers
to Portuguese radio phone-in programs
mostly expressed anger at their team’s
showing.

Unhappy fans listed their grievances.

Bento, the coach since 2010, hasn’t de-
veloped or refreshed his team, they said.
Against Germany, Portugal showed just

one change from the team that faced the
Germans at the European Championship
two years ago.

The squad has little depth. It is thin on
quality midfielders and strikers. Eder, a
forward with unheralded Portuguese club
Braga, has never even played in the Cham-
pions League but led the Portuguese at-
tack against the United States. That adds
to the pressure on Ronaldo, even though
his recent left knee problems apparently
have made him reluctant to overly exert
himself.

A spate of injuries has put fitness staff
under the spotlight. Against Germany,
three Portuguese players had to be re-
placed. Against the United States, another
two went off. “It’s not normal to have so
many injuries,” said striker Helder Posti-
ga, one of the casualties Sunday.

Some people have also questioned the
wisdom of picking Campinas, near Sao
Paulo, for Portugal’s training camp. That
allowed the players little time to accli-
matize to the jungle humidity of Manaus
where they faced the Americans.

Russia to advance

PORTO ALEGRE, Brazil —
Islam Slimani scored one goal and
assisted on two more as Algeria
swept to a 4-2 victory over South
Korea on Sunday to become the
first African team to score four
goals in a World Cup match.

The result gives Algeria a first
World Cup win since 1982 and
moves it into second place in
Group H with one match left to
play, against Russia.

Slimani opened the scoring
with a fine solo goal after 26 min-
utes as his team raced into a 3-0
lead at halftime. However, it then
had to withstand a South Korean
fight back after the break to se-
cure the points.

“The first period was almost
perfect,” Algerian coach Vahid
Halilhodzic said. “I'd like to dedi-
cate this victory to the fans and
the Algerian people who have
been waiting for this for many,
many years.”

Defeat for South Korea means
it must now beat already-quali-
fied Belgium and hope that other
results go its way to progress to
the knockout stages.

Belgium leads with six points,
Algeria now has three, while Rus-
sia and the South Koreans have
one apiece.

Halilhodzic had promised
changes after an opening 2-1 de-
feat to Belgium and introduced
five new players on Sunday, es-
sentially rebuilding its attack.

Algeria dominated the open-
ing 15 minutes, with midfield
playmaker Sofiane Feghouli and
Slimani both coming close. South
Korea struggled to keep posses-

sion in the middle of the pitch and
was toothless going forward.

Slimani, one of three Algeria
scorers who didn’t start against
Belgium, finally broke the dead-
lock, running onto a through ball
between two defenders, control-
ling it once and then steering it
past Jung Sung-ryong.

Algeria, which failed to score
at the 2010 World Cup, doubled
its lead two minutes later when
defender Rafik Halliche power-
fully headed in a corner after
Jung came off his line but failed

to make contact with the ball.

Algeria’s third also came from
a long ball, which Slimani neatly
pulled back to Abdelmoumene
Djabou, who was in space and
side-footed home from close to
the penalty spot.

“The coach gave me clear in-
structions and they worked,” said
Slimani, who was voted Algerian
player of the year in 2013. “We
didn’t get a good start to the tour-
nament but I think we played a
good match today. I hope we can
qualify, God willing.”

RIO DE JANEIRO — Twice
now, Belgium has relied on a late
revival boosted by stamina and its
bench to turn desperate situations
around at the World Cup. On Sun-
day, it was teenager Divock Origi
who turned a listless Belgian per-
formance into a late 1-0 win over
Russia, enough to qualify for the
next round.

Belgium barely contained a re-
invigorated Russia for most of the
match, yet struck with a blister-
ing late spurt of class and oppor-
tunism to turn a bad situation into
a wild, fist-pumping celebration
for coach Marc Wilmots and his
team in the 88th minute.

“Why were we good in last 10
minutes? Simple, the others were
tired,” said Wilmots. “The Rus-
sians were so tired they looked at
their feet, and it offered us chanc-
es to counter.”

After its dour 1-1 draw with
South Korea, Russia produced
the kind of sparkle and domi-
nance that most had been expect-
ed more from Belgium in front of
73,819 increasingly restless fans
at Maracana stadium.

With Belgian King Philippe
looking on, substitute Kevin Mi-
rallas hit a freekick against the
post in 84th minute, setting off
the amazing turnaround. At first
it appeared as if late flashes from
Eden Hazard would only camou-
flage a dismal performance.

But then the playmaker made a
move into the area on the left and
spotted Origi free in the center. A
pinpoint pass from Hazard and
cool right-foot finishing from the
19-year-old Origi gave Belgium
the victory.

“Nobody could have thought
this possible,” said Origi, who
was only called into the squad

because No. 1 striker Christian
Benteke injured his Achilles in
April. Most of Belgium barely
knew of the talented young player
developing quickly for Lille in the
French league.

Belgium didn’t play with any
real authority for most of the
game on a bright, sunny after-
noon in Rio, confounding predic-
tions that it should be one of the
teams to watch at the World Cup.

Instead, it was Russiathat ap-
plied most pressure in the sec-
ond half and was let down by its
blunt finishing touch. That helped
give Belgian goalkeeper Thibaut
Courtois his 100th professional
clean sheet at age 22.

“We got the last pass wrong, or
shot too quickly,” Russia coach
Fabio Capello said. “The result
was unfair, but the fact is we lost.”

Belgium moved to six points
with the win.

“Now we will build a party, but
then it is back to work as of tomor-
row,” Wilmots said.

Belgium could be considered
lucky to go to halftime at 0-0, es-
caping a penalty in the 26th min-
ute when German referee waved
on play after defender Toby Al-
derweireld was late with a chal-
lenge on Maksim Kanunnikov in
the area.

While most critics had been ex-
pecting a defense-oriented Russia
against Belgium, Capello decided
otherwise and the addition of 22-
year-old Maksim Kanunnikov
gave some zip to the team that it so
badly lacked against South Korea.

Wilmots promoted his two sub-
stitute goalscorers from the 2-1
win over Algeria to the starting
lineup and while Dries Mertens
thrived on the right wing, Ma-
rouane Fellaini was sloppy
and ineffectual in the center of
midfield.

Portugal scores in closing seconds to forge tie

MANAUS, Brazil — They were
less than 30 seconds away.

The Americans were about to
romp into the round of 16 at the
World Cup, about to walk off with
their first come-from-behind win
at soccer’s showcase. About to
advance with a game to spare.
About to win consecutive World
Cup games for the first time since
1930.

But they wilted in the Amazon
heat and humidity.

Varela’s goal on a diving header
off Cristiano Ronaldo’s cross 42
minutes into five minutes of stop-
page time gave Portugal a 2-2 tie
Sunday on an exhausting night in
the rainforest capital.

“It’s tough, but it’s just the
way it goes,” U.S. captain Clint
Dempsey said.

® If Germany wins: Germany wins
the group.

The U.S. would finish second unless
Ghana or Portugal won and passed the
U.S. on goal differential. The U.S. is
plus 1, Ghana is minus 1 and Portugal
is minus 4. So, if the U.S. loses to Ger-
many, it will be rooting for Portugal, be-
cause it's less likely that Portugal could
pass the U.S. on goal differential.

® |f Germany and the U.S. draw:
Germany wins the group and the U.S.
finishes second. The result of the other
game is meaningless.

® If Ghana and Portugal draw: The
U.S. and Germany advance. Germany
wins the group unless the U.S. defeats
them.

W Other tiebreakers: In any of these
scenarios involving goal differential, if
two teams are tied on points and goal
differential, the next tiebreaker is total
goals scored.
