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For spouses of the fallen, benefits system complicates moving on

On Mother’s Day 2010, Marine Sgt. 
Thomas Bagosy told his wife that he loved 
her and that he had completed his two pur-
poses in life: He had served his country and 
helped bring their children into the world.

The next day, after a battle with post-
traumatic stress that spanned nearly half 
a decade, he put a .22 caliber pistol to his 
head and shot himself.

His wife, Katie Bagosy, found out several 

hours later when a casualty notification of-
ficer from Camp Lejeune, N.C., pulled up to 
her door. In his hand: a gigantic three-ring 
binder with a fading American flag plas-

tered from cover to binding and the “Wid-
ow’s Survival Handbook” nestled within.

“He hands me this gigantic binder with 
‘the days ahead’ written on the side,” Bago-

sy recalled. “It was too much to deal with.”
After more than 13 years of war that 

have killed more than 6,800 servicemem-
bers, thousands of spouses of the fallen
have found themselves in the same position 
— forced to navigate a complex and often
perplexing system of benefits. Although the
nation has largely moved on from Iraq and
Afghanistan, the federal benefits system
has made it hard for some survivors to do
the same.

‘Gentlemen’
racing requires 
money, license

WASHINGTON — Under pressure from 
lawmakers, the Army, Navy and Air Force 
changed their uniform policies Monday to 
allow female servicemembers to sport previ-
ously banned hairstyles. 

The changes came after a DOD-wide hair-
style policy review directed by Secretary of 
Defense Chuck Hagel earlier this year. Some 
servicemembers and members of the Con-
gressional Black Caucus claimed that Army 
regulations governing troops’ hairstyles con-
tained offensive language and unfairly tar-
geted  black women.

Female soldiers can now wear two-strand 
twists; larger braids, cornrows and twists; 
and ponytails during physical training.

Female sailors can wear two-strand twists 
and multiple braids that hang freely above the 
collar and cover the entire head.

Female airmen can now wear  two-strand 
twists, French twists and Dutch braids.

Dreadlocks are still prohibited by the 
services.

The Marine 
Corps has not  com-
pleted its review, 
but preliminary 
recommendations 
call for the service 
to authorize  twists 
for medium-length 
and long  hair.

The Marine 
Corps is asking 
active-duty Ma-
rines and reserves 
to take an online 
survey about hair-
style policies by 
Friday at www.

manpower.usmc.mil/application.
After conducting their reviews, the Army 

and Air Force determined that the terms 
“matted” and “unkempt” are offensive, and 
they removed them from regulations. The 

Navy and Marine Corps concluded that their 
regulations contain no offensive or discrimi-
natory language.

Hagel outlined the changes in an Aug. 11 let-
ter to Rep. Marcia Fudge, D-Ohio, the chair-
woman of the Congressional Black Caucus.

The reviews were conducted “to ensure
standards are fair and respectful while also
meeting our military requirements,” Hagel
wrote. “These reviews were informed by a
panel of military personnel of mixed demo-
graphics reflective of our diverse workforce.”

Fudge expressed satisfaction with the
changes in a news release issued Tuesday, 

“These changes recognize that traditional
hairstyles worn by women of color are often
necessary to meet our unique needs, and ac-
knowledges that these hairstyles do not result
in or reflect less professionalism or commit-
ment to the high standards required to serve
within our Armed Forces,” she said.

Army, Navy, AF relax hairstyle rules

 WASHINGTON — A team of 
military transportation experts 
has pinpointed some of the con-
tractor problems that have led to 
delays in the shipment of personal 
vehicles and a lot of grumbling 
from troops, according to the Mili-
tary Surface Deployment and Dis-
tribution Command.

The transfer of the privately 
owned vehicles, or POVs, from 
trucks to container ships was not 
being properly recorded by Inter-
national Auto Logistics, the new 
contractor in charge of moving 
tens of thousands of vehicles to 
bases around the globe. The in-
accurate information on vehicles 
led to confusion at IAL, SDDC 
spokesman Mark Diamond told 
Stars and Stripes.

The SDDC and U.S. Transpor-
tation Command signed on with 
Georgia-based IAL in May, but 
the switch has triggered a litany of 
complaints from troops, including 
claims of delayed shipments, dam-
aged property, lost paperwork and 
vehicles left unlocked in unse-
cured lots.

An online petition calling on 
DOD to fire IAL had 1,119 signa-
tures Wednesday, and a Facebook 
page created to connect members 

of the military community with 
bad POV shipment experiences 
had 2,047 members.

“We’re not here to do IAL’s 
work,” Diamond wrote in an Aug. 
8 email statement. “We’re here to 
look after the best interest of our 
military customers by highlight-
ing and prioritizing issues that 
IAL needs to resolve to get this 
program back on track.”

The SDDC last week formed a 
team of supply chain and contract 
experts, called POV Fusion, to re-
examine the entire vehicle ship-
ping process — including delivery 
dates and customer service — in 
the wake of the contractor diffi-
culties, Diamond said.

Some disconnects have already 
been found.

“There appears to be missing 
data feeds in IAL’s supply chain … 
information, to date, points to is-
sues at the containerization points 
that connect the line-haul truck to 
the ocean carrier,” he said.

The loss of the transfer infor-
mation along with other “manual 
processes that are not being fully 
captured” by IAL led to a data-
base on vehicles that is “not fully 
accurate and leads to confusion,” 
he said.

The team is passing along rec-
ommendations to IAL to improve 
performance as it works through 

the review. Meanwhile, the SDDC 
is putting additional representa-
tives at vehicle shipment points 
in Atlanta, San Diego, Seattle and 
St. Louis to help customers, over-
see the contractor and ensure that 
every vehicle is being properly 
tracked, according to Diamond.

About 68,000 POVs are shipped 
to new duty stations by the De-
partment of Defense each year. 
The SDDC says June and July 
have been the two busiest months 
for shipping vehicles in the his-
tory of the program, and IAL said 
it was tasked with moving about 
34,000 POVs.

“IAL had less than two months 
to begin their contract that started 
during the busiest time of the year, 
leading to unanticipated quantities 
of vehicle processing requests that 
tested their new systems,” IAL 
spokeswoman Amanda Nunez 
wrote in an email to Stars and 
Stripes.

The contractor hired additional 
employees, upgraded its electron-
ic data system, opened a new call 
center, and is working with the 
SDDC team to handle the volume, 
Nunez said.

Sabrina Tunis, a military 
spouse, administers the Facebook 
page where members of the mili-
tary community gather to discuss 
IAL service.

“From military servicemem-
bers, their families and DOD ci-
vilians to laid-off IAL workers,
everyone is sharing their frustra-
tions,” Tunis said. “The stories
vary from damaged cars to lost 
cars to full mailboxes to unan-
swered emails, etc.”

Tunis said her family shipped
their vehicle from Germany to St. 
Louis in May and it arrived a week
late. But the delay was a minor
issue.

Initially, IAL told the family 
the vehicle was on a truck headed
from Houston to St. Louis and
would arrive shortly, Tunis wrote 
in an email to Stars and Stripes. 
When the contractor’s online ve-
hicle tracker showed no move-
ment, another call to IAL received
a different answer: It was stuck in
Houston and had not cleared cus-
toms, she said.

Tunis said she called IAL again
the day after the vehicle was
scheduled to arrive and was told
it had mistakenly been routed to
Norfolk, Va.

“Long story short, we kept call-
ing every few days since online
tracking never changed and kept
getting different answers,” she
said. “That was only if someone
would answer the phone at all.”

The system rewards most gen-
erously those who don’t remarry 
or find work and weans those who 
do from compensation and bene-
fits. Starkly put, survivors say, it 
has put a price tag on the daunt-
ing process of moving on.

Bagosy, who has a part-time 
marketing job, recalls learning 
that if she were to earn an income 
over a certain amount, her de-
ceased husband’s Social Security 
payments would be reduced. The 
same rule applies to the widows 
and widowers of civilians, but it 
has hit survivors of the fallen — 
many of them young and lacking 
financial stability — particularly 
hard.

“The rules associated with 
these benefits can discourage us 
from getting a job, or doing differ-
ent things and making different 
decisions because we’re afraid 
we’re going to lose what benefits 
we do have,” said Bagosy, 31, a 
 mother of two.

Survivor benefits have been 
paid to those left behind by 
America’s wars, in some capac-
ity, since the late 1700s and have 
changed accordingly after each 
of the country’s major conflicts. 
Now, long after the Continental 
Congress established a seven-
year pension for the widows of 
Revolutionary War officers, the 
family members of Iraq and Af-
ghanistan’s dead are still strug-
gling with a slew of taxes, lump 
sums, lifelong payments that dis-
suade an early remarriage and, 
above all, closure.

Bagosy’s first encounter with 
the benefits system came in the 
form of her husband’s military 
life insurance, a $400,000 pay-
ment she received in a lump sum. 
She saw it as “blood money” and 
tried to get rid of it.

“I tried to run,” she said.
And Bagosy ran, using the 

money to travel back and forth 
across the United States, flying 
from North Carolina to Florida, 
Texas, Nevada and California. 
Staying in one place too long 
made her feel anxious, and so 
anytime she could get away, she 
would.

Soon after Bagosy unpacked 
her bags for the last time, she 
began dating another Marine. It 
was a relationship, she said, that 
was fueled in part by some of the 
final words uttered by her hus-
band the day before he took his 
life.

“It’s time for me to step back 
and let another man take over my 
family,” Bagosy recounted her 
husband saying.

The relationship quickly soured 
when she realized that the man 
she was dating was interested 
only in her survivor benefits, 
something that widows say is a 
common occurrence.

Eventually, Bagosy concluded 
that another relationship was not 
what would allow her to move on.

“I finally realized that finding 
that man that my husband spoke 
about was not going to be what 
fixed my family,” Bagosy said. 
“I’m the only one who can heal 
my family, and after four years, 
that’s what I’ve done.”

Bagosy now receives about 

$1,500 a month and has used the 
benefits to keep herself afloat and 
her kids in school. She said that 
she is “grateful for everything” 
but also that she realizes the ben-
efits might not last forever. 

In the early months after her 
husband’s death, she realized that 
if she met a man she loved, mar-
rying him would mean losing her 
benefits.

Under federal law, only surviv-
ing spouses who remarry after the 
age of 57 retain their annuities.

“I saw it as unfair and a slap in 
the face,” Bagosy said.

With time, Bagosy said, she has 
come to terms with what remar-
riage would mean. But she and 
other survivors remain dogged 
by another rule, what they have 
come to call the “Widow’s Tax.”

The Widow’s Tax is the offset 
created by two benefits that can-
cel each other out when they are 
paid simultaneously to a surviving 
spouse. One is a survivor benefit 
that works much like a pension 
and is overseen by the Depart-
ment of Defense. The other is a 
payment provided by the Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs to sur-
vivors of troops who died during 
their time in service.

The law stipulates that for each 
dollar paid out for one benefit, the 
other benefit be reduced by a dol-
lar — to avoid “double-dipping.” 
But in the case of many survivors 
whose spouses joined the mili-
tary after Sept. 11, 2001, the re-
sult is that payments are sharply 

reduced.
One widow, who spoke on con-

dition of anonymity because she 
is still in the military, said she 
receives only $14 a month after 
the two benefits cancel each other 
out.

“What was I supposed to do? 
Go to McDonald’s once a month?” 
she asked. “It was tough to wrap 
my head around that was what 
my husband’s life was worth.”

Bagosy, whose children were 4 
and 2 when her husband died, had 
the option of splitting her benefits 
— she would receive one while 
her children would receive the 
other.

She chose to divide the two an-
nuities. It was a lifelong decision 
she had to make mere days after 
her husband died.

“You’re being asked to make 
this decision in the middle of one 
of the most difficult times of our 
lives,” Bagosy said. “We don’t 
even care about the money at that 
point. All we care about is that 
we’re never going to see our hus-
band again.”

Bagosy’s choice to transfer 
some of her benefits to her kids 
would mean that the benefit given 
to her children would be taxable 
under federal and state law. The 
decision was an obvious one, for 
if she hadn’t divided the two, she 
would have been subject to the 
Widow’s Tax.

“The fact that our kids get 
taxed is insane to me,” Bagosy 
said. “It’s insane.”

In the months after Bagosy’s 
husband’s death, a friend told 
her to look at the blog of another 
widow whose husband had died 
two months earlier. 

The blog, A Little Pink in a 
World of Camo, is run by Rachel 
Porto, whose husband, Marine 
Cpl. Jon Porto, died when his ar-
mored vehicle rolled over into a 
canal in Marjah, Afghanistan, on 
March 14, 2010.

Because both women still 
lived in Camp Lejeune, Bagosy 
reached out and set up a lunch 
date, eventually meeting up with 
Porto and her daughter Ariana, 
then 6 months old, at a Red Robin 
diner off-base. The two quickly 
became close.

“My memory from the first year 
after Jonny died is pretty much 
gone,” Porto said. “But I’ll always 
remember meeting Katie.”

Like Bagosy, Porto was awash 
in a mess of paperwork in the 
weeks that followed her husband’s 
death, eventually deciding to split 
her two benefits between her and 
her daughter. She would receive 
the one while her 2-month-old 
would receive the taxable other.

“My daughter ended up owing 
hundreds of dollars in taxes,” 
Porto said. “And the thing is, no 
one knows how to do taxes for 
us.”

In April 2013, Porto and 3-
year-old Ariana went to the H&R 
Block in their local Wal-Mart to 
file their returns.

“The lady cried,” Porto said. “I 

handed her my paperwork, and
she looked down and just started
crying.

“Tax time is our nightmare” 
Porto added. “Widows hate it.”

To deal with the confusion sur-
rounding their benefits, surviv-
ing spouses have set up Facebook
groups that allow those spread 
across the country to help make
sense of what they’re owed and 
learn about what some are trying
to do to abolish the Widow’s Tax.

In one Facebook group, Porto
pointed out a post detailing H.R. 
32 and S. 734, two pieces of leg-
islation that would eliminate the
Widow’s Tax. Most widows are
pessimistic about the chances of
either bill passing.

“Every year we get these bills
and rack up these sponsors. ... We 
thought this would be resolved by 
now,” said Suzanne Gerstner, of
Gold Star Wives of America, a na-
tionally recognized group of war
widows. 

“But unless Congress makes 
this a priority and quits putting
us at the back of the line, it’s not 
going to happen.”

Until then, widows like Bagosy 
and Porto leaf through their dog-
eared binders with “the days
ahead” scrawled on the side,
attempting to make their way 
through what seems like an end-
less bureaucratic maze.

“It’s like they want us to stay
in our little, sad bubbles,” Porto
said.

Benefits: Spouses struggle with rules tied to survivor annuities

KABUL, Afghanistan — Ashraf 
Ghani, one of two candidates com-
peting to become Afghanistan’s 
president, said Tuesday that the 
deadline to finish a vote recount is 
slipping and that a U.S.-brokered 
agreement for the rivals to form a 
joint government afterward does 
not mean the winner will fully 
share power with the loser.

Speaking to foreign journal-
ists at his fortified compound in 
the capital, Ghani appeared to 
be trying to tamp down a surge 
of discontent among his support-
ers and allies, many of whom are 
reportedly upset that he agreed 
under U.S. pressure to a full re-
count of ballots from the troubled 
presidential runoff in June and 
the formation of a “unity” gov-
ernment with his rival.

On Friday, Ghani restated those 
pledges during a visit by Secre-
tary of State John Kerry. But on 
Tuesday, he sought to clarify that 
he has not agreed to a power-
sharing agreement with for-
mer Foreign Minister Abdullah 
Abdullah. Ghani said the winner 
will appoint the loser “by decree” 
as a chief executive to serve “at 
the discretion of the president.” 
Abdullah has demanded more 

authority if he loses.
Ghani also said Tuesday that 

although he “hoped” the audit of 
8.1 million votes could be done 
in time to have the new president 
attend a NATO summit in early 
September, no inauguration date 
has been set because of “techni-
cal uncertainties” with the slow-
going ballot review. He said both 
he and Abdullah will attend the 
summit, considered key to win-
ning new foreign aid for the ailing 
Afghan economy.

Ghani finished ahead in the 
runoff but accepted the recount 
after Abdullah, who came in 
first in an initial round of voting 
in April, charged that there had 
been massive fraud. Ghani was 
careful Tuesday not to claim vic-
tory. But he spoke in a distinctly 
presidential tone as he laid out a 
wide-ranging policy agenda for 
the next government, including 
banking and anti-corruption ini-
tiatives as well as the rights of 
women and Taliban prisoners.

“There will be no honeymoon,” 
said Ghani, 64, a cerebral former 
finance minister and World Bank 
official, describing the Afghan 
economy as being “in deep reces-
sion” approaching depression. He 
said running for president “ap-
pealed to me precisely because it 
was so difficult.”

Ghani said he was determined 
to build a credible government 
and change the country’s “win-
ner-take-all” culture to a cooper-
ative one. Blaming Afghanistan’s 
quarrelsome political elite for 

300 years 
of govern-
ment dys-
function 
and con-
flict, he 
vowed to 
avoid such 
polariza-
tion. “I’m 
sick and 
tired of 
blood,” he 
said.

But 
Ghani 
made it 
clear that if 
he becomes 
president 

— which seems likely unless 
close to 1 million votes for him 
are invalidated — he will be fully 
in charge. “Dual authority is not 
possible,” he said. “The position 
of the chief executive will solely 
depend on the discretion of the 
president.”

Many Afghans are confused 
about the nature of the unprec-
edented joint-governing agree-
ment made under pressure from 

the United States as the election 
process was rapidly collapsing. 
They are also worried about a 
resurgence of violence among 
the dominant Pashtun and Tajik 
ethnic groups, although both can-
didates pointedly courted strong-
men from diverse backgrounds.

After the fraud-marred June 
14 runoff, some of Abdullah’s eth-
nic Tajik supporters threatened 
to take power by force if he was 
declared the loser. Now, some of 
Ghani’s fellow ethnic Pashtun 
supporters fear that Abdullah, if 
he loses, will be given too much 
power to fill lucrative government 
posts and will function more like a 
prime minister. Ghani took pains 
Tuesday to squelch this notion.

Despite Kerry’s prodding and 
pledges from both men to work 
together no matter who wins, nei-
ther candidate has laid out a de-
tailed vision for how that would 
work, and both are still forming 
teams to meet and discuss those 
issues.

Ghani acknowledged Tuesday 
that until a clear winner emerges 
from the vote audit, any discus-
sions between the candidates will 
be speculative. American and 
U.N. officials have urged them 
to start working out a governing 
plan before the audit is done and 
a new president takes office.

The audit, suspended three 
times amid partisan disputes,
has resumed slowly over the past
week. Each day, about 700 boxes
on average have been counted.
By Monday, election officials re-
ported that 5,867 boxes — about
26 percent of the total — had been
audited.

U.S. and U.N. officials want the 
ballot recount to be both thorough
and speedy, in the hope that it will
end the nation’s power vacuum, 
help cement a new security pact
with the United States and help
Afghanistan obtain new aid from 
NATO countries.  

But the audit, while gathering 
some speed, is still plagued by
time-consuming disputes. At one 
recount table this week,  where
a box from pro-Abdullah Herat
province was being discussed, a
monitor from Ghani’s side kept 
saying that all the check marks
for Abdullah were similar. A long 
argument broke out , piles of bal-
lots were sorted and resorted, and
no one could agree on how many 
varieties of “similar” check marks
existed.

“You need to have patience. You
need to give me time,” said a U.N. 
official assisting the audit, trying 
to quiet the cacophony as he went 
through yet another pile. “We all 
want to get this done, but we have
to do it right.”

Afghan candidate rejects joint-governing plan

CAMP PENDLETON, Calif. — First Lt. 
Caleb Peterson got back just in time.

The Marine returned home from a 
seven-month deployment in Afghanistan 
an hour before doctors were scheduled to 
induce labor for his wife, who was preg-
nant with the couple’s third son. The baby 
was due Monday, Peterson said, but “he 
waited on me.” 

Peterson was one of about 75 Marines 
with Tango Battery, 5th Battalion, 11th 
Marine Regiment, who returned from 
Helmand province in Afghanistan early 
Wednesday morning. Wives, girlfriends 
and parents gathered outside the barracks 
under bright lights as early as 3 a.m., while 
red, white and blue-clad children chased 

each other in a basketball court flanked 
with state flags.

More than a dozen people held hand-
made signs welcoming their  loved ones 
home; one on a stroller read, “I’ve waited 
my whole life to meet you.”

Annette Collins stood near the stroller 
with her 6-month-old son , Karson. The de-
ployment was Cpl. Nickolas Collins’ first, 
and he called it “an experience.”

Capt. Mike Wish, the battery’s executive 
officer, said the unit — made up of a can-
non platoon and a high-mobility artillery 
rocket system platoon — provided gen-
eral fire support for Regional Command 
Southwest, headquartered at Camp Leath-
erneck. Tango Battery is part of I Marine 
Expeditionary Force (Forward), which 
took command of RC-SW in early Febru-
ary. I MEF (Forward) is expected to be the 

last major Marine command to deploy to 
Afghanistan.

Peterson, the fire directions officer for 
the cannon platoon, said that platoon was 
stationed at Camp Bastion, the British 
camp co-located with Camp Leatherneck. 
The cannon Marines worked closely with 
the British troops and provided fire sup-
port for American, British and Georgian 
infantry troops, he said. 

“We shot just about every night,” sup-
porting the troops on the ground, Peterson 
said.

Other Marines said they were disappoint-
ed they didn’t get to fire more artillery. 

Cpls. Matthew Crockett and  Jeff Lil-
ley,  with the HIMARS platoon, said the 
Marines didn’t shoot as much as they had 
hoped to. 

“I guess they didn’t need us as much, 

which is a good thing,” said Lilley, who had 
previously deployed to Helmand province. 

Wish said there were “no major security 
issues” while the battery was in Helmand,
and that they did not fire artillery as fre-
quently as when he was deployed there
with a similar unit in 2012.

The operational tempo was slower paced
in part because the focus is to make sure
the Afghans are taking over the security
role in the area, Wish said . 

The Marines are keeping their eyes on
the future: Sierra Battery, which replaced
Tango Battery, will bring the artillery 
equipment home when they return to Cali-
fornia at the end of the year with the rest of
I MEF (Forward).

The remains of a U.S. World 
War II soldier, identified by 
French scientists earlier this 
year,  were to be interred Wednes-
day on the 70th anniversary of his 
death.

Army Pfc. Lawrence Gordon 
was one of two soldiers killed 
on Aug. 13, 1944, when his M8 
armored car was struck by a 
German anti-tank shell near 
Carrouges, France. His remains 
were first interred in an Ameri-
can cemetery as “unknown,” 
despite the fact that his bloody 
wallet was sent home to his fam-
ily and the man killed next to him 
was identified. 

The remains were reburied 
seven months later as an unknown 
in a German cemetery in France 
because the body was found with 
German clothing or equipment.

Despite years of research and 
evidence compiled by an amateur 
research team that the remains 
actually belonged to the U.S. sol-
dier, accounting officials at the 
Joint Prisoners of War, Missing in 
Action Accounting Command de-
cided against exhuming and test-
ing the remains last year. Gordon 
was positively identified Feb. 13 
by France’s national crime labo-
ratory with the support of Ger-
man authorities.

 Gordon  was expected to be  laid 
to rest Wednesday next to fam-
ily members at 1 p.m., the ap-
proximate time he was killed. His 
grave lies on a hillside overlook-
ing a river and the town where he 
lived before the war.

According to his nephew, Law-
rence,  of Alberta, Canada, the re-
mains were escorted through five 
U.S. states and over the border by 
U.S. law enforcement and the Pa-
triot Guard before arriving in his 
hometown of Eastend, Saskatch-
ewan, Canada, this week. 

“It feels pretty darn good,” 

Lawrence Gordon said Tuesday 
of the burial. “I am a happy man 
right now.”

According to the family, the 
U.S. military declined to provide 
an escort.

Emails from Army officials 
to Gordon provided to Stars and 
Stripes said the escort was not 
approved because the most di-
rect route wasn’t being taken to 
the burial site. Gordon said they 
wanted to pass through Casper, 
Wyo., where the Canadian citizen 
worked on a ranch until he en-
listed less than a month after the 
Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor.

Not having an escort “doesn’t 
really sit well with me,” Gordon 
said. “My uncle made the ultimate 
sacrifice ... I guess it’s fitting we’ll 
bring him home on our own.”

The younger Gordon said he 
has a “bad taste in his mouth” 
about the case’s handling, but he 
thanked the American people for 

their outpouring of support as his 
uncle’s body made the final jour-
ney home.

Officials from the Defense 
Prisoner of War/Missing Per-
sonnel Office have said they are 
investigating the handling of the 
case as the agency undergoes a 
much-publicized reorganization 
following a series of high-profile 
scandals involving the nation’s ac-
counting community over the past 
two years. Army officials referred 
inquiries to the DPMO, which did 
not immediately respond to a re-
quest seeking comment.

The research team behind the 
identification of Gordon’s re-
mains began its work in 2011. 
While producing a documentary 
film about his grandfather, film-
maker Jed Henry discovered 
that a single member of Staff 
Sgt. David Henry’s 199-member 
Reconnaissance Company never 
made it home.

He began poring over records 
with a team of French and Amer-
ican researchers. They built 
a strong case, but that wasn’t 
enough for defense accounting 
officials, who denied a request to 
exhume the remains and perform 
a DNA test. However, the family 
was able to convince French and 
German authorities.

“Thank God he was in a Ger-
man cemetery,” Henry said Tues-
day, still en route to Eastend. “If 
he was in an American one, there 
is no chance in hell he’d be home 
right now getting buried. He’d 
still be an unknown.” 

Before the recent reorgani-
zation ordered by Secretary of 
Defense Chuck Hagel, JPAC av-
eraged more than $1 million of 
annual budget per identification. 
To identify Gordon, Henry’s team 
spent about $25,000 total, mostly 
on travel costs.

The private nuclear DNA test 
that confirmed his identity cost 
about $1,000, Henry said.

The Air Force will not pursue 
the death penalty in the case 
against an airman accused of 
murdering an AFN broadcaster,  
paving the way for German au-
thorities to release evidence they 
were withholding because the 
German constitution bans coop-
eration in cases that could result 
in a death sentence.

Ramstein-based Staff Sgt. Sean 
M. Oliver was charged in March 
with murder in the strangulation 
death of Petty Officer 2nd Class 
Dmitry Chepusov, a broadcaster 
assigned to American Forces Net-
work in Kaiserslautern. German 
police stopped Oliver on Dec. 14 
in Kaiserslautern for driving er-
ratically and found Chepusov’s 
lifeless body in the passenger seat 
of Oliver’s car. 

Oliver was also assigned to 
AFN at the time of Chepusov’s 
death.

When Oliver stands trial in 
January, he will face a maximum 
penalty of life without parole, the 
86th Airlift Wing public affairs 
office said Wednesday. 

German authorities have been 
withholding physical evidence 
from military prosecutors, in-
cluding the victim’s throat, amid 
concerns that the U.S. would pur-
sue the death penalty, which was 
abolished in Germany in 1949.  
German authorities said they are 
prohibited by law from cooper-
ating in cases that may lead to a 
death penalty. 

 Lt. Gen. Darryl L. Roberson, 
the convening authority in the 
case, referred the matter on Fri-
day as a noncapital case based 
on the evidence and advice from 
the Staff Judge Advocate. When 
asked whether military investi-
gators have received the withheld 
evidence form the Germans, 86th 
Air Wing officials referred ques-
tions to German authorities. 

Udo Gehring, Kaiserslautern’s 
lead prosecutor, wasn’t immedi-
ately aware of the Air Force rul-

ing but said if the death penalty 
is off the table, his office stands
ready to cooperate.

“We certainly will give legal
assistance to the American au-
thorities,” Gehring said.

Although German authorities,
who did the initial autopsy, coop-
erated at the start with U.S. mili-
tary investigators, they withheld 
the throat and other evidence
when they turned Chepusov’s 
body over to U.S. authorities amid
concerns it would be a death pen-
alty case.

 Initially, the Americans had
provided assurances that it would 
be a noncapital case, but U.S. of-
ficials later  said Oliver could face
execution, German officials said. 
That prompted the Germans to
hold back some of the physical 
evidence.

In reality, however, applica-
tion of the death penalty against 
military members is exceedingly 
rare.

No military member has been
executed since 1961, when Army
Pvt. John Bennett was hanged for 
raping an 11-year-old Austrian 
girl seven years earlier and at-
tempting to drown her. Andrew
Witt, convicted of killing a fellow
airman and his wife at Warner
Robins Air Force Base in Geor-
gia in 2004, is the only airman on
death row at Fort Leavenworth’s
prison.

The commanding officer of 
Coastal Riverine Squadron 3 was 
removed Tuesday following an 
investigation into “several person-
nel issues and actions,” according 
to a Navy statement.

Cmdr. Joseph Fauth was re-
lieved by Rear Adm. Frank 
Morneau, head of the Navy Expe-
ditionary  Command, “due to a loss 
of confidence in his ability to com-
mand,” the statement said.

Loss of confidence in command 
is a catch-all reason generally used 
in official statements when com-
manders are relieved. Morneau 
made the decision based on con-
cerns for sailor welfare and safety, 
according to the statement.

Cmdr. Michael Dillender, chief 

staff officer for Coastal Riverine
Group 2, has assumed interim
command of the squadron.

Following a relief, a former
commander is generally reas-
signed to a headquarters position. 
Unless court-martialed — which
is rare for a relieved officer — the
former commander  either files
retirement papers, or faces a
“show-cause” board of officers 
who determine whether the for-
mer commander should remain in
the service.

The San Diego-based Coastal 
Riverine Squadron 3 operates in
nearshore waters and rivers and
also conducts harbor defense mis-
sions along with other security
tasks.

KANSAS CITY, Mo. — Con-
victed national security leaker 
Chelsea Manning isn’t receiving 
medical treatment for her gender 
identity condition as previously 
approved by Defense Secretary 
Chuck Hagel, the American Civil 
Liberties Union and Manning’s 
attorney said Tuesday.

The ACLU and Manning’s ci-
vilian attorney, David E. Coombs, 
on Tuesday notified the U.S. Dis-
ciplinary Barracks in Fort Leav-
enworth and several Defense 
Department officials, including 
Hagel, that a lawsuit will be filed 
if military officials do not confirm 
by Sept. 4 that the treatment will 
be provided for Manning.

Manning is serving a 35-year 
sentence at Fort Leavenworth for 
sending classified documents to 
the WikiLeaks website. Manning, 
who changed her name from 
Bradley after her conviction, 
has been diagnosed with gender 

dysphoria, the sense of being a
woman in a man’s body.

Manning sought evaluation
and treatment after she was sent
to the Fort Leavenworth prison in 
September 2013. She is asking for 
hormone therapy and to be able to 
live as a woman.  

“The continued failure to
provide Ms. Manning with this
treatment is inconsistent with 
well-established medical proto-
cols and basic constitutional prin-
ciples,” Chase Strangio, attorney 
for the ACLU’s Lesbian Gay Bi-
sexual and Transgender Project,
said in a statement.

Strangio said refusing to treat
Manning is “cruel and unusual
punishment” and contended the
Army is withholding treatment
for political reasons.  

Calls to the U.S. Army and the 
military prison in Fort Leav-
enworth were not immediately
returned.

WESTON, Fla. — Surviving a 
roadside bomb and two concus-
sions while serving two combat 
tours in Afghanistan are not the 
biggest challenges that Marine 
Corps Sgt. Andrew Tahmooressi 
has faced.

“He would say that being in a 
Mexican prison is his most tortur-
ous experience,” Jill Tahmooressi 
said of her 25-year-old son. “He is 
highly despondent. He is anxious. 
And he doesn’t believe he should 
be in jail another day.”

As for his parents, Jill and Khos-
row “Paul” Tahmooressi, “It’s like 
living on the edge of panic, all 
the time,” she said. “Nothing is 
certain.”

More than four months ago, the 
Marine reservist from Weston 
was arrested after Mexican cus-
toms agents found a rifle, shotgun, 
pistol and about 500 rounds of am-
munition in his pickup after he 
crossed the border at San Ysidro, 
Calif. Under the Mexican justice 
system, the evidentiary hearings 
now going on could take months, 

according to Tijuana-based law-
yer Fernando Benitez, who is now 
representing Tahmooressi. If con-
victed of having unlicensed weap-
ons and ammunition in Mexico, 
he could face up to 21 years in 
prison.

“Am I prepared for that? Abso-
lutely not,” said Jill Tahmooressi.

Andrew Tahmooressi said he 
became confused after pulling 
out of a parking lot, took a wrong 
turn onto a freeway, and couldn’t 
turn back. He said he had no in-
tention of entering Mexico, knew 
the weapons were illegal there, 
and immediately told Mexican au-
thorities he had them.

  He  is being held at El Hongo 
State Penitentiary outside Tecate  
in a one-man cell. H e receives 
regular visits from U.S. officials 
and can make collect phone calls 
home.

Thanks largely to the efforts 
of Jill Tahmooressi, a nurse, the 
plight of her son has received 
national attention. A petition to 
the White House has more than 
133,000 signatures, and he has re-
ceived visits in jail from two mem-
bers of Congress . 

Manning still waiting 
for gender treatment

Family of Marine jailed in 
Mexico fights for his freedom

GWER, Iraq — Victory, they 
say, has many fathers, and as 
Kurdish peshmerga militia 
pushed Islamic State forces from 
a string of towns near Irbil on 
Sunday and Monday, it was easy 
to cite two: accurate airstrikes by 
U.S. aircraft that eliminated ar-
tillery positions and convoys and 
timely deliveries of light arms 
and ammunition from the CIA.

But a third may have been just 
as important, though less publi-
cized: the addition of hundreds 
of fighters from a Turkish group 
designated by the U.S. govern-
ment as a terrorist organization.

Visits to front-line positions 
Monday made it clear that an in-
flux of fighters with links to the 
Kurdish Workers Party, known 
by its Kurdish initials PKK, had 
played a major role in driving 
the Islamic State from key areas 
within a 30-minute drive of Irbil, 
the capital of Iraq’s Kurdistan 
Regional Government. It was 
Irbil’s possible fall last week that 
prompted the Obama administra-
tion to act on Iraq.

“The PKK took Mahmour,” 
a peshmerga fighter at a check-
point outside Mahmour said, 
shaking his head in admiration. 
Then, using the Arabic acronym 
for the Islamic State, he offered 
an explanation: “They’re very ex-
perienced from fighting Daash in 
Syria and are true guerrilla fight-
ers from their time in Turkey. 
They have more experience and 
training than we do.”

There was plenty of gratitude 
for the U.S. intervention, which 
since Friday has included at least 
seven announced airstrikes on Is-
lamic State targets near Irbil.

“The strikes came at the last 
second but, thank God, they 
came,” said one Kurdish defense 
official at Kalak, where the pesh-
merga has set up a defense line 
that, compared with last week’s 
ragged look, had developed a 
formidable array of machine 
guns mounted on pickup trucks 

with ample supplies of light 
ammunition.

A U.S. Department of Defense 
official confirmed that a series of 
covert supply missions by the CIA 
using Iraqi-flagged aircraft had 
delivered much-needed ammuni-
tion and weapons to Irbil at the 
height of the crisis. Public state-
ments by administration officials 
indicate that more aid could be in 
the pipeline.

 Kurdish officials have been 
told, however, not to expect the 
heavier weapons they need to 
defeat the better-armed Islamic 
State, particularly U.S.-supplied 
armored vehicles like Humvees, 
which the extremists plundered 
from the Iraqi army. The issue, 
said one official, is that the Obama 
administration still recognizes 
the government in Baghdad as 
the only legitimate recipient of 
government-to-government aid.

“Light weapons aren’t going to 
cut it,” said a Kurdish official, who 
requested anonymity because of 
the sensitivity of the issue. “You 
can’t pierce armored Humvees 
with light ammunition. That’s not 
what we’re looking for.”

That made the introduction of 
Kurdish fighters from Syria and 
Turkey that much more impor-
tant to the peshmerga’s recent 

victories. 
Kurdish officials are reluc-

tant to discuss the presence of 
hundreds of PKK fighters and 
would confirm only that some of 
the units were from “our Kurd-
ish brothers in the self-defense 
forces from Syria.”

But the fighters made no effort 
to hide themselves Monday in 
and around Mahmour, and their 
presence was also confirmed at 
Gwer.

 The entry of PKK forces into 
the fighting in northern Iraq, par-
ticularly so close to Irbil, which 
the Obama administration has 
declared particularly sensitive 
because of the large American 
consulate and the joint operations 
center based there, could prove 
somewhat embarrassing.

The PKK has been operating 
under the designation “Local 
Self Defense Forces,” or YPG 

in Kurdish, in northern Syria in
intense battles with the Islamic
State for control of key areas 
along the Turkish border. The
YPG designation, according to 
PKK members, was designed to
at least superficially obscure the
role of the PKK, which has been
designated by the United States,
the European Union and Turkey
as a terrorist group. Iraq, Turkey
and the United States, however,
appear to have accepted the need
to allow one terrorist group — the
PKK — to combat a much worse 
designated group, the Islamic
State. 

According to one PKK com-
mander currently in Irbil, the
PKK forces arrived Friday and at 
first took up defensive positions 
to help protect the capital, includ-
ing in Irbil’s largest open space,
Sami Rahman Park, in plain view
of the city with their distinctive
uniforms and female fighters,
something the peshmerga does
not have.

“We first based in the park,”
said the commander, who asked
to be called Ali. “But it was not a
good situation to be so visible in
the center of town. And once the
Americans began bombing, we 
were asked to move out on the of-
fensive to retake Mahmour. 

“There are tensions between
our party and [Kurdish President
Massoud] Barzani over his close
relationship with Turkey, but we
have set these aside to face the
Daash threat together.”

As for the irony of being con-
sidered terrorists by the United
States even as they play a criti-
cal role in protecting U.S. assets
in Irbil from other radicals, Ali
laughed.

“It’s a special situation, and ev-
eryone is smart enough to know 
we’re nothing like Daash,” he
said. “We only fight for a Kurd-
ish homeland and freedom for
our people. We’re not like these
animals. 

“Our designation is only poli-
tics now.”

EDGARTOWN, Mass. — Pres-
ident Barack Obama is consider-
ing a range of military options, 
including airlifts and creating 
safe passages, for rescuing thou-
sands of Iraqi refugees trapped 
on a mountain, and is expected 
to make a decision in days, the 
White House said Wednesday.

Deputy national security ad-
viser Ben Rhodes said that while 
the U.S. has been delivering food 
and water to the refugees, it was 
unsustainable to let the refugees 
remain on the mountain.

“There needs to be a lasting 
solution that gets that popula-
tion to a safe space where they 
can receive more permanent 
assistance,” Rhodes told report-
ers traveling with the president 
during his vacation on the Mas-
sachusetts island of Martha’s 
Vineyard.

The Pentagon sent 129 U.S. 

troops to Iraq on Tuesday to as-
sess the scope of the humani-
tarian crisis and the options for 
getting them safely off the moun-
tain. Rhodes said that given the 
urgency of the situation, Obama 
was expected to receive their 

final recommendations quickly 
and make a final decision within 
days.

Thousands of Iraqi religious 
minorities sought refuge on Sin-
jar Mountain after militants from 
the Islamic State group swept 
through their village in northern 
Iraq. 

In addition to the humanitarian 
aid drops, the U.S. has conducted 
airstrikes against Islamic State 
targets, both to protect Ameri-
can personnel in the region and 
to stop the militants from moving 
on the civilians again.

Obama has ruled out send-
ing combat troops back into Iraq 
more than 2½ years after the last 
U.S. troops withdrew from a war 
in which nearly 4,500 Americans 
died.

A U.S. military-led rescue mis-
sion on Sinjar Mountain would 
almost certainly put American 
troops in harm’s way. 

But Rhodes insisted that their 

mission would be strictly a hu-
manitarian rescue and would not 
constitute a return to combat.

“We don’t believe that involves 
U.S. troops re-entering a combat 
role in Iraq,” he said. “It involves 
frankly a very difficult logistical 
challenge of moving folks who 
are in danger on that mountain 
into a safer position.”

Rhodes suggested the U.S. 
would undertake a rescue mis-
sion with help from allies, in-
cluding Kurdish forces that are 
receiving arms from the U.S., and 
the British.

The British military has joined 
the U.S. in delivering supplies to 
the mountain in recent days.

The White House has not said 
specifically how many people 
they believe to be on the moun-

tain, though estimates range in
the tens of thousands. 

Rhodes said several thousand
have escaped, but the U.S. is
seeking a more firm estimate
from the assessment team now on
the ground.

The assessment team joins 90
U.S. military advisers already 
in Baghdad and 160 in a pair of 
operations centers — one in Irbil, 
capital of the largely autonomous 
Iraqi Kurdish region, and one
in Baghdad, the central govern-
ment’s capital — working with
Iraqi security forces.

They were in addition to about 
455 U.S. security forces and 100 
military personnel working in the
Office of Security Cooperation in 
the U.S. Embassy in Baghdad.

Obama considers action on refugees

WASHINGTON — Pentagon 
officials said Tuesday night that 
the additional 130 U.S. troops the 
United States has sent to Iraq to 
assess options to help in the on-
going humanitarian crisis in the 
northern part of the country in-
cludes both Marines and Special 
Operations troops. On Wednes-
day, we may have learned why: 
U.S. officials may be weighing 
the aerial evacuation of thou-
sands of displaced Yazidis, a re-
ligious minority in Iraq who have 
been trapped on Mount Sinjar for 
days.

The Yazidis fled to the moun-
tain to avoid the threat of vio-
lence posed by militants with the 
Islamic State, which has swept 
across the region. Officials said 
the mission would use V-22 Os-
preys — an aircraft that only 
Marines and Special Operations 
troops deploy.

Defense Secretary Chuck 
Hagel told Marines and sailors in 
an appearance at Camp Pendle-
ton, Calif., on Tuesday that “we’re 
not going back into Iraq in any of 
the same combat mission dimen-
sions that we once were in.” 

Rather, he said, “there are 
some things we can continue to 
do, and we are doing, and I just 
wanted you to know that.”

A Pentagon official added more 
context afterward, saying the 
additional U.S. personnel come 
“from within the U.S. Central 
Command region,” which spans 
the Middle East and includes the 
Persian Gulf.

The Iraqi military has been 
evacuating Yazidis from the 
mountain in recent days while de-

livering humanitarian assistance 
in helicopters. 

As The Washington Post’s 
Loveday Morris has written, the 
desperation of those who get on 
board is obvious. Civilians have 
been seen in news video recorded 
on the helicopters crying, hugging 
and praying as they are pulled 
from the mountainside, where 
there is little shelter or supplies 
and temperatures soar above 100 
degrees.

The Ospreys would offer more 
range and speed than conven-
tional helicopters, given their tilt-
rotor design . 

They are in the region with the 
22nd Marine Expeditionary Unit, 
of Camp Lejeune, N.C., a naval 
force that deployed in February 
as party of the Navy’s Bataan 
Amphibious Ready Group. 

Two of the group’s three ships 
— the USS Bataan and the USS 
Gunston Hall — were southeast 
of Iraq in the Persian Gulf on Fri-
day, Navy officials said. The third 
ship, the USS Mesa Verde, was 
farther away in the Red Sea.

Col. Steve Warren, a Pentagon 
spokesman, said Wednesday that 
about four Ospreys were used to 
transport the additional troops, 
which include about 80 Marines, 
into Irbil. The aircraft have re-
mained there, along with an un-
specified number of other U.S. 
helicopters. It is the first time the 
Pentagon has acknowledged de-
ploying aircraft in Irbil and keep-
ing them there.

There are now a total of about 
200 U.S. forces in Irbil: the 130 
troops who arrived Tuesday, and 
70 who were already there in a 
joint operations center opened in 
June. Warren declined to com-
ment when asked if the Ospreys 

might be used to evacuate the 
Yazidis, saying only that the air-
craft would remain in northern 
Iraq “until they’re no longer 
required.”

Evacuating civilians from the 
mountainside would likely re-
quire at least some U.S. troops 
on the ground, however. A secu-
rity perimeter for the aircraft 
to land would be required, and 
troops would likely be needed at a 
nearby airfield, perhaps in Irbil, 
to coordinate the multiple trips 
it would take. Additional attack 
helicopters like the AH-1W Super 
Cobra also would likely escort the 
Osprey, which can carry about 24 
passengers.

The additional deployment of 
U.S. troops in Iraq this week is 
in addition to the estimated 775 
military personnel who are al-
ready there to protect diplomatic 
facilities, advise Iraqi forces and 
perform other work. Many of the 
latter group are U.S. Special Op-
erations troops, including elite 
Green Beret commandos in the 
Irbil area.

As suggested in a Foreign Pol-
icy article, U.S. leaders already 
are making the case to allies to 
assist in the new military cam-
paign in Iraq. Great Britain has 
sent a handful of Tornado GR4 
fighter jets to the region to con-
duct reconnaissance missions 
and C-130s to drop humanitarian 
aid.

Australia also has offered as-
sistance — Australian Defense 
Minister David Johnston said 
Tuesday in a joint appearance 
with senior U.S. officials that his 
country would contribute.

WASHINGTON — While for-
mer Secretary of State Hillary 
Rodham Clinton sought to ease 
tensions with President Barack 
Obama on Tuesday, their dis-
agreements on foreign policy 
have highlighted a little-noticed 
aspect of the president’s tenure: 
He has devoted almost no effort 
to grooming a successor.

Unlike some other presidents, 
Obama has not made it a priority 
to have his ticket mate succeed 
him, and it’s unclear whether Vice 
President Joe Biden will seek the 
Democratic nomination in 2016.

That has left an opening for 
Clinton, who has stepped firmly 
into the vacuum this summer, as-
serting herself as the next Demo-
crat in line to lead the country. 
But in making the case, Clinton 
has reignited a debate over what 
the party stands for at a time 
when her former boss remains in 
the White House.

“It’s almost always a complicat-
ed process, in the best of circum-
stances,” said William Galston, a 
senior fellow in governance stud-
ies at the Brookings Institution.

The issue between Clinton and 
Obama arose over the weekend, 
when Clinton drew a sharp dis-
tinction between her approach to 

international relations and a slo-
gan the president started using
this spring to describe his deter-
mination to avoid costly errors:
“Don’t do stupid s---.”

Although some Democrats
applauded Clinton’s critique
— “Don’t do stupid stuff’ is not
an organizing principle” — it
prompted a backlash from liber-
als and Obama loyalists such as
former senior White House ad-
viser David Axelrod. On Tuesday,
Axelrod took direct aim at Clin-
ton for her vote in 2002 to autho-
rize the U.S. invasion of Iraq.

“Just to clarify: ‘Don’t do stupid
stuff’ means stuff like occupying
Iraq in the first place, which was
a tragically bad decision,” Axel-
rod tweeted.

Later, Clinton spokesman Nick
Merrill issued a statement saying
that the former secretary of state
had called the president to dis-
cuss the interview and “to make
sure he knows that nothing she 
said was an attempt to attack him, 
his policies or his leadership.”

 Obama and Clinton are set to
attend a party Wednesday on
Martha’s Vineyard, Mass.s, for
Ann Jordan, the wife of long-
time Democratic adviser Vernon 
Jordan.

WASHINGTON — Hillary 
Clinton isn’t running for presi-
dent yet, but she’s already learn-
ing that it’s not easy running away 
from her former boss, even if he’s 
unpopular.

After spending a year and a 
half praising Barack Obama, the 
former secretary of state is start-
ing to distance herself from the 
president. In a blunt interview in 
The Atlantic, Clinton dismissed 
Obama’s foreign policy as focus-
ing on avoiding mistakes over-
seas that could lead to military 
involvement.

“Great nations need organizing 
principles, and ‘Don’t do stupid 
stuff’ is not an organizing prin-
ciple,” Clinton told interviewer 
Jeffrey Goldberg, referring to a 
phrase Obama has used to describe 
his resistance to intervention.

Clinton’s comments are her 
strongest to date against Obama, 
who faces a series of global crises 
while suffering from low approv-
al ratings, especially on foreign 
policy.

“This is one smart lady. Noth-
ing happens by coincidence,” said 
Aaron David Miller, a former ad-
viser to Democrats and Repub-
licans at the State Department 
who now serves as a distinguished 
scholar at the Woodrow Wilson 
International Center for Scholars 
in Washington. “It’s an attempt 
to differentiate herself from an 
unpopular president. This is inevi-
table. You are going to see more of 
it.”

But the interview foreshadows 
a challenge for Clinton if she does 
run for president in 2016. How 
does she differentiate herself 
from a president without appear-
ing to be disloyal, a flip-flopper or 
an ineffective secretary of state? 
And how much did she really dif-
fer from Obama?

Clinton called Obama on Tues-
day, working to assure him that 
she was not attacking him, his 
policies or his leadership.

 “Secretary Clinton was proud 
to serve with President Obama. 
She was proud to be his partner 
in the project of restoring Ameri-
can leadership and advancing 
America’s interests and values in 
a fast-changing world,” said Clin-
ton spokesman Nick Merrill.

Merrill acknowledged that Clin-

ton and Obama have had “honest 
differences” on some issues, in-
cluding Syria, but he said some 
people are hyping those disagree-
ment. “Like any two friends who 
have to deal with the public eye, 
she looks forward to hugging it out 
when they see each other” at an 
event Wednesday night on Mar-
tha’s Vineyard.

Conflicts between top members 
of an administration are not new, 
some laid bare in real time, others 
revealed later as understudies run 
for election themselves.

 In a sign of the challenges, Clin-
ton’s remarks were criticized by 
the right, which seeks to remind 
people that she’s closely associ-
ated with Obama’s foreign policy, 
and the left, which fears she will 
prove too hawkish.

“Let’s be real, she was the 
Obama foreign policy for four 
years,” said Kirsten Kukowski, a 
spokeswoman for the Republican 
National Committee. “And in year 
five, it’s ridiculous to ask Ameri-
cans to believe that the results 
we’re seeing today aren’t a prod-
uct of Obama-Hillary diplomacy.”

From the left, Obama’s longtime 
adviser, David Axelrod responded 
harshly to Clinton on Twitter. The 
liberal group MoveOn Political 
Action said Clinton should think 
before embracing the same poli-
cies that got America into the Iraq 
War.

But some say that Clinton of-
fers a philosophy on foreign policy 
that could be appealing to those 
who think Bush overreached and 
Obama underreached.

FERGUSON, Mo.  — Nights of 
unrest have vied with calls for 
calm in a St. Louis suburb where 
an unarmed black teenager was 
killed by police, while the commu-
nity is still pressing for answers 
about the weekend shooting.

Hundreds of residents packed 
two churches Tuesday evening for 
community meetings about the 
death of  Michael Brown, 18, who 
was confronted by a Ferguson of-
ficer while walking with a friend 
in the street near his grandmoth-
er’s home.

People also gathered in the 
streets Tuesday night, shouting 
at police. The St. Louis Post-Dis-
patch reported that police again 

fired tear gas 
into a crowd. 
One person 
was injured 
in a drive-
by shooting, 
although 
it was not 
clear if the 
shooting was 
related to 
the protests. 
The Post-
Dispatch also reported that a St. 
Louis County police officer shot 
and critically wounded a man who 
authorities said pulled a handgun 
on the officer.

The fatal shooting of Brown 
has exposed deep racial and 
economic fault lines in the com-
munity. At one church gathering 

with dozens of clergy members 
and elected officials, Missouri 
Gov. Jay Nixon urged calm “in 
the face of crisis.”

“We stand together tonight, 
reeling from what feels like an old 
wound torn open afresh,” Nixon 
said. “A wound that hadn’t quite 
healed right in the first place, and 
now the pain is just as searing as 
when the injury first occurred.”

The other church rally featured 
the Rev. Al Sharpton, who ear-
lier in the day pressed police to 
release the name of the police of-
ficer involved — but also pleaded 
for calm after a night of looting 
and vandalism and instances of 
police using tear gas. 

Ferguson police initially 
planned to release the name of 

the officer, who is on adminis-
trative leave, on Tuesday. But 
they said death threats to its of-
ficers prompted them to withhold 
it. Computer hackers have also 
targeted the city’s website and 
released details online about indi-
vidual city employees. 

Police have not disclosed the 

race of the officer, but witnesses
said he was white.  

Investigators have released 
few details about the deadly en-
counter, saying only that a scuf-
fle unfolded after the officer on
a routine patrol asked Brown
and another teen to get out of the
street on Saturday afternoon.

WASHINGTON  — More than 
2,000 immigrants facing deporta-
tion in 2013 were released strictly 
for budget reasons by immigra-
tion agency officials who kept the 
homeland security secretary in 
the dark about the plan, according 
to a federal watchdog’s report.

This lack of communication 
led the Obama administration 
to wrongly deny for weeks that 
2,228 immigrants facing deporta-
tion had been released, according 
to the report Tuesday from the 
Homeland Security Department’s 
inspector general.

It also said officials at U.S. Im-
migration and Customs Enforce-
ment did not adequately plan for 
the increase in immigrant arrests 
at the Mexican border and did not 
track available funds or spending 
accurately.

Spokeswoman Gillian Chris-
tensen said Wednesday that the 
agency “is committed to address-
ing the issues identified in the 
report and has already begun de-
veloping plans of action.”

Citing internal budget docu-
ments, The Associated Press re-
ported on March 1, 2013, that the 

administration had released more
than 2,000 immigrants in the pre-
ceding two weeks and planned to
release 3,000 more amid the loom-
ing budget cuts.

The White House and the
Homeland Security Department
disputed the AP’s reporting until 
March 14, when then-ICE direc-
tor John Morton acknowledged to
Congress during a hearing that the 
agency had released 2,228 people
from immigration jails, starting 
that Feb. 9, for what he described
as “solely budgetary reasons.”

At the time, Morton told law-
makers that the decision to release
the immigrants was not discussed
in advance with political appoin-
tees, including those in the White 
House and Homeland Security 
Secretary Janet Napolitano. He 
said the pending automatic cuts
known as sequestration were 
“driving in the background.”

The inspector general, John 
Roth, confirmed Morton’s expla-
nation, concluding that senior ICE
officials did not inform Napolitano
or the White House about the im-
plications of the agency’s budget 
shortfall and did not notify Napoli-
tano about their plans to release 
the immigrants.

GRANTS PASS, Ore.  — Oregon 
Gov. John Kitzhaber has autho-
rized the state fire marshal to send 
structural firefighters and equip-
ment to help local fire crews battle 
a new wildfire that is threatening 
more than 130 homes in southern 
Oregon’s Jackson County.

The Rogue River Drive Fire be-
tween Eagle Point and Shady Cove 
started Monday and has grown to 
about 300 acres, the governor’s of-
fice said Tuesday night.

A storm system that moved 
through the area Tuesday after-
noon helped the fire gain momen-
tum and cross containment lines, 
a Jackson County Sheriff’s spokes-
woman said. 

Elsewhere in Oregon, the Cen-
tral Oregon Interagency Dispatch 
Center said 7,000 lightning strikes 

blanketed central Oregon on 
Tuesday. Fire crews responded to 
14 new fires but all were tiny.

In Washington, a massive, dra-
matic dust storm of the type more 
often associated with the South-
west blew through Eastern Wash-
ington and north Idaho on Tuesday 
evening in advance of thunder-
storms, lightning and rain. 

The effect on Washington’s 
major wildfires wasn’t immedi-
ately clear late Tuesday.

Four buildings, including one 
home, were destroyed in a fire that 
burned across 10 acres in Mead, 
north of Spokane, shortly after 
the thunderstorm moved through, 
KHQ-TV reported.  

Fire officials at the Devil’s 
Elbow Fire complex on north-
eastern Washington’s Colville In-
dian reservation said that after a 
week, nearly 800 firefighters had 

encircled the 32-square-mile fire 
with containment lines. They ex-
pected their work to be tested by 
the winds accompanying Tues-
day’s new thunder and lightning 
storms.  

 In northern California,  Beaver 
Fire officials said westerly winds 
aided firefighters on the fire’s 
western edge Tuesday, slowing 
its advance. However, the same 
winds that slowed it in the west 
prevented fire crews from working 
on tactical fire operations on the 
northeast edge. Those operations 
were delayed in the mountainous 
area of Siskiyou County, about 15 
miles northwest of Yreka.

About 150 rural homes have 
been evacuated. The fire was 30 
percent contained after burn-
ing across 45 square miles of the 
Klamath National Forest north of 
the Klamath River.

 NY area gets summer’s
worth of rain overnight

NORTH BABYLON, N.Y.  — A 
storm dumped an entire summer’s 
worth of rain on parts of Long Is-
land, stranding drivers in roads 
flooded with door-handle-high 
water on Wednesday.

 The flooding wreaked havoc on 
the morning commute.

“Many roads are flooded and
driving is treacherous,” River-
head officials said in a statement.
“There are numerous abandoned
vehicles.”

Parts of the Southern State 
Parkway were closed.

“It was up to my waist,” said
James Piano, of Islip Terrace, who
was rescued  by firefighters after
his truck was swamped.

CAIRO — Palestinian negotiators were 
mulling over an Egyptian proposal to end 
the monthlong Israel-Hamas war as the 
latest 72-hour cease-fire in the Gaza Strip 
was due to expire at midnight Wednesday.

Since the truce went into effect Sunday, 
Israel has halted military operations in the 
coastal territory and Gaza militants have 
stopped firing rockets.

The cease-fire was meant to give the 
two sides time to negotiate a more sustain-
able truce and a road map for the coastal 
territory.

A member of the Palestinian delegation 
to Egyptian-brokered talks in Cairo said 
Wednesday that his team was considering 
an Egyptian proposal, which was tabled on 
Tuesday. Egyptian mediators have been 
ferrying between the Palestinians and their 
Israeli counterparts in an attempt to over-
come the differences between the sides.

The Egyptian proposal calls for easing 
parts of the Israeli blockade of Gaza, bring-
ing some relief to the territory, according 
to Palestinian officials in the talks. But it 

leaves the key areas of disagreement, in-
cluding Hamas’ demand for a full lifting of 
the blockade and Israeli calls for Hamas to 
disarm, to later negotiations.

The Palestinian negotiator said he had 
some reservations about the proposal and 
would try to improve it.

“We would like to see more cross-border 
freedom, and also to have the question of 
a Gaza seaport and airport discussed,” he 
said.

  On Wednesday, an Associated Press 
video journalist and a freelance Palestinian 
translator assisting him were killed in an 
ordnance explosion  while working on an as-
signment about the aftermath of the recent 
war in the Gaza Strip.

Simone Camilli and Ali Shehda Abu 
Afash died when ordnance left over from 
fighting between Israel and Islamic mili-
tants blew up as Gazan police engineers 
were working to neutralize it in the north-
ern Gaza town of Beit Lahiya.

Police said three police engineers were 
also killed, while four people, including AP 
photographer Hatem Moussa, were badly 
injured.

JERUSALEM — An Israeli military 
tactic that allows overwhelming fire to 
stop the capture of soldiers — even at 
the risk of killing them — is facing criti-
cism after its use in the Gaza war killed 
some 100 Palestinians.

The military used the “Hannibal Pro-
cedure” after soldiers feared militants 
had captured an officer, unleashing 
heavy shelling on the southern Gaza town 
of Rafah. Now, a group is calling on the 
military to abandon the practice, saying 
it puts captured soldiers at unreasonable 
risk and can lead to civilian deaths.

In an army with a strong ethos of “no 
soldier left behind,” there is a near-ob-
session with preventing the abduction 
of Israeli troops, in part because past 
cases have ended in painful, lopsided 
prisoner exchanges after years of pro-

tracted negotiations. New recruits learn 
that if they see a soldier being captured 
and rushed away in a car, they should 
shoot at the vehicle to stop its progress, 
even if it risks the soldier’s life.

The “Hannibal Procedure” was de-
signed in the mid-1980s by Yossi Peled, 
then head of Israel’s Northern Com-
mand, after Hezbollah guerrillas cap-
tured two soldiers in southern Lebanon.

 Col. Yaakov Amidror, who recently 
ended a term as Israel’s national secu-
rity adviser , stood behind a rationale he 
said was often misinterpreted. He said 
it gives young soldiers on the ground 
clear guidelines for such a situation.

 “How is it any different than giving a 
soldier an order to charge forward into 
live fire?” he said. “You are also putting 
his life in danger that way. That’s what 
soldiers do.”

DONETSK, Ukraine — At least 
12 militiamen fighting alongside 
government troops against pro-
Russia separatist rebels in east-
ern Ukraine have been killed in 
an ambush, a spokesman for their 
radical nationalist movement said 
Wednesday.

Artem Skoropatsky said the 
fighters with the Right Sector vol-
unteer battalion were shot dead 
while traveling on a bus outside 
the rebel-held city of Donetsk, 
which is under siege by govern-
ment troops.

Many others in the bus were 
wounded and taken captive, Sko-
ropatsky said, adding that he 
could not specify the number.

“There is a suspicion that the 
wounded will be treated very 
harshly and could be shot,” he 
said.

The Right Sector volunteer bat-
talion does not formally operate 
within the government armed 
forces but coordinates its activi-
ties with the security services 
and the Defense Ministry.

Right Sector played a marginal 

if highly visible role in the street
uprising that culminated in the 
overthrow of President Viktor
Yanukovych in February. Its far-
right affiliations have made it a 
target of substantial lurid report-
ing in Russia state media, which 
has sought to cast the leadership 
that took over from Yanukovych
as an extremist cabal.

Andriy Lysenko, a spokesman
for Ukraine’s National Security
and Defense Council, said Wednes-
day that 11 servicemen were killed
in the previous day’s fighting, but
he could not immediately specify
whether that figure included the
Right Sector militiamen.

Inside Donetsk, at least three 
people were killed overnight
Tuesday as the government in-
tensifies its shelling campaign.

 Also Wednesday, U.N.’s human
rights office said the number of
people who have been killed in 
eastern Ukraine appears to have
doubled in the last two weeks.

A spokeswoman for the office,
Cecile Pouilly, said the U.N.’s 
“very conservative estimates”
show the death toll has risen to
at least 2,086 people as of Aug. 10
from 1,129 on July 26.

FREETOWN, Sierra Leone 
— A leading physician in Sierra 
Leone’s fight against Ebola has 
died from the disease, an official 
said Wednesday, as it emerged 
that another top doctor had been 
considered to receive an experi-
mental drug but did not get it and 
later died.

Ebola has killed more than 

1,000 people in the current West 
African outbreak that has also 
hit Guinea, Liberia and Nige-
ria. Many of the dead are health 
workers, who are often working 
with inadequate supplies and 
protection. But despite the large 
number of deaths and infections 
among Africans, only two Ameri-
cans and a Spaniard have re-
ceived ZMapp, the unproven and 
experimental anti-Ebola drug 

made in the United States. That 
has stoked debate about ethics on 
who should be given the limited 
experimental treatment.

Doctors considered giving 
ZMapp to Sheik Humarr Khan, 
the chief doctor treating Ebola 
in Sierra Leone who had come 
down with the dreaded disease, 
but eventually decided against it, 
officials at the World Health Or-
ganization said in an email to The 

Associated Press on Wednesday.
 Doses of ZMapp for two Liberi-

an doctors could arrive as soon as 
Wednesday in Liberia, according 
to Liberian Health Minister Wal-
ter Gwenigale. They would be the 
first Africans known to receive 
the treatment.

 Meanwhile, yet another doctor 
in Sierra Leone, Modupeh Cole, 
died on Wednesday, according 
to Sidie Yayah Tunis, director of 

communications for the Ministry
of Health and Sanitation. Cole, 
trained in the U.S., was one of the
top doctors working in the Ebola
isolation ward in Connaught Hos-
pital in Freetown, the capital.

He tested positive for the dis-
ease last week and was trans-
ferred to the eastern district of 
Kailahun, where Doctors Without
Borders is running a treatment
center. 

Commuter train derails in Philippines
An elevated commuter train  wrecked  after it overshot its tracks and derailed at the end station 
Wednesday,  injuring dozens at suburban Pasay city, south of Manila, Philippines. Senior Superintendent 
Florencio Ortilla, who heads the Pasay city police, said the train toppled concrete posts, spraying debris 
and damaging cars in the crowded intersection. Hernando Cabrera, spokesman for the agency that 
operates the train system, said the train had a “technical problem” and was being pushed by another 
when it became detached and rolled into the concrete barrier at the final station on the line.

WASHINGTON — A dog’s life 
used to be easier: Take a six-hour 
nap, terrify a squirrel, have a lit-
tle can of something for dinner.

But these days, a dog needs a 
day planner, what with the yappy 
hours, the dog-park play dates 
and now — yes, it’s come to this 
— working out down at the dog 
gym.

Ruby was three minutes into 
her regimen  at Frolick Dogs Ca-
nine Sports Club in Alexandria, 
Va., pumping her little beagle 
legs along the treadmill at 2.5 
miles an hour, her nose in endless 
pursuit of the treat held just out 
of reach by her personal trainer, 
Kim Gilliam.

In a region filled with dog parks, 
doggy day care, dog walkers, 
dog-biscuit bakeries and rooftop 
dog-washing stations, the canine 
industrial complex has produced 
another indulgence: Fido fitness. 
Frolick bills itself as the Wash-
ington area’s first sports club 
for pets. For $50 a month, dogs 
get unlimited access to an air-
conditioned, 6,000-square-foot 
facility boasting two treadmills, 
balance balls (for that important 
core), cross-training and an agil-
ity course of hurdles, tunnels and 
balance beams.

Crazy? Like a foxhound. Frol-
ick’s owners think they’ve hit on 
yet another way to add to the $56 
billion Americans spent on their 
pets last year — an outlay that 
has almost doubled in the past de-
cade and never stopped growing 
even during the economic down-
turn, according to the American 
Pet Products Association.

“It’s grown even faster than I 
thought it would,” said Kevin Gil-
liam, a longtime dog trainer, of 
the business, which he recently 
opened with his wife, Kim, in an 
empty warehouse.

In their first five weeks, there 
have been sign-ups by dog own-
ers who say summer dog runs 
are too hot (for dog and owner 
alike), who want their pooches to 
shed pounds and who are getting 
too old to keep up with their still-
frisky pets. One customer had 
recent back surgery, so his Rho-
desian Ridgeback now logs miles 
on the treadmill.

Some of the leggier breeds pant 
along the rubber belt just for the 
joy of running, the owners say. 
But others, like many a new gym 
member, need motivation. For 
Ruby, Kim offered the occasional 
morsel of kibble. It would drop, 
Ruby would stop to scarf it up and 
thus zoom backward, resuming 
her trot just a heel pad away from 
being shot backward like a little 
beagle bullet.

“Is that the cutest thing you’ve 

ever seen?” said a nearby cli-
ent whose own dog was perched, 
quivering, atop a balance ball. A 
Portuguese Water Dog did reps 
on the balance beam. A choco-
late Lab ran lap after lap behind 
the purple tennis ball her owner 
kicked across the floor.

The Lab was Hazel, and her 
owner said she’s much happier 
getting her exercise inside during 
the summer.

“She’s very particular about 
the heat,” said Justin Lang, 36, a 
work-at-home Alexandria writer.

Hazel gets outside about two 
hours a day, he said, but the dog 
gym gives her something extra: a 
greater variety of exercise, social 
time with other dogs and a solid 
workout. 

“In here, she’s good for an 
hour,” Lang said.

The Gilliams know they have 
the perfect test market for their 
gym in famously dog-centric Al-
exandria, a place of dog happy 
hours, dog masseuses and month-
ly canine cruises on the Potomac 
River. The city’s mayor was 
scheduled to be at the gym’s of-
ficial grand opening .

“If it’s going to work anywhere, 
it’s going to work here,” said Kim, 
who has an MBA and 10 years 
in marketing and rattles off sta-
tistics about pet spending and 
Alexandria residents’ disposable 
income with ease.

The pair is riding a cultural 
shift that has seen the nation’s 83 
million dogs promoted from pos-
sessions to family members in 
recent decades. Kevin, who grew 

up with dogs in the days when 
giving them a little bacon grease 
for a shiny coat was the height of 
pet pampering, said the idea for 
the gym came from dog-training 
customers who told him that they 
were eager for yet more ways to 
lavish more time and money on 
their animals. Many of the dog 

owners are part of the region’s 
urban renaissance, former subur-
banites who worry that their pets 
don’t get enough cardio exercise 
in the city.

Industry observers think that 
the idea of dog gyms will be em-
braced all over in a country that 
gladly spends more than $300 

million a year just on pet Hallow-
een costumes.

Kit Yarrow, a consumer psychol-
ogist who has studied pet-spend-
ing patterns, had never heard of 
a dog gym before. She practically
slapped her forehead.

“It’ll be huge!” predicted Yar-
row, a professor emeritus at
Golden Gate University in San
Francisco. “Pets are humanized 
more than ever. Pet products are
marketed more and more as if
dogs are furry little babies.”

Owners are buying it, Yar-
row said, because that’s just how 
Americans see their pets. More 
households don’t have children,
she noted, and more people live
alone. In a world that people see as 
increasingly rude, polarized and
isolated, the ever-faithful dog is
seen as a source of emotional sup-
port, her consumer surveys show.

“People are grateful for that, 
and that gratitude is translated
into spending more money on 
them,” Yarrow said.

Even the Gilliams, as their four-
footed clients burned calories be-
hind them, wondered where the
limits of pet spending could be 
found. Swimming pools for dogs?
They have those. A hyperbaric 
chamber for dogs? There’s a local
vet with one, Kevin said.

Kim told of an acquaintance 
who has been developing high-
end, hyper-expensive prosthetic
legs for dogs.

Kim, the businesswoman, 
asked, “Who would spend that
much money?”

Kevin, the dog guy, answered,
“I would.”

Fitness camp for canines a breed apart
Gym for dogs is

SEOUL, South Korea  — They 
died well over a century ago, but 
the 124 Korean Catholic martyrs 
who will be honored by Pope 
Francis this week still have a hold 
over many of their descendants 
— even some who learned of their 
sacrifices only in recent years, or 
whose families are now Buddhist 
or Protestant.

It will be a proud moment for 
them Saturday when Francis 
beatifies the martyrs, in the last 
step before canonization, or saint-
hood. Yet for some, it’s also over-
whelming to know that someone 
in their family was willing to die 
for their faith.

“I was baptized as an infant, 
and I’ve been a Catholic for about 
50 years, but I’ve been asking 
myself whether I could do” what 
the martyrs did, said Kim Dong 
Sup, 55, an  office worker from a 
prominent Catholic family that 
includes 13 martyrs. “What they 
did was incredible.”

Kim has a relic from one of 
those martyrs: a fingernail-sized 
piece of spine, mounted on a cross, 
from Kim Tae-gon, Korea’s first 
Roman Catholic priest. He was 
beheaded in 1846 at age 25 for at-
tempting to help foreign mission-
aries enter the country, and his 
bones were later divided and kept 
by hundreds of Catholics.

The 124 martyrs perished from 
1791 to 1888. Catholic officials be-
lieve that, in all, about 10,000 Ko-
rean Catholics were executed by 
the Joseon Dynasty, which tried 
to shut the Korean Peninsula off 
from Western influence. The dy-
nasty’s rule ended in 1910, when 
Japan annexed Korea and began 
its 35-year colonization.

Today, the South Korean church 
accounts for more than 10 per-
cent of the country’s population 
of 50 million, and the local church 
hopes for continued growth. But 
as in Europe, the church here has 
been affected by an increasingly 
secular and materialistic culture 
and by competition from other 
faiths.  

During his five-day visit, which 
begins Thursday, Francis is ex-
pected to encourage young Catho-
lics to spread the faith and not get 
caught up in what he often calls 
a materialistic, “throwaway” cul-
ture. It’s the first papal visit to 
South Korea in 25 years.

Kim Tae-gon and more than 
100 other martyrs were canon-
ized — meaning they were de-
clared saints — during a 1984 
visit by Pope John Paul II, who 
returned in South Korea in 1989.

Two more of Kim Dong Sup’s 
ancestors are to be beatified this 
week; both refused to renounce 
their faith. One died in prison 
in 1814. The other, who was be-
headed in 1816, transcribed reli-
gious books by hand to distribute 
to believers and taught Catholi-
cism at his home.

PRETORIA, South Africa —
South Africa’s Cabinet has ap-
proved the relocation of rhinos
from the country’s Kruger Na-
tional Park to secret sites both
within in the country and across 
its borders to combat a surge in
poaching.

Discussions with Botswana
and Zambia have started, Edna
Molewa, the country’s minister 
of environmental affairs, told re-
porters in Pretoria, the South Af-
rican capital, Tuesday.

South Africa, home to most of
the world’s rhinos, is struggling to
protect the pachyderms against 
poachers, many of whom stream
across the border between Mo-
zambique and Kruger armed
with automatic rifles and night
sights. So far this year 638 rhinos
have been poached in South Af-
rica, almost two thirds of those in
Kruger, compared with a record
1,004 in all of last year.

“South Africa also recognizes
international opportunities for
establishing rhino strongholds in 
neighboring countries,” Molewa 
said.

Poaching has surged in South
African game reserves and pri-
vate game ranches and beyond
as demand for the animals’ horns
climbs in Asian nations including 
China and Vietnam because of a 
false belief that it can cure dis-
eases including cancer.

As many as 500 rhinos could be
safely moved from Kruger, a re-
serve the size of Israel, Sam Fer-
reira, a large mammal ecologist 
at South African National Parks,
said at the briefing. Moving such 
a large number would be logisti-
cally difficult, he said.

In addition to protecting the
animals from poachers, relo-
cations can boost populations
as some are moved from areas 
where there are too many rhinos
for the ecosystem to support and
birth rates are declining, he said.

“The translocations are the 
backbone of what South Africans
have achieved with rhinos” in con-
servation, Ferreira said. About
1,500 rhinos were relocated from 
Kruger between 1997 and 2013,
a program that “has contributed
significantly” to the growth of the
South African population of the
animals, Molewa said.

South Africa’s government has
also taken other steps to protect 
rhinos including deploying sol-
diers in Kruger.

New interventions include
disrupting crime syndicates,
Molewa said, with the number of
poachers arrested “considerably”
higher this year than in 2013.

Last month, a poacher was
sentenced in a court northeast of
Johannesburg to 77 years in jail
for killing three rhino calves in
2011. Six people were arrested 
in an operation in the Kruger, 
South African National Parks,
which runs the reserve, said in a 
statement yesterday.

BEIJING — Among panda-lov-
ers, it doesn’t take much to set off 
pandemonium. 

Tuesday was a banner day for 
admirers of the rare black-and-
white mammals as a zoo in south-
ern China announced that one of 
its charges had given birth to a 
set of triplets, which the facility 
billed as the only surviving trio of 
pandas in the world.

The cubs were born to moth-
er Juxiao in the early morning 
hours of July 29 at the Chimelong 
wildlife park in Guangzhou, the 
capital of Guangdong province, 
China’s state-run media said.

Photos of the pink and sparse-
ly-furred cubs released Tuesday 
showed the triplets in an incuba-
tor, two apparently sleeping but 
one sitting up. Another photo 
showed one of the cubs being 
cradled by Juxiao, whose name 
translates as “chrysanthemum 
smile.”

Infant pandas have a notorious-
ly high mortality rate, and while 
Chimelong called the triplets a 
“miracle,” experts said it was too 
soon for the cubs to be declared 
out of the woods.

External genitalia does not 
develop until pandas are several 
months old, and the cubs were not 
identified as male or female.

Apparently, they have not been 
given names yet, either. Accord-
ing to the National Zoo in Wash-
ington, which currently hosts a 
pair of breeding pandas and one 
cub, it is tradition to name giant 
panda cubs when they are 100 
days old.

Pandas are notoriously poor 
breeders. As few as 1,600 giant 
pandas remain in central China’s 
mountain forests. About 375 pan-
das live in zoos and breeding cen-
ters around the world.

In China’s artificial breeding 
program, it is common to use 
sperm from more than one male 
to artificially inseminate a female 
to increase the chances of fertil-
ization and viable embryos.

 Robin Williams’ personal assistant found 
the actor, who was struggling with depres-
sion, dead in a bedroom of his San Francisco 
Bay Area home, officials said Tuesday.

Williams’ wife likely was home at the time 
he killed himself, but was unaware, Marin 
County Sheriff’s Lt. Keith Boyd said.

Williams was last seen alive by his wife Sun-
day night when she went to bed, Boyd said. She 
woke up the next morning and left, thinking he 
was still asleep elsewhere in the house.

Shortly after that, Williams’ personal assis-
tant came to the  home and became concerned 
when Williams failed to respond to knocks at a 

door. The assistant found the 63-year-old actor 
clothed and dead in a bedroom.

Boyd said all evidence indicates Williams, 
star of “Good Will Hunting,” “Mrs. Doubt-
fire,” “Good Morning, Vietnam” and dozens 
of other films, committed suicide by hanging 
himself with a belt. But he said a final ruling 
will be made once toxicology reports and in-
terviews with witnesses are complete.

The condition of the body indicated Williams 
had been dead for at least a few hours, Boyd 
said. Williams also had superficial cuts on his 
wrist, and a pocketknife was found nearby.

Williams had been seeking treatment for 
depression, Boyd said. He would not say 
whether the actor left a suicide note.

“We still have people we want to speak 
with, so there is some information we’re going 
to withhold,” Boyd said. “We’re not discussing 
the note or a note at this point as the investiga-
tion is ongoing.”

The Oscar-winning actor for years dealt 
with bouts of substance abuse and depression 
and referenced his struggles in his comedy 
routines. Just last month, Williams announced 
he was returning to a 12-step treatment pro-
gram. The circumstances of the death do not 
help explain what motivated him, suicide ex-
perts said. Understanding that would require a 
detailed “psychological autopsy” that includes 
the review of medical and other records, and 
interviews with family and friends.

 Lauren Bacall was a movie star 
from almost her first moment on
the silver screen.

A fashion model and bit-part
New York actress before mov-
ing to Hollywood at 19, Bacall
achieved immediate fame in 1944
with one scene in her first film, 
“To Have and Have Not.” Leav-
ing Humphrey Bogart’s hotel 
room, Bacall — a lanky figure
with flowing blond hair and a
stunning face — murmured: “You
don’t have to say anything, and
you don’t have to do anything. Not
a thing. Oh, maybe just whistle.
You know how to whistle, don’t 
you, Steve? You just put your lips
together and blow.”

With that cool, sultry come-on,
not only was a star born, but the
beginning of a legend, her title
burnished over the years with piv-
otal roles, signature New York wit,
and a marriage to Bogart that ac-
counted for one of the most famous
Hollywood couples of all time.

Bacall died Tuesday at the age 
of 89 in New York, according
to the managing partner of the 
Humphrey Bogart Estate, Rob-
bert J.F. de Klerk. Bacall’s son 
Stephen Bogart confirmed his
mother’s death to de Klerk. She
was pronounced dead at New
York-Presbyterian/Weill Cor-
nell Medical Center at 5:21 p.m.
Tuesday, according to Kathleen
Robinson, the hospital’s media 
relations director.

The Academy-Award nominat-
ed actress received two Tonys, an 
honorary Oscar and scores of film
and TV roles. But, to her occasion-
al frustration, she was remem-
bered for her years with Bogart
and treated more as a star by the
film industry than as an actress.
Bacall would outlive her husband
by more than 50 years, but never
outlive their iconic status. They 
were “Bogie and Bacall” — the
hard-boiled couple who could
fight and make up with the best
of them.  She was less than half
Bogart’s age, yet as wise — and as
jaded — as he was. They starred
in movies including “Key Largo”
and “Dark Passage” together .

Esten and actor Chris Carmack 
will perform in the Sept. 24 show 
live from the show’s Bluebird Cafe 
set.

“As always, 
when you perform at the Blue-
bird, it’s generally live anyway, so 
this is not really different,” Esten 
said, referring to the real Nash-
ville venue that the show dupli-
cated on a soundstage. “It will be 
as real as it should be.”

SAN FRANCISCO — Apple re-
leased data on Tuesday showing it 
is slightly more diverse than some 
of its Silicon Valley rivals.

Of the company’s U.S. employ-
ees, 70 percent are white or Asian. 
Eleven percent of Apple’s workers 
are Hispanic and 7 percent are 
black, closer to the national aver-
ages for the total U.S. workforce 
than some other technology com-
panies. Apple, based in Cupertino, 
Calif., added that 30 percent of its 
workforce is female. The company 
has 98,000 employees.

“Let me say up front: As CEO, 
I’m not satisfied with the numbers 
on this page,” Chief Executive 
Officer Tim Cook wrote in a blog 
post. “They’re not new to us, and 
we’ve been working hard for quite 
some time to improve them.”

The world’s most valuable com-
pany is the latest to report diver-
sity numbers amid a debate about 
whether women and minorities are 

underrepresented at Silicon Val-
ley technology firms. Facebook, 
Google, eBay and others have all 
disclosed workforce information 
in recent months. The research 
has added fuel to the discussion by 
showing that the companies are 
predominantly male and mostly 
white and Asian.

At Facebook, Google and Twit-
ter, women make up about 30 
percent of staff and blacks about 
2 percent. At eBay, women are 42 
percent of its staff and 7 percent 
of its U.S. employees are black, the 
company said last month.

Google helped start the recent 
spate of diversity reports when it 
unveiled its data in May. Laszlo 
Bock, Google’s senior vice presi-
dent of people operations, high-
lighted in a blog post the lack of 
qualified minority and female 
technology experts, citing a U.S. 
Department of Education study 
that found women earn just 18 
percent of computer-science de-
grees in the U.S., and that blacks 
and Hispanics each collect fewer 

than 10 percent of computer-sci-
ence degrees.

Last month, Cook said Apple 
planned to eventually release in-
formation about the diversity of its 
workforce. A group of sharehold-
ers has pressed the iPhone maker 
to diversify its leadership ranks 
and board, which has two female 
directors, including the recent ad-
dition of BlackRock co-founder 
Sue Wagner.

Apple’s numbers include the 
workers at its worldwide retail 
store chain. Many other technol-
ogy firms don’t run retail outlets. 
Apple declined to break out data 
on the diversity of store employ-
ees, who as of last September were 
more than 50 percent of its total 
workforce.

According to the Bureau of 
Labor Statistics, women made 
up 49.7 percent of the 3.23 mil-
lion retail salespeople in the U.S. 
in 2013, one of the larger catego-
ries of retail employees. 

Blacks and Hispanics were 11.7 
percent and 15.7 percent of this 

workforce, according to the BLS.
Of Apple’s technologists, such 

as hardware engineers and pro-
grammers, 20 percent are female, 
the company said. That’s a higher 
percentage than at companies 
such as Twitter, where 10 percent 
of technology workers are women, 
or enterprise software company 
VMware, where 19 percent of its 
technology workers are women. 
Just 6 percent of technologists at 
Apple in the U.S. are black, while 
7 percent are Hispanic.

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Apple data reveal diverse workforce
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Putin making a meal out of his war with West

Russians are about to lose access to 
virtually all food imported from 
the West — which is to say, a sig-
nificant portion of the food that 

Russians consume. President Vladimir 
Putin ordered the ban on imports to retali-
ate against Western countries that imposed 
economic sanctions against Russia after 
the downing of Malaysia Airlines Flight 17 
over eastern Ukraine. More than anything 
that has happened this year — more than 
the annexation of Crimea, more than the 
latest crop of repressive laws passed by 
the parliament and more than the West’s 
sanctions — the food ban marks a turning 
point for Russia. It is now fully and truly a 
country at war.

The ban on Western food has already 
led to price increases and runs on super-
markets. Food prices were rising at a dis-
turbingly high rate before the ban, and 
now they will probably skyrocket; there 
may also be shortages. Russians older than 
30 have vivid recollections of such short-
ages, but the state propaganda machine 
is working hard to make people associate 
the looming hardships not with the memo-
ries of the failed Soviet economy but with 
the struggles of World War II. They are to 
think of their losses as heroic sacrifices 
made for the war effort. This propaganda, 
drawing on a wealth of cinematic and liter-
ary narratives of the glorious deprivations 
of wartime, may well prove successful with 
the vast majority of Russians who support 
the current war effort, at least in the short 
run.

A country at war invariably declares 

war not only on the outside enemy — in this 
case, the West, as represented by Ukraine 
— but also on the enemy within.  In his land-
mark speech to parliament in March an-
nouncing the annexation of Crimea, Putin 
made reference to a “fifth column” of “na-
tional traitors” who are in cahoots with the 
West. With the ban on imported foods, he 
has broken an uneasy, long-standing truce 
with the group he views with the most sus-
picion: Russia’s cafe society.

Putin’s first decade at the helm coin-
cided with a period of unprecedented 
prosperity in Russia, brought about by a 
boom in energy prices. This accidental 
fortune allowed Putin to solidify his power 
quickly and to institute authoritarian rule 
in Russia. As he was taking over the media 
and dismantling the electoral system, the 
country’s educated and newly moneyed 
classes were discovering the pleasures of 
good food and wine. As it turned out, vir-
tually anyone who had disposable income 
was willing to forfeit significant amounts 
of freedom if this coincided with gaining 
access to delicious meals in increasingly 
pleasing surroundings.

Truth be told, beautiful spaces came first 
and the food lagged behind by years. But, 
by about 2010, Moscow had a lot to offer 
even to discerning foodies. Last month, I 
spent about a week having the same con-
versation with different people over a se-
ries of good meals in different Moscow 
restaurants. We talked about the reversal 
of history, the country’s exceedingly bleak 
prospects and emigration options. Invari-
ably at some point in the conversation my 
interlocutors would look around and say 
something like, “But then there is this” 

— meaning a place that served good food
from an inventive menu on an outdoor
terrace.

My friends are right: The existence of
these Moscow restaurants is inconceivable
in the medieval warrior state into which
Russia is turning itself. Putin knows this,
too, and his food ban communicates a sim-
ple message to the differently minded: You
no longer get to sit around in your cafes. 
The day after Putin announced the food
ban, Prime Minister Dmitry Medvedev
dealt a second, likely fatal blow to Russian 
cafe culture by announcing what amounts
to a ban on WiFi access in public places.

In between lamenting the disappear-
ance of Italian mozzarella, Australian
rib-eye, Finnish yogurt and even cheap
American drumsticks, Russian bloggers
have also suggested in the past few days
that by introducing what amounts to addi-
tional sanctions against his country, Putin
may have weakened his government. The
West’s sanctions, of course, are increas-
ingly designed in the hopes of effecting re-
gime change rather than changing Putin’s
mind. Will either or both sets of sanctions
work by stressing the elites enough to 
make them unite against Putin? If they do, 
we won’t know it until it happens, so tightly 
closed is the system that Putin built.

One thing is clear, though: Putin’s Rus-
sia is becoming more truly itself, and the 
food ban is an important part of renounc-
ing any pretense of being a part of the
larger world.

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GOP should back Ryan anti-poverty plan

Here they come, a charging bri-
gade, conservatives who just 
might win a fresh war on pover-
ty and otherwise help the down 

and out because of compassion that hardly 
stands alone. It is accompanied by analyti-
cal soundness.

But wait a minute. Did I say 
conservatives?

You bet. The reference was not to so-
called progressives too often regressive 
in their allegiance to the repeatedly tried 
and still untrue. The reference was to such 
inspirited , right-of-center souls as Repub-
lican Paul Ryan, the House Budget Com-
mittee chairman and besieged striver for 
fiscal sanity who is now also a proponent 
of a sagacious, far-ranging plan to shrink 
impoverishment.

The plan was born of meticulous in-
vestigation that included time visiting 
neighborhoods with Robert Woodson, an 
outstanding  black activist highly success-
ful in rousing the poor to help themselves. 
His has been a rescuing practicality too 
often avoided by academicians, self-serv-
ing bureaucrats or vote-greedy politicians, 
and it shows up big time in a Ryan plan that 
simplifies, localizes and personalizes.

A bold plot line is to put fully funded 
federal assistance programs in one pack-
age that state and local governments could 
innovatively administer. Advisers would 
involve themselves closely with recipients, 

encouraging work even as financial aid to 
workers was increased. There would be 
constant, cautious testing of results so the 
safety net would stay intact and false starts 
could be rectified. This nationwide system 
of trial and error could very well help en-
large self-reliance, lifting large numbers 
to the middle class. Welfare rolls could 
very well contract.

Ryan aims for much else. He is, for in-
stance, seeking educational improvements 
in the lower grades and more open doors 
in occupational training and college for the 
disadvantaged after high school. He would 
revamp licensing rules inhibiting entre-
preneurship. And as a matter that should 
win wide applause, he wants to address our 
prison calamity, reducing runaway incar-
ceration rates, instituting meaningful re-
habilitation and facilitating more chances 
for better lives after release.

While some on the left got here first, 
Ryan is not alone among Republicans in 
such ambitions. Sen. Rand Paul, of Ken-
tucky, has joined with a Democrat, Sen. 
Cory Booker, of New Jersey, to sponsor a 
bill that would approach drug issues more 
through rehabilitation than prison while 
also moving to seal records of many non-
violent offenders. Republican Gov. Rick 
Perry, of Texas, has moved aggressively 
against mandatory sentencing and for 
more emphasis on drug treatment over 
incarceration, thereby lowering his state’s 
prison costs and population.

What these and other office holders 
grasp is that our imprisonment rates are 

the world’s highest, 716 per 100,000 adding
up to some 2.4 million prisoners in federal, 
state and local facilities. The social costs
are enormous, especially among some 
widely affected low-income groups. Fami-
lies are disrupted. Those with records can’t
get jobs. Young imprisoned law-breakers 
are trained to be still better criminals.
There’s evidence crime could actually be
kept more in tow by decreasing excessive
punishment of the nonviolent. Not to try is
not to care.

These Republicans seem to me to care,
just as still others seem to care mightily 
about other issues related to the poor, such
as Marco Rubio, the senator from Florida
who in January outlined anti-poverty pro-
posals in a number of respects similar to
those of Ryan. But are the majority of con-
gressional Republicans ready to act?

That’s a concern of Ron Haskins, a 
Brookings Institution poverty scholar who
has called the Ryan plan “the best, most
comprehensive and potentially bipartisan
set of ideas for promoting opportunity that
has appeared in many years.” His ques-
tion is whether other Republicans will say
that’s not us and back off.

In that case, this charging brigade’s ideas
could end up defeated even if pursued leg-
islatively as they should be, one step at a
time with no shortage of pilot programs.

Let’s hope for a rally of intelligent caring
instead.

A recent decision by Facebook to 
limit the content we see in our 
newsfeeds could have far-reach-
ing and potentially deleterious 

unintended consequences for the global 
nonprofit and advocacy communities.

When the ubiquitous social network 
changed its algorithm to limit “organic 
reach” — the number of Facebook users 
who can potentially see any single piece of 
content in their newsfeed — the move was 
characterized as a way for the company 
to extract additional advertising revenue 
from corporate brands.

By limiting the ability of corporations 
to reach consumers, Facebook made the 
calculation that companies will pay to ad-
vertise on the social network to reach these 
same users.

Regardless of whether  this proves to be a 
sound business decision, corporate brands 
like Pepsi, Nike and GEICO will likely be 
able to absorb the additional advertising 
costs without experiencing a significant 
impact on their bottom lines.

The consequences, however, will be felt 
much more acutely by the many nonprofit 
organizations now subject to the same re-
duction in reach — reportedly down to only 
1 or 2 percent of all followers. A nonprofit 
advocacy group with 5,000 followers, for 
example, might issue a critical call to ac-
tion that is only seen by 50 of its followers.

The majority of nonprofit organizations 
do not have budgets for paid advertising. 
Most are operating on shoestring  budgets, 
focusing on keeping their doors open dur-
ing challenging economic times and find-
ing a way to fulfill their core mission with 
fewer resources than ever before.

Yet many of these same nonprofit or-
ganizations have invested considerable 
time and financial resources in creating 
an active Facebook community, including 
encouraging members to join, training 
members how to interact with others on 
the site, and dedicating staff resources to 
maintaining pages populated with dynam-
ic content.

For many nonprofits, Facebook has be-
come an integral extension of the orga-
nization — a way to disseminate critical 
information in a timely manner, a fund-
raising tool, and a launch pad for legisla-
tive advocacy. Thousands of nonprofits that 
work every day to improve human rights, 
gender equality, the environment, access 
to medical care, economic conditions, and 
the environment, among many other is-
sues, have used Facebook to expand their 
reach into global communities. Beginning 

in 2011, the Global Healthy Living Foun-
dation has convened thousands of health 
nonprofits at the annual Digital Health Ad-
vocacy Summit to discuss new mechanics 
and applications of social media tools like 
Facebook, and the pressing issues facing 
patients with chronic diseases. In a survey 
of social media and executive directors at-
tending last year, 58 percent of patient and 
provider groups feel that social media is 
“extremely important” for advocating for 
their constituents.

The rug has now been pulled out from 
under many of these groups.

There is little doubt that Facebook can 
be a transformative force for good — we 
have seen its potential in places like Egypt 
during the Arab Spring and in local neigh-
borhood Facebook groups during recent 
U.S. weather emergencies. In health care, 
Facebook has helped bring the voices of 
the homebound and infirmed to the halls 
of Congress and state legislatures. It has 
provided instant product recall informa-
tion to unknowing patients minutes away 
from ingesting faulty therapeutics. It has 
become a place where patients and fami-
lies battling countless conditions find com-

munity and support from others.
But the transformative power of Face-

book — like the popularity of the site itself
— is neither preordained nor guaranteed
going forward. If nonprofit groups are no
longer able to effectively reach the com-
munities of followers they have worked
hard to cultivate, they may be forced to
look to re- create these communities else-
where. How can you have a revolution if no 
one shows up?

In the midst of a pivotal moment in pa-
tient engagement and empowerment, our
microphone has been turned off. We re-
cruited an audience to fill the room and
then suddenly, only those in the first few 
rows can hear us.

Facebook is a business and as such is en-
titled to its business model. But as it strives
to please shareholders and drive up its bot-
tom line, it should be mindful not to inad-
vertently choke off the ability of nonprofit
organizations to provide others with the
help they need.

Facebook promises that the site is “free
and always will be.” We urge Facebook to
live up to the spirit of its motto and grant
nonprofit organizations a waiver from the
new reduction in organic reach.

Shortly after Israel invaded the 
Gaza Strip in 2009, a close Muslim 
friend I’d known since elementary 
school suddenly disappeared from 

my Facebook feed. She’d been excoriat-
ing Israel in her posts, and I’d said noth-
ing. Then I posted a statistic showing the 
number of Hamas-fired missiles landing 
in southern Israel, where my husband has 
family. That same day, I noticed my friend 
had written “OMG!!” under my post. And 
then she was gone.

With a couple of cool, obliterating key-
strokes and no questions asked (or at least 
posted), she’d apparently banished me 
from her online world. Years of friendship 
ended with a wordless, virtual severing.

That’s the way things work in social 
media.

When my husband posted a video with 
a Zionist interpretation of the founding 
of Israel (this in response to an animated 
video advertising the Palestinian version 
of events), a Christian cousin of his, whom 
he’d hosted in our home years ago, posted 
a rant rife with anti-Semitic slurs on his 
wall. “He’s finished!” my husband called 
out to his iPad. He was still shaken from a 
phone conversation with his sister in Ash-
dod. A missile had landed on her terrace. 
The cousin got an explanation before he 
was deleted, but he was nevertheless gone 
from my husband’s “friend” list.

And the next day, my husband discov-
ered how it felt. After a heated exchange 
on the conflict with a close Jewish friend 
sympathetic to the Palestinian cause, he 
was the one unceremoniously dumped.

Perhaps it’s time to accept that Face-
book is a lousy medium for political debate. 
People seem to be much more interested 
in making statements rather than asking 
questions or seeking out diverse opinions. 
As much as we might like to think we enjoy 
pluralistic feeds with multiple views, our 
“friends” tend to be those with whom we 
agree. The rest, we shed. A recent study 
from the University of Colorado Denver 

found that “polarizing posts” are one of the 
most frequently cited reasons for unfriend-
ing someone on Facebook.

I hadn’t expected those posts.
When I joined Facebook six years ago, it 

was as though someone had lit up a social 
Christmas tree in my desolate living room. 
I giddily accrued friendships — primarily 
with colleagues but also and most enthu-
siastically with old schoolmates. We’d all 
been part of a tightly knit expat commu-
nity in Caracas, Venezuela, and I imme-
diately envisioned Facebook as an Eden 
of reconnection with that past, where my 
former BFF from fifth grade would fol-
low our brief exchange of mutually posted 
pleasantries with solid plans for a tearful 
reunion.

Needless to say, this didn’t happen with 
any of my old acquaintances. Without the 
dimension of live contact, we were simply 
apparitions beaming at one another from 
flattering photographs. It took me a while 
to absorb the obvious — we weren’t the 
same children enthralled by our teachers 
and blood-pledged friendships. We were 
parents and professionals, married and 

divorced. And some of us were unrecog-
nizably political, particularly whenever 
events surrounding Israel flared up.

Before logging on to Facebook during 
the latest Gaza conflict, I braced myself for 
the warring opinions I’d find. And that was 
a good thing. There were the usual Holo-
caust-referenced condemnations of Israel. 
There were my sister’s harrowing photo-
graphs of the destruction in Gaza. There 
was a Venezuelan childhood friend defend-
ing the Israeli Defense Forces.

I added to the cacophony with my own 
posts, which revealed my stake in Israel 
— my father’s country, where I spent 
summers listening to Simon  & Garfunkel 
in my aunt’s Jerusalem apartment. That 
same aunt had suffered a permanent eye 
injury decades ago when a grenade ex-
ploded under her restaurant table in East 
Jerusalem.

The woman who defriended me was 
someone I once cared deeply about. We 
used to sprawl in each other’s bedrooms 
after school in the late 1980s, laughing 
over the quirks of teachers and students. 
Her mother made the best kibbe in Cara-

cas. Our fathers — both businessmen, one
Israeli, the other Lebanese — would oc-
casionally chat in Hebrew. Personal and 
political differences sometimes flared be-
tween us, and as adults we took separate
paths, but a mutual affection had always
bound us.

Facebook seems to have ended that.
When she kicked me off her friend list (a
conciliatory card I mailed a year later got
no reply), I vowed never to post a political
word again. I have broken that vow in the
last two weeks, but to no fruitful end.

The Israel-Hamas quagmire won’t be
solved with posts meant for a narrowly
self-selected crowd of people who share 
our views. In times like these, Facebook
becomes a bizarre, cultural Rorschach 
test, where subjects are bombarded with 
endless YouTube videos sent by people
hoping for a “like.”

For me, the initial fantasy of being re-
stored to my 1983 history class with my 
favorite teacher, surrounded by a clutch
of passionate and competitive students
— Christians, Muslims and Jews — debat-
ing issues with goodwill and youthful en-
thusiasm is gone. I’m determined to settle 
for the measured graces of online com-
muning — the annual birthday greetings, 
the “likes” on photos of our children, the 
collective agreement to witness each other
move tentatively from one year to another
in this online hall of mirrors.

Then war will erupt again, and, in the
quiet of our wounded hearts, we’ll mutter
to ourselves, “Off with her head!” and hit 
the unfriend button.

Raiders,
Cowboys
mix it up

OXNARD, Calif. — The joint practice
between the Oakland Raiders and Dallas
Cowboys went just about how the coaches 
scripted it Tuesday with high intensity in 
an emotional environment.

Then things went a bit over the line when 
a hard hit by Dallas cornerback Morris
Claiborne on Oakland tight end Mychal Ri-
vera led to a brawl that nearly spilled over
into the stands and featured a Raiders fan
swinging a helmet at a Cowboys player and
cornerback B.W. Webb retaliating with a
swing at the fan.

“It’s definitely a dangerous situation,”
Webb said. “I don’t know why fans would 
want to jump on this side of the fence. I
don’t think they’d like it too much on this
side.”

But even that brawl and a smaller one on
the other field involving Cowboys running 
back J.C. Copeland and Raiders linebacker
Justin Cole couldn’t mar the day.

“I don’t like the fights. I want to come out 
and practice football,” Raiders coach Den-
nis Allen said. “We don’t have any time 
for that, and we certainly don’t want to
get anybody injured in fisticuffs. I thought 
both teams came out and competed and got
a lot of good work in.”

Cowboys owner Jerry Jones praised the 
enthusiasm and atmosphere of the practice
that was watched by 8,326 fans .

 The practice was more physical than 
anticipated with players frequently being
brought down to the turf despite both
coaches saying before it started that they 
did not want any live tackling.

But after nearly three weeks of practic-
ing against each other, the players were 
excited for the chance to hit players in an-
other jersey.

That’s how the first brawl started. Clai-
borne felt as if Rivera lowered his shoulder
to try to break a tackle so he responded by 
throwing Rivera to the ground.

That raised the ire of Raiders receiver 
Greg Little, who came flying in to protect 
his teammate, leading to the fight on the
sideline in front of a boisterous group of 
Raiders fans.

Ed Anzalone never wanted to hang 
up his helmet.

The New York Jets super-fan 
known as Fireman Ed simply 

grew tired of the increasing harassment 
in the stands at MetLife Stadium. Some 
cursed at him. Others spit on him. Beer 
was also tossed his way.

“It was just guys who decided, ‘Hey, 
we’re going to mess with the fireman,’” 
Anzalone said.

The tipping point came on Thanksgiv-
ing night in 2012, when the Jets were get-
ting romped by the New England Patriots. 
Anzalone went to a rest room at halftime 
and two men confronted him. Sensing a 
bad situation brewing, Anzalone took off 
before it escalated.

“It was time to go,” Anzalone said in a 
telephone interview with The Associated 
Press. “I said, ‘If it’s got to come to that 

and we’re getting 
to that point, it’s 
over.’”

And just like 
that, Fireman Ed 
was no more.

The familiar face 
of the fan base, the 
leader of the J-
E-T-S chant, was 
G-O-N-E.

“I’ve still got 
plenty of energy 
and plenty in my 
tank, but it was for 
the best,” Anza-
lone said. “We had 
a nice time, I had 
a great run and I 

didn’t want to go out in a negative manner. 
I didn’t want to end up on the front page of 
a newspaper.”

Anzalone became a fixture at home 
games, leading the J-E-T-S chant for 27 
years — from Shea Stadium to Giants Sta-
dium to MetLife. He would climb on the 
shoulders of his brother Frank, and later 
his buddy Bruce Gregor, silence the crowd 
of 80,000 and then rock the stadium with 
the deafening chant that fans all over 
the NFL came to recognize.

“It was an honor and I was 
humbled by it,” he said. “As 
much as there were haters, 
there was nine times 
more love. It was all 
because I spelled out 
four letters. If they 
had me spelling 
Buccaneers, 
I would’ve 
been out of 
business.”

His absence as Fireman Ed has been felt. 
Anzalone, who turns 55 next month, was 
approached by the Jets about returning, 
but declined. The Jets recently announced 
that they’re holding a contest to find eight 
chant leaders. Season ticket holders are 
being asked to submit videos of themselves 
leading the J-E-T-S cheer, and fans will be 
able to vote for their favorites on the team’s 
site.

In a sense, it’s a search for the next Fire-
man Ed.

“I’m happy they’re doing something be-
cause I want to see it go on,” he said.

Anzalone and his brother are entering 
their 40th year as season ticket holders, 
and they still attend Jets games. They sit 
in a different part of the stadium, though, 
and Anzalone is no longer decked out in his 
familiar Fireman Ed garb — his firefight-
er helmet and, for years, a No. 42 Bruce 
Harper jersey before switching to Mark 
Sanchez’s No. 6.

His absence has angered many fans, 
who accuse him of quitting on them and 
the franchise, despite Anzalone writing an 
open letter published in Metro newspaper 
in 2012 announcing his reasons for step-
ping away.

“All these years, I never left until there 
were four zeroes on the clock,” he said. 
“You can’t be the leader and leave. You 
have to stay. So, there was a reason why I 
left. I didn’t quit. That’s what bothers me.”

Anzalone, who once got into it with a Gi-
ants fan during the 2010 preseason, thinks 
the introduction of personal seat licenses 
— or PSLs — helped contribute to the 
negativity.

“I feel like the fans felt like they were en-
titled,” he said. “It just changed the whole 
attitude. It was tough.”

 The J-E-T-S chant wasn’t started by 
Anzalone. It was fans in opposite end zones 
who would chant back and forth. In 1986, 

an excited Anzalone was running up and 
down the aisles at a game and trying to 
get fans fired up in the lower tier when 
he got on one of the railings.

“The next thing I know, I almost fell 
over,” he said. “My brother grabbed 
me, pulled me back up and says to me, 

‘Get on my shoulders!’ Slowly, as 
the years went on, it started to 

build.”
That’s how the legend of 

Fireman Ed was born, and 
he became part of the in-

game experience. He was even in-
cluded in an exhibit at the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio, in 1999. 

Visits with sick children and die-hard fans 
became regular occurrences.

“I was very lucky,” Anzalone said. “It 
was a wonderful time.”

Tony Stewart could still face 
criminal charges for running 
down Kevin Ward Jr. with his 
sprint car, even if the three-time 
NASCAR champion didn’t mean 
to kill Ward, hurt him or even 
scare him.

Ontario County Sheriff Philip 
Povero, who announced on Tues-
day that the investigation is con-
tinuing, has said that his initial 
findings have turned up nothing 
that would indicate criminal in-
tent in the crash at the Canandai-
gua Motorsports Park.

But legal experts agree that 
does not mean Stewart is in the 
clear.

The NASCAR star could be 
charged with second-degree 
manslaughter under New York 
law if prosecutors believe he 
“recklessly caused the death of 
another person,” with negligent 
homicide another possibility, ac-
cording to criminal law professor 
Corey Rayburn Yung of the Kan-
sas University School of Law.

“The question over whether 
someone was reckless is a factual 
one, and one a prosecutor might 
let a jury decide,” said Yung.

Athletes in competition often do 
things that would get the average 
person arrested — think two box-
ers in the ring, or a baserunner 
sliding into second with his spikes 
high. But sometimes an act is so 
far outside the bounds of accepted 
sporting behavior that it becomes 
a crime, as former major leaguer 
Jose Offerman learned when he 
was charged with felony assault 
for rushing the mound — swing-
ing a bat — after he was hit by a 
pitch in a minor league game.

So Stewart would not expect 
to be charged for the car-on-car 
bump that sent Ward spinning 
into the wall. But if, for example, 
he told police that he saw Ward on 
the track and tried to shower him 
with dirt or otherwise send him 
a message, a first-degree man-
slaughter charge could be a pos-
sibility, Yung said.

 “In sports we tend to allow all 

sorts of conduct we’d never allow 
in another circumstance,” Yung 
said. “But this isn’t a collision. It’s 
not in that ballpark; it’s something 
you don’t expect. This is a more 
complicated scenario. We’re as-
suming Stewart didn’t mean to do 
this, and yet a death resulted.”

Whether Stewart’s actions were 
part of racing depends on what 
the police investigation finds. Un-
like the cars Stewart drives on the 
NASCAR circuit, the sprint cars 
have no radios or instrument data 
recorders that could tell authori-
ties exactly what was happening 
when Stewart hit Ward.

Video seems to show that Stew-
art fishtailed when hitting Ward 
with the rear tire, perhaps in-
dicating he was accelerating; 
Povero would not say how Stewart 
described the accident, but he said 
Monday he has reviewed two vid-
eos and spoken to Stewart twice.

Povero’s previous comments 
that he found no criminal intent 
all but rules out the possibility of a 
first-degree murder charge, which 
would essentially require a confes-
sion that Stewart was trying to kill 
Ward. For second-degree murder, 
prosecutors would need to prove 

Stewart was reckless in combina-
tion with a “depraved indifference 
to human life.”

“Mr. Stewart has fully cooper-
ated with the police officers that 
are investigating,” Povero said in 
a news conference shortly after 
the race. “He was visibly shaken 
by this incident, and has prom-
ised his continuing cooperation 
in this investigation.”

After the investigation is com-
pleted, Povero said, the evidence 
will be turned over to the district 
attorney as a matter of routine. 
Even if he is cleared by prosecu-
tors, though, Stewart could face a 
civil suit.

Ballmer officially
takes over Clippers

LOS ANGELES — Steve 
Ballmer officially became the 
new owner of the Los Angeles 
Clippers on Tuesday.

The team said the record $2 
billion sale closed after a Califor-
nia court confirmed the authority 
of Shelly Sterling, on behalf of the 
Sterling Family Trust, to sell the 
franchise to the former Microsoft 
CEO. Her estranged husband, 

Donald Sterling, had unsuccess-
fully fought the sale of the team 
he owned since 1981 in court.

Sterling bought the team in 
1981 for $12 million and presided 
over decades of losing seasons 
before engaging in a fierce legal 
battle with his estranged wife to 
hold on to his most prized asset.

“I hate losing the team,” 
Shelly Sterling said at a news 
conference.

She later added, “It feels good. 
It would have felt good to own the 
team, too.”

 In other NBA news:
� The NBA has suspended 

Phoenix Suns forward P.J. Tuck-
er for three games following his 
guilty plea to “super extreme” 
driving while intoxicated.

Tucker was sentenced to three 
days in jail and 11 days’ home 
detention following his plea last 
week. “Super extreme” DUI 
under Arizona law is for persons 
whose blood alcohol level exceeds 
.20 percent. Police say that just 
after his May 10 arrest in Scott-
sdale, Tucker had a blood alcohol 
level of .222. The legal limit in 
Arizona is .08.

Seahawks: Accusations 
against Lynch ‘bogus’

RENTON, Wash. — The Se-
attle Seahawks say accusations 
that star running back Marshawn 
Lynch was involved in an assault 
and damage of personal property 
are “bogus.”

In a statement Tuesday morn-
ing the team says it has “the ut-
most respect for the investigative 
process,” but that after speaking 
with Lynch the Seahawks con-
cluded the allegations were with-
out merit.

The Bellevue Police Depart-
ment released a statement Mon-
day saying the alleged incident 
took place around 2:30 a.m. Sun-
day and that Lynch is alleged to 
have been involved. Bellevue po-
lice are investigating.

The incident was reported by 
a female about 12 hours after it 

allegedly took place. Police say
there was no domestic violence
or sexual assault involved in the 
allegation.

In other NFL news:
� Denver Broncos leading

tackler Danny Trevathan is out 
six to eight weeks after fracturing
his left knee during a particularly
intense padded practice Tuesday.

The Broncos said their weak-
side linebacker has what’s called 
a medial tibial impaction frac-
ture but, fortunately, no torn 
ligaments.

Trevathan, a sixth-round draft
choice out of Kentucky in 2012,
is coming off a breakout season
in which he led the Broncos with
124 tackles and intercepted three 
passes before leading the team 
with two dozen tackles in the
playoffs.
� The New England Patriots 

have acquired injured lineman
Jerel Worthy from the Green
Bay Packers in a trade pending a
physical for the defensive end.

Worthy had been placed on the 
non-football injury list. He spent
much of 2013 on injured reserve 
with a knee injury.

LAS VEGAS — UFC light
heavyweight champion Jon Jones 
has injured his leg, forcing the
postponement of his title fight
with Daniel Cormier to Jan. 3.

Jones (20-1) was scheduled to
fight Cormier (15-0) at UFC 178
in Las Vegas on Sept. 27 in the
mixed martial arts promotion’s 
most anticipated event of the fall.

Instead, Jones and Cormier will
headline UFC 182, the traditional 
year-end show in Las Vegas.

Jones is widely considered the 
top pound-for-pound fighter in 
MMA, while Cormier is an unde-
feated former Olympic wrestler. 

They generated major pub-
licity for their bout last week 
when they scuffl ed during a 
promotional event in the MGM 
Grand casino lobby.

PITTSBURGH — Clint Hurdle did his 
best to ignore the doubters when the Pitts-
burgh Pirates took a $5 million flier on 
Edinson Volquez.

“That’s why they call it noise,” Hurdle 
said.

Funny, it’s quiet now.
The resurgent right-hander continued 

his career resurrection on Tuesday night, 
limiting the Detroit Tigers for six effective 
innings in a 4-2 victory.

Pretty good hitting, too.
Dan Haren pitched six innings and 

sparked the go-ahead rally with a single, 
leading Los Angeles to another win over 
the skidding Atlanta Braves, 4-2 on Tues-
day night.

It was the second night in a row the Dodg-
ers got production out of the ninth spot in 
the order. The previous night, Kevin Cor-
reia had two hits and scored a run.

center field. “It takes me about eight sec-
onds to get to first.”

After allowing a fourth-inning homer 
to B.J. Upton that put the Braves up 2-1, 
Haren reached base with one out in the 
fifth. Carl Crawford followed with a dou-
ble, sending Haren to third, and the pitch-
er scored the tying run on Yasiel Puig’s 
grounder to third.

“Puig hit the ball and I wasn’t sure if it 
was going to the pitcher,” Haren said. “I 
just went!”

Matt Kemp hit a little blooper to right 
that just got over the glove of second base-
man Tommy La Stella, bringing home 
Crawford.

That was enough for the Dodgers.
Mike Minor (4-8) matched his lon-

gest outing of the past month after being 
skipped his previous turn in the rotation. 
The Atlanta lefty went 6 2⁄3 innings, allow-
ing eight hits and three runs.

Kenley Jansen earned his 33rd save.
The Braves lost for the 11th time in their 

last 13 games, including two straight to the 
Dodgers.

With Los Angeles up 1-0, Upton drove 
his ninth homer of the season deep into left-
field seats. It was his sixth career homer 
off the Dodgers right-hander; Upton has 
no more than three homers against anyone 
else.

Minor came into the game with a 5.42 
ERA, having surrendered nine hits, two 
homers and five runs in his most recent 
start Aug. 1, a 10-1 loss at San Diego.

“I changed some things mechanically, 
with some of my grips. I thought my stuff 
was moving better,” Minor said. “It was 
encouraging.”

The Dodgers padded their lead in the 
ninth without a hit. Braves shortstop 

Emilio Bonifacio botched an easy ground-
er, and Darwin Barney hustled all the way
to second on the error. Barney moved to
third on a groundout, and scored on David
Hale’s wild pitch.

KANSAS CITY, Mo. — The Oakland 
Athletics’ combination of Jon Lester and 
Josh Donaldson was too much for the Kan-
sas City Royals.

Lester pitched six strong innings and 
Donaldson homered twice and drove in 
four runs as the Athletics won 11-3 Tues-
day night, snapping the Royals’ eight-game 
winning streak.

Lester (13-7) has won all three of his 
starts since joining the A’s in a trade from 
Boston in a deadline deal on July 31 that 
sent All-Star outfielder Yoenis Cespedes 
to the Red Sox. Lester struck out nine and 
allowed three runs on six hits and two 
walks.

The timing of the trade was bad for the 
Royals, having to face Lester twice in 10 
days.

“I’d rather face Cespedes four times in 
a game than face Lester one game,” Roy-
als manager Ned Yost said. “That’s just 
me. That’s not taking anything away from 
Cespedes. He can beat you with one swing 
of the bat.”

The Royals have won 11 of 13, with both 
losses coming against Lester — who im-
proved to 9-3 with a 1.84 ERA in 13 career 
starts against Kansas City.

Donaldson homered in the seventh and 
eighth off left-hander Bruce Chen for his 
third multi-homer game of the season. He 
also added an RBI double in the first and a 
sacrifice fly in the fifth.

“It helps when you have contributors up 
and down the lineup,” Donaldson said. “We 
believe that it’s going to happen more times 
than not. We had some balls that were hit 
hard for outs, and then we had a lot of balls 
that fell in for us tonight.”

Brandon Moss had four hits, matching 
his career high, as the A’s finished with a 
season-high 20 hits.

“He looked like Wade Boggs up there,” 
A’s manager Bob Melvin said.

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“He was relentless, absolutely 
relentless, like you would suspect 
from a SEAL,” he said.

Hruby was one of 32 people to 
graduate from his Basic Under-
water Demolition/SEAL class in 
late 2006. He then served as a 
breacher in the Middle East and 
Southeast Asia.

“One day you’re blowing things 
up, the next day I’m fast-roping 
out of a helicopter, the next day 
I’m parachuting at 20,000 feet,” 
Hruby said. “It’s inherently dan-
gerous. When you start, you’re 
like, ‘God, I could die any minute. 
Any one of these things today can 
kill me if I don’t do it right.’ ”

Although he has already taken 
on many difficult challenges as a 
Navy SEAL, Hruby thinks there’s 
still more for him to prove to him-
self. SEAL Team chief David 
Goggins is among few people 
who understand Hruby’s latest 
endeavor.

“Without a challenge in front 
of guys like Tom, what’s the point 
of living?” Goggins said. “That 
first six months (of SEAL train-
ing), they want to see what you’re 
made of. Tom has always had that 
character in him.”

Hruby committed to four-hour 
study days to prepare for the 
SAT and training at EFT Sports 
Performance in Highland Park 
to prepare for football. He and 
his wife, Jen, sold their home 
in Pleasant Prairie, Wis., and 
moved in with Hruby’s mom in 
Crown Point, Ind. Because of the 

long commute, Hruby stays in a 
dorm room on campus and visits
his family on the weekends.

“Our family really likes to chal-
lenge each other, and it’s impor-
tant to us to aspire to our dreams
because I don’t think that you can
truly be happy unless you go after
those dreams that you think are
unattainable,” Jen Hruby said.

Hruby thinks his experiences
as a SEAL will help him secure
a spot on Northwestern’s football 
team.

“What’s the next step? How do
we get out of here? And you’ve 
just got to stick to those thoughts, 
stick to what’s important, stick to
what you know and just kind of 
have an attitude,” he said.

LINCOLN, Neb. — Nebraska defensive 
coordinator John Papuchis refuses to let 
the offense take all the blame for the Corn-
huskers having one of the worst turnover 
margins in the nation the last two years.

“We’ve got to hold up our end of the 
bargain,” he said. “In some of the games 
where we may have had some turnovers, 
we didn’t have very many takeaways, ei-
ther. There’s a lot to be said for a defense 
equaling things out.”

Papuchis is emphasizing takeaways in 
the meeting room. He tracks how many 
of his charges get on the practice field and 
how many times they miss opportunities to 
knock a ball loose or intercept a pass. The 
next day, he uses film to go over the good 
and bad.

The Huskers were tied for 119th out of 
125 Bowl Subdivision teams in turnover 
margin (minus-0.85 per game), giving up 
the ball 11 more times than they took it 
away. Their combined minus-23 the past 
two years is last in the Big Ten and sev-
enth-worst nationally.

Given a statistic like that, their two-year 
record of 19-8 is quite remarkable. But it 
doesn’t stop Papuchis and his players from 
lamenting what might have happened if 
they had taken the ball away more.

Of course, the offense had its own prob-

lems. Only Maryland lost more fumbles 
than Nebraska’s 16 in 2013.

The Huskers totaled 18 turnovers and 
two takeaways during a six-game stretch 
in which they went 3-3. In a 41-28 loss to 
Michigan State, Nebraska coughed up the 
ball five times on its side of the 50, twice 
inside the 10, and the Spartans converted 
the turnovers into 24 points.

“We could talk about how we were put 
in some positions that were unfavorable,” 
linebacker Michael Rose said. “But we had 
opportunities to make a lot of turnovers 
and help our offense out. Our main job is 
to get the ball back to them. We have a hot, 
potent offense. We want to make sure they 
have as many possessions as they can.”

While ball-hawking is a priority for any 
defense, the numbers show the Huskers 
were lax, lineman Vincent Valentine said.

“We really didn’t get away from it, but 
it really wasn’t at the front of our list,” he 
said. “Throughout this camp, we’ve hit on 
it enough that we know this is one of the 
main points we have to focus on through-
out the season.”

The emphasis goes beyond the standard 
ball-stripping drills in practice. It’s about 
developing an attitude.

To make that happen, Papuchis is stress-
ing the fundamentals. That means when 
a pass-rusher is approaching the quarter-
back from the blind side, he should look to 
jar the ball loose while going for the sack. 

Or when a ball is in the air, the defender 
should try for an interception instead of 
simply knocking down the ball.

Papuchis doesn’t want his players to 
gamble, though.

“Our rule is and always will be, the first 
guy in is tackling, the second guy is look-
ing to strip,” he said. “We’re never going to 
compromise that, because then you’re giv-
ing up plays you shouldn’t give up.”
